How it Fecla—A Peraonal Account of Sensa-
tions wnder the Circumalances,

From the Charkeston Courler. July th.

A vahmble mrrus&nndent from Culleton
having interviewed Mr. K. A. Willis, who
was recently struck by lightning, gives us
the following interesting details of the cir-
cumstances of so unusual an aceldent:
