Allison, aud Dick Bradford, noted
New Orleans gamblers, rode into the cdmp,
These gamblers were on a professionsl tour
from Fott Beolt, wnd were bonnd- for Bax-
ter Bprings, and Kanses Qity.. .The dew
comers wers gladly wolcomed and invited
to camp with the hﬂdut.ﬂcllnm
was quickiy.accepted, .. ..

.. 'The ;sun boing some tweliomilghu
mmmhd-lmueumphtyd time
to bave a ‘sociable game or two of poker
before supper, and accordingly Watrous,
Bradford, Joe Bigger, and Jackson took a
hand. Atifirt Bigger and Jacksoh won,
but Juck soon turned, snd Watrons and
Bradford were in o fair way of cicaning ont
the others, when Bigger detected Watrous
cheating, A row aionce ensucd ; blowsin-
terchanged and weapous dnwn by both
parties, when it was proposcd, in onder to
secure fair play, that Bigger and Watrous
should fight it out on Lorscback, their wea-
pons being bowie knives, This was at once
agrowl 1o, aad the men prepared for the
blogdy fray, They were divested of their
coats snd shirts, and their Lknives were
bound o their zight hauds. They werc
then placed sixty yards apart, with orders
to ride al each other with full speed. Big-
ger was mounted on o clean limbed, firey
pony, s liltle over fourteen hands Ligh,
while Watrous rode a large, “*walch-eyed,”
vicious roan, ]

At the word “go,” ihe combatants spur-
red toward each other like the wind, but
tpassed - without Inflicting asy fmjury. A
second and third joust was run, when Wat.
rous’ horss recelved.s slight cut on the
fiank. Om the fourth round, Bigger, as he
passad Watrous, threw himself on the shin
-of his pony, 80 as to ‘expose no-portion of
kis person, and drove bis kwife deepinto
e weck of kis adversary’s stsed,” Walrons,
divining the mavwuvre, wheeled as the
blow was struck, and atterspted to-ham-
string Bigger's pony, but succeeded only
in inflicting a severs wound, This style of
fighting wes then sbandoned, and both men
and horses appearod to bacome infurinied at
Abo sight of bicod. Aa they peared each
other the fifth time, Big. er suddenly struck
Watrous with his left fist, in the face, at
the tame moment caiting a fearful gash in
his thigh; but before he could get away,
Waltous succeeded in driving his knlife in-
to Bigger's shoulder.
