Eastern Montans, people it with a quarter
of a miiliou souls, and support a newspaper
beyond the Big Horn by the 1st of April.
But it is the gentlest of all hegiras-the
most dignified and considerate of all rushes.
Possibly, in case of a deep snow and Intense
cold, we may yet have a grand stampede
this winter. Doubtless many an ambitious
placer Alexander daily expands his well
flannelled chest with a sigh as he regrets
there are no more gulches (rumored of) to
conquer, and mnuans ever the degeneracy
of 1b70 1. But we think as we hope, that
the deep snow stampedes to remote locali-
ties have become unpopular. A large pro-
portion of our miners have summed them
up as John Unit did-"they don't pay."
Cedar Creek last winter drew the porsoni l
flnd restlessness out of the old Camps of
Montana. Those who remained are not so
leapreasiblc, and those who returned are
now pretty well satistled to lot well enough
alone.

In the country covered i
by the Race Track Ditches, there has not
been heretofore more than seventy or eighty I
miners.

and extensive as any in the County, and t
that four hundred or pve hundred men
will beo employed theie during the summer,
The prespocts, actual yIeld, faellltles of C
workmng, and extent of the ground covered I
by these dltchesis demsonstrated to be beter li
sandgreator than ln any eampto whlch the
grand stampedes have taken place. It is
lair to assume that there is as good ground
unstaked as has yet been taken up, and that
as the clahns will require working repre-
sentation soon, manay claims taken can be
had on reasonable terms. As this country, I
(a dozen miles from Doer Lodge) I, within
a day's ride of all our camps, it would be
well for unemployed miners to leek It over,
and In the fortunate exemption from a
stampede mania, seek an Investment for d
their money or labcor, as considerately as
they would join the church.
