Escape of LitUleleld, 1lithe1, Earp, and
Thompson.

On last Friday night, Charles Littlefleld,
under sentence of two years for horse steal-
ing; Samuel Hughes, one year for shooting
John O'Neil; James Earp, one year for lar-
ccny. and Janmes Thompson, one year for
stealing a horse from Clhas. McCartney,
broke jail. There are two prisoners rc-
maining- -Sheehan of Gallatin and Doran
of Cable. They could just as well have gone
hits tl.y wished. Thile escape was made by
sawing thro'ugh the solid timber floor into
tile privy vault, thence drifting horizon-
tally through the stone foundation and
two or three feet of dirt until past the outer
found.atl,'n logs sufticieCt to let them up
outside the jail. The remaining prisoners
say thke work has been going on some three
or four months, Littleiceld being the lead-
ing spirit. Our readers will remember the
repeated attempts miaule and frustrated; the
Ironing of Littlefleld; the sawing off of
door bolts with watch spring saws smug-
gled in; the twisting off of bars, breaking
shackles, final plea of penitence, and sub.
sequent unironing of Littlefeld. Under-
Sheriff Di:kenson, who has made regular
serchn of tihe jail, examined the cells, doors,
gratings,, sea•,on-cracks and furniture, be-
iieved the prisoners secure. and on Friday
night was in town, for th,, first time, we
~.hrcve. thlis winter, leaving the jail in
charge of Clam ---. Diuring the night
they e~caped, their departure being precipi-
:ttel by learning it was the intttetfon to
scrub the jtil out the next day. It appears
cheir efforts for escape had never slackened.

Four months ago a small file was stuck in
the hall, some eight feet outside the door
grating. With portions of the window-
strips, a broom stick, and a twine snare, it
was taken in.

last, Under Sheriff Dickenson rode to Cara•
boo and struck the trail of Hughes who badstarted across the range to Boulder. Me.
turning he started Charlie Warren to Boul.
der, via Silver Bow and the Pipestone Pass,
to head him. Warren started Saturday
night, reached the Jefferson. searched the
down stages, and securing Wallace Bell a
assistant, started this way up Boulder, down
which he knew Hughes would travel About
noon, Monday, he found Hughes in the
mountains, within eight miles of his broth-
er's, and brought him back to Deer Lodge
jail Wednesday evcning. Hughes had trav-
eled in the mountains nearly sixty hours
and traveled" forty miles, in one place wal-
lowing through snow for a thousand yards
that came to his arm pits. lie was nearly
exhausted, but two hours more would have
made him free. lie says he planned the
entire escape, and that the work almost de-
fled the scrutiny of the oftlcers. He says
further that he has had enough oft it, and
will stay now. Very likely. Warren rode
day and night, only sleeping three hours at
a time, and traveled about 800miles. Hughes
made no resistance, being unarmed. War-
ren deserves much credit for the arrest.

Fast Freight. -That old established, reli-
able Transportation Company, the DIAMOND
I, is again in the field, prepared to carry
freights to Montana from Corinne, either
on Express or Freight train, at the most
reasonable rates.

The time from Corinne to Deer
Lodge will be eight days-only a little
longer time than it now takes by the stage.
The express freight for April and May will
act exceed 10 cents, and lower thereafter,
while regular freights will be contracted
down to the lowest figures. This freight
business, with trains starting every alternate
day, is a great advantage to Montana, and
many goods will be shipped in that way.
Merchants will do well to communicate
with the agents in regard to rates.
