We have never known
a well authenticated statement that even a
good prospect has been obtained there. We
have never known a Deer Lodge or Mis-
toula miner or resident start for Clark's
Fork or speak of doing so. We do not be.
lieve any gulch has been struck, or that any
stampede is going on there, and from all
the information we can obtain the Mun-
ehausenish, sehsational stories of Mr. Ma.
guire are imaginative and totall unreliable.
Notr it grieves us to say this about a brother
quill, but the Pick and Plow having ques-
tioned our r.motives and course, we want to
be frank. The Clark's Fork fever has be-
Come a monomania with Mr. Maguire. He
may believe something of what he writes.
't'here may be mines discovered and devel-
oped there hereafter. It is a splendtd coun-
try, kad even if no "color" is found, a good
tanche may be, if the Soux don't lift the
heair of the adventurer. But so far as any
positive knowledge of good mines is con-
cernet, we believe Mr. Maguire has not had
any that would induce any other editor in
Montana to recommend a stampede, even if
lie was located where such stampede would
benefit hinm.

To convince Mr. Maguire that we have no
disposition to suppress any favorable news
about Clrk's aFork, we hereby agree that
any statement in the Pick and Plow of any
developed mines on Clark's Fork; of any
sluices set there; of any good prospects
found there; of any stampede other than
prospectors from Bozeman to them, which
will toe certified to as credible by any res-
pectable merchant or mercantile firm of
Bozeman, we wall re-publish in the New
NOnrT-WaST, and give it conspicuous
place.

We have deemed the Pick and Plow state-
ments sensational, and unworthy of cre-
dence, and have ignored or ridiculed them,
on that presumption. If the co-operation
of the Montana press is desired, doubtless
all will be as favorably disposed to assist
on as reasonable terms as we proffer.

INFORIATION FOR EXIGRAfTlI

From what knowledge we have, every
enail that comes to Montana carries numer-
ous inquiries from the East and West con-
corning the inducements in Montana for
settlers to Immigrate here. To answer the
Inquiries in any one of these letters, as they
average, would take a quire of paper and
still be incomplete. Very often they are
unanswered or answered unsatisfactorily,
because no one has time or ability to do it.

It cannot be done by1written correspond-
ence. Newspapers most publish new mat-
ter, and cannot duplicate save at heavy cost.
Information bearing upon every material
point has already been published, but it is
scattered over two or three years in the va.
uions newspapers of the Territory. Among
the most important and valuable of these
articles are the official reports of the Census
Marshals. the Territorial Auditor and Treas-
urer, the Revenue ofcers, articles in the
Montana Statistical Almanac, and the best
deseriptive and statistical articles from the
papers. These should be collected and pre
jared by acompetunt person, and the whole
published la on edition in newspaper form.
These should be supplied to the various
Postmasters, officials and editors, and sup-
plied to inquirers. The Legislature has
been most negligent in this matter, or It
would have been provided for last winter.
Such an edition, ample in number, and covy
wling the entire subject, could be published
In two or three weeks for X00. sad its
eventual benefits would be important. Be-

writes under date of the 11th Inst., encha-s
ing the letter addressed to him by Wm. I.
Alderson. of Bozeman, M. T., under date of
the 13th ult., complaining of the annoyance
sustained by frontier farmers by being as-
sessed by your Assistant as Cattle brokers,
Produce brokers, and as Peddlers. It is
represented in this letter that the farmers
aforesaid are assessed on the pretext that
they peddle the products of their dairies.
which the Assistant Assessor claims is not
included in the term " products of the
farm," etc.

You are instructed, if the statement is
correct, that the complaint is just, for the
law in express terms, (See. S, Act June 80,
1884, as amended). provides that farmers
shall not be "taxed as manufacturers or
producers for making butter or cheese with
milk from their own cows, or for any other
farm produce," thereby recognizing, in the
most unquestionable manner, the products
of the farmer's dairy as farm products. It
must therefore follow, in view of the exn.
ception contained in paragraph 82, Sea. 79
of said act, by which any person peddling
only the products of his farm or gardn, is
exempted from the special tax of peddlers,
that all farmers must be regarded as exempt
from tax as peddlers when peddling butter,
cheese, or any other products of their own
farms.

If therefore Mr. Aldersoe, or any other
farmer or farmers, have been assessed as
peddlers, and show to yeur satisfaction that

peddle exclusively the products of
farm and dairy yeo will aid. or cause

him or them to be aided, 1s prepssing the
proper claisms for abatement or refunding,
as the case may be, and will direct your
Assistant lo cease assessing in such cases.

Should it be found that the farmers ped-
dle articles or produce not. the product of
their own farsu or they should, of
course, be held lial.J1o liability as Cattle broker would arcse
with respect to the sales of cattle raisedupon their farms. (See letter to Assessor
