A Bordeaux correspondent, under date of
March 4th, writes as follows:

Yesterday the last earthly remains of poor
. Kuss. deputy from Alsace, and mayor

of Strasbourg, whose untimely end caused
such profound sorrow here, were acoompan-
led by on immeuse procession to the new
Orleans depot, to be from there transported
to his weeping family, who are waiting
with agonised hearts in that patriotic old
city of Strashourg which he defended so
galiantly and loved so well.

There is something extremely mournfal
nto the circumstances attending his death,
not only because he died far away from
home among strangers, but on account iof
the dark and melancholy events which sao
compeanied It and of which it made, as it
were, a part 81ix months ago he was a
strong and healthy man, but those who saw
the weak, trembling figure that left the
chamber three days ago would never have
suspected that he it was whose steady cour-
age and untiring energy animated the peo-
pie of Strasbourg during a siege whose ter-
rors exceeded that of Paris, to that heroic
resistence which has gained them the admi-
ration of the world. But sorrow and care,
the horrors of the war that lias ravaged his
country for months, the tyrannous rule of
the Prusslans, loss of property, grief at the
destruction of his native city, and, last of
all, the cruel desertion of his country by
that France for whom he has sacrificed
everything, overcame and broke down at
last a strong but delicate organization, and
he died, as everybody says, of a broken
heart. breathing his last at 12 o'clock at
night, on the very day the French people
basely voted away his country to the Ger-
mans in exchange for a dishonorable peace.
As the shadowsof midnight gathered around
his dying bed, and a thousand electric
tongues were telling the news of the sur-
render of Alsace all over the world, and
the black pall of sorrow and wr6tchedness
had sunk down upon France, his troubled
troubled spirit entered the dark valley of
death, like the ghost of his murdered coun.
try, passing away in gloom and despair.
Although sick and feeble, he had made the
long, weary voyage from Strasboarg to
Bordeaux in the hope of being able to do
something for his unhappy city, and when
they told him that their prayers had been
unavailing. and that they were to be handed
over, bound hand and foot, to the Prusesians,
it was too much for him, and the broken
frame gave way uder the stroke.

Oar Cattleo Kigs.

A writer in the Pittsburgh oTsswer eta
gives ome statstIw relative to the grazing
of stock in Texas, which show that the
country is run largely by cattle kings
scarcely less formidable than the railroad
kings who hold their courts in New York.
There are, he says, in the Lone Star State
nearly four million' cattle, one quarter of
which are beeves ready for the market.
The plains on which these cattle roam con-
tain a hundred and ffty-two million acres.
The following are a few of the ranchmen
with their respective herds: Richard King
has a farm on Santa Catrutos River, of 84,.
138 aeres, on which he keeps 65.000 cattle,
80,000 horses, 7,000 sheep and 8,800 goats,
and employs 300 Mexicans to at:end them.
tie sells 10,000 beeves annually. A Mr.
O'Conner owns a little pasture field on the
San Antonio River, where he grazes 40,000
heed of cattle and sells $75,000 worth each
year. He commenced the business in 1858
with 1,500 head, and his present enormous
herds are the result of natural increase.
Another poor man named Robideaux has a
ranch of 148,840 acres near the mouth of the
Rio Granda It is surrounded on three
sides by water, and to enclose the fourth re-
quired the building of thirty-one miles of
plank fence. He has 80,000 head of cattle,
beside an Immense amount of other stock.
John Biton, whose farm lies on the Brauos
River, has only 0.000 cattle, and drives to
market an insgnifiaent squal of 10,000 or
so annually. Ten years ago he had a beau.
tiful httle ble clay farm in Tennesee and
rashly sold It all to get money enough to
take him to Texas. le is now forty years
old, and besides his Brasos property he
owns a stock farm nearly as extensive on
the South Platte, in Nebraska.

PARALLEL ZONxES OF MINERAL WEALTH.

-Mr. Clarence King,. says the Colorado
serald, following up the theory of Prof.
Blake with regard to parallel zones of min-
eral wealth, classes them as follows:

"The Pacific coast ranges, upon the west,
carry quicksilver, tin, and chromic iron.
The next bolt is that of the Sierra Nevada
and Oregon pascades, which upon their west
slope, bear two zones, a foot-hill chain of
copper mines and a middle line of gold de-
posits. These gold veins and the resultant
placer mines extend far into Alaska, char-
acterized by the occurrence of gold in
quartz, by a small amount of that metal
which is entangled in iron sulphurets, and
by occupying splits in the upturned meta-
morphic strata of the Jurassic age. Lying
to the east of this zone, along the east base
of the Sierras, and stretching southward
into Mexico, is a chain of silver mines, con-
taining comparatively but little base metal,
and frequently included in volcanic rocks.
Through middle Mexico, Arizona, and mid.
dle Nevada and central Idaho is another
line of silver mines, mineralized with com.
plication of the base metals, and more often
occurring in older rocks. Through New
Mexico, Utah, and western Montana lies
another zone of argentiterous galena lodes.
To the east, the New Mexico, Colorado,
Wyoming, and Montana gold belt is an ex-
tremely well definoed and continuous chain
of deposits."

This seems a bold generalization, but
even then hardly sufficient to include such
phenomena as occur.

MAGrNTUDE o0 TUE Sux.-A recent work
on astronomy thus, by a comparison, give
as a vivid idea of the magnitude of the sun:
"Let the reader consider a terrestial globe,
three inches in diameter, and search out on
the globe the tiny triangle speck which re.
presents Great Britain. Then let him picture
the town In which he lives as represented by
the minutest pin-mark that could possibly
be made upon the speck. He will thetr
have formed some conception, though but
Inadequate one, of the enormous dimensions
of the earth's globe, compared with the
scene in which his daily hfe is cast. Now,
on the same scale, the sun would be repre-
sented by a globe about twice the height of
an ordinary setting room. A roem about
twenty-six feet in length, and bheight, and
breadth, would be required to contain the
representation of the sun's globe on the
scre, while the globe representing the earth
could be placed in a moderately large
globe."
