What we are
getting wt In this, in a sort of round-Robin-

There is u stringent Jaw
aguinst lcaving camp fires unextinguished,
but aside from that every man should np-
preciate himself the criminality of devasta-
ting the mountains by carclessuess in leuy
Ing fires. As many lunting purties sre
leaving for the mountaing, we carnestly call
their attention to this matter, anil urge them,
on breaking camp, to extinguish their firee,
Each day the woods are becoming dryer
and the destruction more wide sproad. By
and by these now existing will exhaust
themaelves, and & repetition of them can be
avoided by & little attention.

From 23 Ibe, of seced rye
e bas harvested 1,000 lbs, of as fine. plamp
berries as m farmer would wish to see, The
variety is well ndapted 1o the valley, as it
stands frost well. It is mlso & notfeesble
fact that In the revent bail-storms which
did comsidernble dumage to sume crops, this
rye wus but Jittle injured, ms the wtalk
curves near the head and bail striking on
the side and stalk end of the busk, does not
thresh it us in the straight stalk varicties,
Mr. Evans says lis whest will aversge
about 33 bushils 1o the nere, which is three
or four times the general uvernge of the old
grain Siates. He, like ull other tarmers of
the valley, is desirous of having s Aouring
mill put up In bis valley, Purties with
means have been walting until the farnyers
would demonstrate that the Valley was a
good grain-producing one, by large actual
crops, alleging intent in 1hat event to pul
up a mill. Qo e other hand, the farmers
suy, “what is the use in sowing heavy crops
of grain when there are no facilities for
grinding it nesrertban Helena or Mimsouls,
50or 90 miles away;" and so one has waited
upoan another, anti) the incidental culiare
of  few acres of wheat here and there for
seed, feed or experiment. has placed the ex-
palility of the valley beyond question, Last
spring a couple of ranchmen in the valley
contemplated the parchase of a mill, but we
bave beurd nuthing of it recently. A couple
of gemtlemen in Deer Lodge, well fixed 1o
build & mill big enough to grind all 1he
grain product of Montans, still later assured
us of their disposition to bring nut machin-
ery and erect a mill when the farmers had
shown the valley was grain-productive and
that cultivation tended in that direction,
They bave not yet *“declared intentions” 1
build. A few duys since we learned, a
gentleman, now in Wyoming, at the solici-
tation of a friend lere, enteriaing the iden
of erecting a flouring-mill in ihis place. It
is time now for some one (o Eive one of
these projects effect.  The farmers of Deer
Lodge will ruise 20,000 Lushels of wheat
next year if there is certninty o mill will be
erected. It would develop s great, profit-
able, permanent resource; have gud effect
in setling the unvccupied lands, add 10 the
indusirious and productive element of the
country, provide against flour famines like
ihat which threatened two or three months
agn,.und withal, it would be one of the best
paying investments that could be made.
Whe will build the mill?
