the Loan,

Townsend saya in the Chicago Tribune:

At eighteen years of age Juy Cooke had
Powerof attorney to sign the firm pame of
his employers, and at twenty-one he went
into the firm, retiring, as I nave swid, with
a fair fortune in 1858, At this time he had
to acquaintance with Goveriior Chase of
Obio, but the Governor knew Fuletheros
Coouke, and bad brought Henry D. Cooke
down from SBandusky, where he edited a
newspaper. to take charge of the Ohio Stafe
Journal. It was not gntil the rebellion was
in progress, and Mr. Chase was named for
the Treasury Department, that Jay Couke
was introduced to the * Falher of the Green-
backs,” -

I asked Mr. Cooke if he had supgested
the Nutional Banking system?

**No,” he replied, “Governor Chuse con-
ceived the whole financial policy of the pe-
riod, modeling it in part, I think, upon the
banking system of New York State. I went
to work selling the bonds. and 1s the banka
all over the country eame ap nobly and aub-
scribed, T was apprebensive that 1o carry

out his bank system would put the State
banks, the money depositories of the
country, at antagonism with the sgle of the
bonds. He insisted, however, that the Na-
tional banks would make the bonds g0 bet-
ter, and appeared to be snxiously, slmost
paintully absorbed fu his purpose. My bro-
ther Henry, who wiis a capable writer, en-
tered entirely into sympathy with Secretary o
Chase, nnd 1a inst I felt & like enthusiasm,
A great many articles were written to ex-
plain and indorse the new banking eystem,
and we had these published in the Wagh-
fvgton Chronisle—a whole broadside they
made—and directed at Congress, where their
Potency was shown in an immediate increase
of support. It wasa long time, however,
befure we could muster any votes to speak
of in either House, and the theory was
scouted at and beaten, Henry Cooke tried
to make an impression on good old Mr.
Gules of the National Inteliigencer, who
finally asked him to put his views in (he
sbape of ap editorial.  This article, written
in the old and stately style of Mr. Gales,
appearcd ane day; to the rejuicing of Sec
retary Chase, who thouglht it was the, off
epring of that ancient estalilishment,”

The birth of the system of Natious] Bynks
wag celebrated by the First National of
Washington City; the second baak was the
First Nutional of Philadelphia. The pan-
phlet “How to Organize 8 National Bank”
was written Ly Jay Couvke himself, The
point of the country which mioved the slow-

csb and embarrassed the Secretary most was
New Yiorg ity with fte noarly ovglay miil

ions of specie capital. Jay Cooke & Co.
had orgagized four hundred bunk bills from
the printers before New York liad ccassd to
call It & wildcat systen.

Finally, Mr. Cook offered to proceed to
New York in person and make the Fourth
Nutional there with & capital of £5.000,000,
and he voluntecred to exhisust all means to
accomplish it Tn theee days.  Beginning with
& eubscription of $100.000 on behalf of his
firm—meantime revived with his brother-in

law, Morehead and others in it—he found
that with Vermilye, William Sprague and
others they barely brought the sum up to
§2,500,000, and here it was proposed to stop,
a propogition withdrawn by Mr, Cooke's
threat to tuke back his subseription. Mr.
A. T. Btewart bad no confidence in the Na

tional bank plan, and would not give any-
thing, bot the flinty-handed Daniel Drew,
to the surprise of everybody, added $400,-
000. When the subscription amounted to
$4.200,000 the residne was made up by
Cooke, Vermilye, and the rest putting their
hands into their pockets a second time, and
thus, after three days of labor, dividing the
city up into precincts and canvassing for
men of eapital over its whole extent, a suffi-
cient bank was furmed to make some smsll
impression.

In this way. between the bonds and the
banks, the heilth, of fully one haif the
clerks in the house of Jay Cooke & Co. was
destroyed, a large nomber died. and the
banker ascribes his own preservation 1o hu
country home and snequal, cheerful temper.
At one period, when the city bank and
bankers of New Yurk kept up their obatis
nacy on the subjects of the National system,
Jay Cooke threatened to establish a bauk
there with a capital of $80,000,000.
