In the Herald
of Oct. 30th we find the decision cited,aead
reproduce it in our columns. It covetd the
,tatemi it macilhy itie Z ftiai. thoui
neither the "*ctitioh or the granting of it-
it being merely for a transfer of the case
from one Court to another-necessarily In-
volved the other points decided, Judge
Wade took occasion to give the opinion.
and it is before the people.

Holding that the Courts are. and should
be non-political, and recognisingn them
the constituted and qualified expositors of
our Constitution and laws, we are loth, in
our acknowledged gInorance of the subject,
to assume any arbitrary positions, and
should regret to see the decisions of the
Courts dragged furiously over the hot eddis
of partizan journalism, defended or con-
demned with the vehement Vigor, prejudice
and bias that characterize ouar political dis-
cussions. 8till, the journalist. has not only
the privilege, but it is his duty to review
decisions having a bearing on the public
welfare, and especially those which, under
a new &onstruction of organic or statutory
law, break down precedent and .recognized
institutions, and establish in their stead a
new order of things. Of such, is the recent
decision. We believe that in important
particulars Judge Wade is in error. But in
saying this and in showing cause therefor,
it is withldueo deference to the Court and the
knowledge which he should aive, and
which we have not.

His premise that "the Territories are
creatures of Congrebs" Is undisputed, and
Chief Justice Marshall, we believe, held
further that the Courts of the Territories
are creatures of Congress, and are instituted
underthbe powerdelegated to it in the Con-
stitution to make all needful rules and reg-
ulations respecting them.

Judge Wade says there Is but one Court
here sad that is the Court created by the
Organic Act. It is held that this is a Uni-
ted States Court, and that no Territorial
Court can be established. If Judge Wade
means by this that our Courts are created
by our Organic Act, which is an act of Con
gress, and that the Legislature of Hopqtana
cannot of itself create a Court, we agree
with him; but if he means by it that our
Courts are U. 8. Courta, and that all Acts
which apply to the Federal judlliary, ,piph'
in like manner to them,'we disagtee. Our
Courts are Territorial Courts, because they
are Created especialiy fIr this Territory by
the Organic Act creating this Territory
itself. But this Tenrritorial Court, by a
spee•el conference of power is enabled to
"have and exercise the same jurisdiction L
in aUl coaes arising under the Constitutieos
and lM4a of the United Statwues is eested in

the Circuit and District Courts of the Uni-

ted States, and for this particular purpose
six days or tme taerlwrat t tourst W• ea r
apart. The distinction .between -them ap-
pears plain. From.the preceding views
Judge Wade reaches the case of the Mar-
shal and District Attorney, and says "it
may well be supposed" the object of the Or-

ganic Act was to have them prosecute and
serve processes under the Territorial as well
as the National laws, "andit is further be.
lieved that any writ or warrant duly served
by the Marshal would be legally served."

The Organic Act provides. in See. 10.
that the Marshal "shall execute all process
ces•ssuing from the said Courts whAtaesere-
sing their jurisdletion as Circuit and Dis-
trict Courts of the United tats," thue liqir-
ing and confining hifm to particular duties,.
and confirming our theory of an especially
conferred authority to eiercise a larger ju-

risdiction not inherent in the Court. It is
true the Marshal can arrest, as in case of
felony, outside this conferred power, but so
can any citizen.

Further, by tracing m ban the Organte Ats
to ascertain the fees he is entitled to. it
leads to a judiciary bill, limiting his fees to
eases arisng under the Coanstittion pod
laws of. the United States, alone.

This theory ft Judge Wade's hls d e-
oped before. It came up in Oolasdo, lpare
for years it o calnud pprplepiy ~t d
trouble, and lttIgants, had to assume the re-

sponuibility for foes before eases could be,

brought to trial. InUtah, a yea~ ago it
developed, and the Courts ran in debt under

it p$0,000. The Audl~r's office at Wash-
ington virtually decided against it by reft-

sing to allow the account. One of the

Judges then visited Washington to ge a
bill passed by Congress authorizing a special
tax levy on the people of Utah to pay it, and
If our recollection is right, this 'fled, also.

This petition opens the question about which so

much has been sad, and of which so little is known
from authority, viM: As to how many court a we have
here? And what Is its jurirdictioe, and what form of
proceeding should ereln prevail?

Under the provision of the Constitution which pro-
vides that Congres shall make all needful rules and
regulations repecting toe Territories of the United
States, it may be safe to say, that the Territories are
the creatures of Congress, and that Congress, under
the Constitutlon and the laws, has the supreme con-
trol over them. Exercising this supreme power Con-
gress has given to Montana an Organic Act, creating
a temporary government. This act creates a District
Court, defines Its jurisdict!on and gives it certain
powers. The frst six days of this court may he de- c
voted to United States business; but while transacting I
any other business it is the same court still. There is
but one court here and that It the coartereated by the
Organic Act. There m no such thaig in the Territory
as a Tenrritrial Court and cannot be. The Otgrante
Act establishes the only courts here, or that can be es-
tablished here, vil; The Supreme Court District
Court, Probate Courts and Justices of the #eace, and
and Congress alone can alter or abolish these courts.
Then this court im a United State Court, created
by statute, and cannot be added to or taken from by
any act of the Territory.

The Organic Act also creates the ofice of United
States Marshal, and United States District Attorney,
and makes them ofeers of the court, and it may well
be osd that the obje t of the Organic Act,n e-
tabhlashng these oetes and providing for the appoint-
mras of oSeers thereto, was that they should serve
the processe of the court, and prosecute offences
against the laws, both Territorial and National; and It
is further believed that writor wlrrant dly served
by the Marshal would be y served. It would be

st as competent for the Legisture of the Territory
to estaish the oe and provide for the election of a
Territorial Judge for each county or district, as to es-
tabish tbe ofes of shei or district attorney and
elec oers thereto.
