Few persons who have stood on Glacier

Point and sheer down 8900 feet from the
edge of that mighty perpendicular wall to
the smiling valley below. would consider a
proposition to make a practicable bridle-path
from the ammmolata vicinity of the southern
wall of the valley, anything better than the
scheme of a madman. Yet the making of
such a bridle-path is just what James
McCauley has undertaken, and has resily
accomplashed. We heard with surprise
some account of this enterprise, a few weeks
ago. from Fred. Leldig, of Yosemite. Mr.
McCauley was in town this week, and lar.

alshed us with some details of the course
and character of this extraordinary traiL

STARTING FROM THE VALL3T,

The trail begins to climb the southern wall
at a point directly back of Leedig & Dava.
nay's hotel, and about 150 yards 1 rm Sel"
tinel Rock. Climbing the labie it reaches
by a zigzag course to a point back of Black's;
thence croesing a gorge to a point back of
Hutchings; thence zigzag again it passes
beneath Glacier point and reaches the brink
of the valley close to the Point on its eastern
side.

TSB WHOLE LENGTH OF THE TRAIL

Will not exceed three ana a quarter miles.
and on part of it will be as steep as some
parts of the trail by way of Inspiration
Point. It might be supposed that portions
of such a trail ust be o narrow that at
such dizzy bights few of the ordinary visit-
ors to the valley would have the nerve to
enable them to traverse it.
