The Signal Servie.
General Meytr, chief signal o oer of the

army, reports that since the Ars ynchron.
ous weather observations, on td morning
of November 1, 1870, 16,000,000 copies of
the synopsis and probabilities save been
laid before the public, 1,000 det led charts
prepared and fied in his office, aiM 600 areas
of high and low barometer traced. A new
cipher is now preparing for the transmis-
ason of telegraphic reports from ci of the
sixty stations. Measures are bel g taken to
furnish the Western cities info tion of
the rise and fall of rivers, and o give the
agricultural population greater cect bene-
fit from the service. Stations wfil be estab-
hiked at Pembina, Sitka, In the Sandwich
and West India Islands, and ship captains
will be furnished instrnoments with which to
make observations from whicl they will
prepare reports. Sixty-nine per t of the
published probabilities hzdvo verified,
and the records of the office already made
exceed in value the appropriations. Gen.
Myer commends the fidelity and attention
to duty of his subordinates, and ri commends
the organization of a permane t corps of
observers, with proper promoti for meri-
torious service, and until this 1s done the
observer who most distinguisips himself
guishes himself each year be rewarded with
a commission. The chief signal, officer also
expresses the opinion that, wit the exten.
sion of the telegraph system, e weather
reports and observations mig be made
available throughout the entire -L-be as well
as a single continent.

Lrva CATTL WEBIGBED BY MEASURE.-
The only instrument necessary is a meas
ure with feet and Inches marked upon it.
The girth is the circumference of the ani-
mal just behind the shoulder blades. The
length is the distance from the shoulder
blades. The superficial feet ase obtained
by multiplying the girth and length. The
following table contains the rule to ascer-
thin the weight of the animal:

If less than a foot in girth, multiply the
superficial feet by eight. If less than three
and more than one, multiply superhdal feet
by eleven.

If less than five and more than three,
multiply superficial feet by sixteep.

If less than seven and more than fve,
multiply superficial feet by twentyufve.

If less than nine and more than seven,
multiply superficial feet by thirty-threw *

If less than eleven and more than nine,
. maltiply superfIctal4eet by forty-two.

Example--Suppose a pig to measure In
girth two feet, and length one foot and
alae Inebes; there would be three and a
hblf feet, which multiplied by eleven. gives
thirty-eight a half pounds, as the weight
of the animpi when dressed. In this way

CHAP. XXXVIIL-An Act for the Relief of Pier-

pout Seymour, of East Bloomfield, New York.
Be U enacted by the Senate and House of Reprws-fatiree of the Unit Bletes of America in Congress

Assembled, That the Commissioner of patents is
hereby authorized and required to hear and decide
the aication of Pierpout Seymour, of East Bloom.
feldlii the State of New York, for the extension
of the letters-patent granted to him by the United
States on the twent -fourth day of July, eighteen hun-
dred and fifty-five, [or an Imprvmn Iaseed plant-
ers, or grain dls, and sha havpower to extend
Bald patent for the term of seven years, with the same
effect that such extension might have been ted
had the same Plerpont Seymour made aplnton for
such extension, and paid the fee required by law, with-
in the time presrbed by law, upon the notice and un-
der the regulations prescribed by law and the rules of
the patent office: Provided, That no damages shall be
collected of any person for an infringement of said pa-
tent between the time of the expiraton of said patent
and thutime of the renewal of the same.
