for the Koran tells you, “*Endeavor to 1uml-
erate-the step, and 1o speak in & low tone,
for the most disagreeable of voices is the
voice of the ass,”

one thing will redeem all, propricty of
speech.”  And again, *Of the word which
is not spoken, 1 am the master. but of the
ward which is spoken, ] am the slave.”
