Tihe Pioneer of yesterday, iii refuting tihe

damaging rumors set afloat by the enemlies
of this great national enterprise says: "*It
has been recently Intimated by the enemies
of the Northern Pacific Railroad that the
work of construction is not commpleted to the
Missouri river to this date, notwithotamtling
the report of the financial agents of the
company, made some weeks rag,, In0thi i11
the United States atnd Europe. that thle road
would be fully completed ti, tihe Missouri
river by the firstof November. It iv further
intimated in the same quarters, that want ofi
means, and the early closing up of the ex
cavation by the drifting snows, has been the
cause. We deeply regret uuch wanton mis-
representationa. calculated only to obstruct the
jtnaneial operations of his great enterprise

in order to benefmi seome others of much less
importance.

The Northern Pacific Company were adt
ylsed both by Messrs. Payson, Canda&k Co.,
the chief contractors, as well as by its own
agents in the field, who had darection of the
coestruction of the Dakota Division, that
the work on the sub-division, including the
laying of the track, would be completed by
the 23J of October, as the necessary forces
were engaged to do the work. When these
reports were made to the autllorities in New
York. in the month of Septem'ber. the enltire
eartliwork had been completed andl track
laying was progressing at the rate of two
miles and a half Iwr day. At this rate of
progress. there being a certail, miummaltr uof

miles of track and a certain number of

bridges to build, with a full force of expe-
rieneed builders engaged on each character

iof work. it was an easy problem to calculate
the exact number of days required to com-
plete the work, and, as stated above, was
reporktd according.

The bridge contractors, Messrs. E. Sweet.
Jr., & Co., were subjected to thirteen days
delay. included in the months of August and
September, in their department of bridge
building, for want of bridge material. It
is presumed that this delay was unforeseen
by al! parties concerned, and consequently
no Ilamne can attach either to Payson & Co.
or E. W. Sweet & Co. But the delay of tie
track, caused by thewant of bridge material
is the true cause of the nonecompletimon of
the road to this date, and therefore, not
from want of means and snow. as has been
maliciously intimated.

The track has reached a point eighteen
miles distant from the river, amnd if not com-
pleted thiis fail, it can Ie renmlily done in
eight or nine days in the spring, andn times I,.

in ample time to meet the opening of navi-
gation on the Upper Missouri river.

We understand that negotiations are pend
ing for freighting Government supplies
over the Northern Pacific. This will neces
sitate'the establishment of a line of steamers
at the Missouri Crossing, of some consider
able magnitude, as the Governmn.m.t alone
will furnish a large carrying trade, besides
the alreduly great and growing tradeof Mon-
tann. These large additional freights, taken
in connection with the large freights going
to Montana, together with the trade on the
line of the Northern Pacific, the road must
necessarily receive Impolses in its opening
business of'I t, of no ordinary character.

In conclusion, it may be proper to state
that the N. P. Co. has biltton its main line
alone 175 uiles of first-class railroad in four
months. This affords some idea of the vast
amoont that this company has paid out in a
comparative short time, and also of the
energy displayed in every department of the
work. The failure to lay a few mniles of
track, which can be done in ten days. is no

rase for abuse of the Company.

The following is a copy of the last will
and testament of the late Wi. H. Beward,
made from the original. The will is in the
a--dwriting of the testator. He signed,

folded and placed it in an envelope, and
never signed his name after that. The wit.
-es,. W. L. Freeman, is or was a barber in
Washington, and a colored man. The will
reads as follows :

In the name of God, Amen.
I, William .H. Seward, of Auburn, do

ma--ke, ordain, publish and declare this my
last will and testament; hereby revoking all
former wills by me made.

First-I devise, grant and bequeath in fee
simple in equal shares to my three sons,
Augustus, Frederick and William, the house
and real estate in Auburn in which I dwell.

For a year past there has been in process
of construction one-half mile below Clays.
yille, in this county, a stone dyke, which is
to be extended 800 feet into the Missouri
river. Its object is to turn the channel of
the river and prevent the inundation of
shout 5,000 acres of bottom land lying be-
low it, upon which the river has been grad-
nally encroaching for some time. The land
lies chiefly in Callaway county, a small por-
tion being in Boone, and is probably the
richest in either of these counties, being
valued at $75 to $100 per acre. It belongs
to Messrs. W. C. Rickey, Philip E. Chapel
and others, who are superintending the con.
struction of the work. The county court
of Callaway has appropriated $15,000 to the
work, under the swamp land law, and the
county court of this county on last Monday
appropriated $1,050 under the same law,
said amount to be collected by taxation on
the protected lands. Pour :housand dollars
have been raised by private subscription.
The total estimated cost of the work is $20,-
000. The dyke is made of stone purely,and
285 feet have been constructed to this date.
Forty hands are worked on it constantly,
under the cearge of Jonn Logan, or Syra-
cuse, Missori, the builder of the Callaway
County Railroad. It confidently expected
that the entire enterprise wll be finished by
March 1st, next. Work can be done only
in winter durlng low water. The amount
paid per cubic yard is $L10.

The project will, in all probability, prove
a success, As the land it will protect would
otherwise certainly in course of time be
swept away, it is an enterprise of great im.
portance and value to Boone and Callsway
eounties.-Columinao Herald.
