For may years encouragement sad aid
has been given to railroad acrparations en
lending their line into undeveloped couno
try by States, Territories, counties and
municipalities in the way of subscribing
stock, and by outright gift or subsidy deo
rived from taxation of the people. Until
within the lsst few years the taes to pay
interest and principal have generally bee
paid, the incidental and Indirect benefits
derived from such roads being accepted as
compensating return for the moneys so paid.
But in late years the subsidy and subscrip-
tion systems have built up such enonous
monopolies, have imposed such unbearable
•nd oppresive burdens of taxation upon the
people that redress has been sought in the
courts, and generally If not unexceptionably,
obtinaed. The Spreme Courts of Kentucky,
Iowa, Wisconsin sad Michigan, in opinionus
written by the Chief Jurstioes and In every
instance being concurred in by the Associate
Justices, save one dissenttcing Jdge In Mich.
ipan, have declared that subsidies to private
corporations from States, ounties or towns
is unco•stittiouaL Theresreothers among
the most eminent legal authorities of the
Usited States who entertain the same views,
and the question now is whether there are
any distinctions exempting subscriptions in
stock from eact classaleation with subsidies
a Illegal legislative acts.

The power of Congress to subsidize roads
Is exercieed under its supreme constitutional
power to "provide for the common defense
ad general welfare," by establishing them
fur the transportation of troops, stores
and munitions of war. The prohibition to
subordinate governments is in the Fifth
Amnadment, "nor shall private property be
taken for public use without just compensa-
don," and in the fundamental pRrnciple In
the law ot tsation that taxes must te levie
for a public and not a mere private purpose.
T•e project in Montans is to make a gift of
$500,000 to a private corporation for a

private enterprise and tax the property of
tie Territory for its payment. Now, as it
has been decided by every 8upreme State
Court that has passed upon the quistlon,
that subsidies to private corporations are
void in the States, the Territories bsve car
talnly not even equal anthority to grant
subsidies, and the Territory not peosess••
Ii, its Leglastaure cannot convey to cousties
or munliplities athority that it cannot
Itself exercise. If these polnts are well
takes, it follows that should the Legislature
meet, authorse subsidy by Territory, cos-
ty or town. and the people ratlfy it by vot
the sussidy ould still be overthrows i the
Courts. That counties sad towns in Ter
ritories have given subsidy to railroad or-
ponrious, ad are pylag the taes therma
is no evidence that the system will stnad the
test of law. The State of lioinls which

tens railrad Mr. Hoer said. Mr. Speaker,
there have boen many public discuasons In
regard to the anduct of great railroad oor

atluois chartered by an act of Cungres.
withool expressing any opinion as to the
propriety of the conduct of permnes counec.
ted with these institutions. the investigations
have gone far enough to slhw that Congress
Itself bas been grossly remiss In its duty
when it created them. The ordinary fe
guards which every State puts into its acts
of incorporation, either by gneral orspelal
legislation. have been wyilly omitted, or
nearly so, in many of the aets of incorpora.
tion posed here. They are brought before

Scrande. hastily drawn, incumplete, and
passed with little debate. and yet they are
to be the organic law for great routes of
business and traffic fr all time to come in
thosae Territories r.ow being rapidly devel-
oped. They ought to be scrutinized with a
care like that with which we scrutinize the
constitutions of the States of which we are
citizens.

Now, there is not a State in this Union
which would incorporate a railroad com-
pany without a provision that its capital
stock should ie paid in cash, or without a
provision securing the public against abuse
of its franchise, directly or indirectly, by
having the corporations, who have got pus.
session of it under guise of atkorney or oth.
erwise, geL into their irresponsible control
the entire franchise of the company.
Nothing of that kind is found in this bill.
It is a simple authority to receive corporate
powers to eonstrct a great railroad in what
are to be in the future two great States.
There is not the slightest safeguard against
abuse provided for in this bill. I hope it
will be laid upon the table.

Mr. Potter.-I hope the gentleman from
Pennsylvania will yield to me for'a mo
ment.

Mr. Hoar.-As I have stated before, this
bill does not require the payt ent ny ny
man in tbhat enterprise of a single dolar of
his own money. It does not provide when
the capital stock shall be paid nl it shall
be all again paid out in dividends, leaving
the soad bankrupt, swindling the comma.
nity. and putting burdens and disgrace upon
the State where it exists.

Now, without going fully, in the five
minutes allowed me, into twenty other
points of the same nature which might be
namned, I call upon the House not to pass
another act of incorporation until there hba
first been decided by the Committee on Ju-
diciary or some other competent committee
a carefully, strictly guarded, and secure
system which we can adopt as the settled
policy ot the country on this question.

Mr. Potter.- I send to the Clerks' desk an
amendment which I desire to have read, and
which I ask the gentleman from Penysyl.
vania [Mr. Packer] to allow to be considered
pending; and I shall then ask him to yield
me a few moments In which to speak to the
bilL

The Clerk read as follows :
Add to the bill these words as a separate

section :
All persons who are stockholders in thesaid company shall lie jointly and severally

liable for all debts to laborers or operators
of said comnpany.

Mr. Packer.-I decline to admit the
amendment.

people of the Territories build their own
railroads with their own money ?
