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THE TAKIMH OFF OF THE SHOE.L
IAn Ifterenfing Ceremony In a . Ir

I•k Synagogue.

LmnRo the tHe transm•es Ch oinde.]
in IDsekreemg, or, as the Jews term it,

the Fifth book of Moses, twenty fifth chap-
ter, beginning at the ffth verse. is given a
law declaring the duty of a surviving broth-
er to wed the childless widow of a dead
brother. This Mosaic law the reformed
congregations abolished, because the law of
States and the law of Judaism after the
Biblical time forbids such marriages; buot
the old, unreformed, or orthodox congregas-
tions, although they agree that it is not
proper for a man to marry his brother's
widuw, still contend that the letter and
spirit of the law must be obeyed, and that I
the ceremony above referredto must be per.
formed in accordance with Scripture-a
marriage by the widow not being lawful I
until after a refusal by the deceased hus-
baund's othber. The ceremony, called in
ancient Hebrew, "'Uhalata" (the taking off
of the shoe), was lately performed in this
city under the following circumstances:

Fifteen months ago, David Guttman, L.
Jewish tailor, who resided in Oakland, died
and left his wife Rebecca, to whom le had i
been married seven years, cl.ildless and
poor. Remembering tne teachings of the
law quoted at the beginning of this article,
and being orthodo, as are nearly ail foreign-
born Jewesses, the widow determined to
carry out the law and customs of her people.
So, although in reduced circumstances, she
managed to accumulate suflcemnt money,
and sent to Moses Gottman, her husband's
brother, in Yarochen de Posen, to Pross,
a through ticket to this city, and enough
additional funds to bear his incidental ex-
penses, telling him to come to this country
that the "Chalitza" might be performed.

The young man, who isonly twenty-eight
years of age, reached her eight days ago,
but before he arrived a letter came to Rabbi
Messing, of the Congregation Beth Israel,
in this city, from the Rabb in Yarochen de
Posen, saying that a young man bad left
there for San Franciscoto aid in performing
the "Chalitza" for his deceased brother's
wife. The reverend gentleman alse asked
that Rabbi Messing would not refuse to per-
form the eeremony for the woman, who had
exhibited a commendable desare to carry out
the ancient law. Soon after the arrival of
her young brother-in-law Mrs. Gottman
went to Dr. Messing and told him that she
had promised to herself on the grave of her
dead humband that she would go through
the ceremony of the "Chalitsxt," and so. con-
sidering the woman's earnest desire as well
as the request of the Rabbi in Prussia, Dr.
Messing consented. Accordingly four learn-
ed judges, appointed by the Rabbi in ac-
cordance with Rabbinical law, met together
in the western rooms of the Synagogue of
tim Congregation Beth Israel, cornerof post
'ad Taylor strees, last Wednesday evening,
sdd by oommou acrd appolnted that the
ceremony should take place on the follow-
ing morning at.10 o'clock. At the appointed
hour the Synagogue was crowded by a large
assembly of ladies and gentlemen curious to
witness this very ancient ceremony, which
does not occur once in hundreds of years.
The brotherla-law wore sandals of the reg-
ular Turkish-Asiatic pattern, used in the
East from time immemoriaL The ceremony
took place as described in the passage of
Scripture at the beginning of this article,
all words used being in ancient Hebrew.
As soon as Rebecca had taken the sandal
from Moses' foot sie said : "And now thou
art Halitz" (he from whose foot the shoe is
taken) and Rabbi ] f4 , g•tlded the
ceremony by prayitg t aifa sucl s ceremony
might not again b.sequiskeol4alt eogre-
gatson forever. As provided by the Rab-
bmical law, Rabbi Messing was assisted by
four other learned Doctors, the Reverenads
Rosenthal, Peachner, Lewis and De Sola.
