A letter from Bhanghai, which we find i-
the London imnk s, contalns a proclamatlon
which has been lately lmued by the Provin-
eisa Treasurer of Hopel, a distrinct I China,
condemning the destroying of female chile
dren. Its s lnterestlng both from its own
quaint language and as illustrating the
degreeof ciiliation which plrails in sose
parts of that country. It is a follows:

" The Provincial Treasurerof Hupei has
to issue a proclamation prohbbiting, in the
strongest terms, the drowning of female
children.

" In ancient times the girl Tiying begged
His Majesty to permit her Is sacrifice her
liberty in order that her father, who was in
disgrace,.• mnight t released ma. bondag,
In another ease again, the girl UMleo,
wished to serve as a soldier in order to take
noon herself the liablilty of her oldfsther
to serve ii the wars. These instances show
with"hat filial instincts girls~t old were
imbued. At the present tine, too, the
Treasurer apprehends, there is no lack of
daughters equally ready to acrifice them-
elives to their parents, or to ruder the names
of their family as illustrious y filial acts of
devotion. Such tbeig the cue, h ,w comes
It that the female infant is luked upon as
an enemy from the momentolits birth, and
no sooner enters the world than it is con-
igned to the nearest pool of water? Cer-

tainly, therere ae parcnts tho entertain
an affection for-their femab infants and
rear them up, but such nupher scarcely
reach twenty or thirty per cet.

"The reasons are either 'lst) that the
child is thrown away in disgut becuse the
parelnt have too many ehildes already, or
(d) that It Ia drowned from theer chagrin
at having begotten none bit females, or
from apprehension that the mtber will not
conceive again readily enoughif she has to
suckle the child, or, lastly. Irthe fear that
the poverty of tbe family willmake it dim.
cult to devote the milk to Ir own child,
when the mother might othenise hire-her.

"If these ezhonatioe are looked upon
any more as m formal wards, and if any
people with coa lus wickedness neglect to
turn over a new lea, they will be, pulshed
(bet with one degreem of additional severity)
under lie law providing for the'puahhment
of 'wilful hum acdeof chddareq and grand-
childrea.'

"Relatives living with suc efadsen and
negleeting to rees the biitrea or delib-
erately ilacing he pagsuts to drown them,
will also be severely dealt with.

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The most horrible and shocking accident

whickb has been our lot to chronicle for
many mouths occurred in the lumber and
shingle mill of Bockstaff Bros. & Chase, on
Saturday afternoon about 4 o'clock. A girl
named Amelia Orumall, aged about 18 years.
was engaged in packing shingles in the shin
Ale department. She had a thick nead of
long hair which was done up in a knot at
the back of her hbead. Just back of her and
two or three feet above her bead ran a shaft
which drove part •f the machinery. At the
time mentioned, feeling enmnewhat tired in
the position she was sitting she raised up and
threw her head backward. Her hair caught
in a coupling of the shaft and wound around
it, causing one of the most singular and
horrible accidents on record. In an instant.
and like an electric shock, the top of her
bead was torn completely off. Indeed, this
is buts mild term, as the dreadfulness of
the calamity beggarsdescnption. The scalp
of the entire head, reaching down to the
eyes on the forehead, and the shoulders at
the back, was torn entirely of, ]caving the
skull bare ard white and glistening. To be
more minute: Starting from a point just
above the sockets of the eyes, draw a line
back, just above the right ear, following a
line of the hair around to the place of be.
ginning. The eyebrows, of course, were
taken off, sad about one half of the left ear.
The back being the last place torn off, the
skin and flesh peeled off the neck to the
shoulders, where it broke ofR. The flesh
was entirely and wholly taken off with the
scalp, leaving the whole skull bare and
sbiing, without a blot of brood or a parti.
cle of flesh.

The dovetailing of different divisions of
the cranium was distinctly and peculiarly
visible.

The girl walked
without help to the office, where she waited
for bungy to take her home. She poal
lively asserted that she felt no pain, and
that the tearing off of the scalp was accom-
panled with but a sharp tickling sensation.
This was doubtlessly eaused from the fact
that it was done with such rapidity. The

At one time she
stood up on the seat to point out to the
driver where she lived.

In the meantime medical aid had been
summoned, and Drs. A. B. Wright and
Linde arrived as soon as it was possible.
She received such treatment as the case de.
manded. The scalp had been unwound
from the shaft and sent after her by a mes
senger, but when it arrived it was dry and
dusty, and could not be again fstiled to the
head. The physicians state that if those
about her had had sufficient presence of mind
to have claped the scalp immediately upon
her head and kept it compressed as far as
possible to its place they would have been
able to make it grow back again to its origi
nal position. Bunday, Mr. Buckstaff called
upn her, and she wasreemi,.gly easy, stat-
ing that she had passued a very comfortable
night and slept well. She has but little
pain. The oily timne that the pain bas bee.
at all severe was about two hours after the
accident.

This, Mooday, morning she is still fur-
ther improved, and indications point to a
quick recovery. The left ear has been sew.
ed on, in bopes that at may yet besal to its
postion.

The only far with the doctors is that
brain fever will set in, whblch is quite possl-
ble after the excitement of the moment has
subeided.

But," he said,
"the rich in Paris never had any idea of
what we poor folks had to endure. For
two days I had to live by taking a bit of
bread two inches square at meal times. Oth.

But we used to
say, 'Never mind, boys, we are saving
France.' Not one of us but believed that
we would conquer at last. And, sir, we
could have conquered and would have saved
the country if it had not been for traitors in
high places."

degree of economy. It is proposed to set
apart from this amount $8,470,000, for the
purpose of retiripg and canceling a like
amountof mortgagebonds, tow outstanding
and failing due at different periods. Of the
remainder, $4,880,000, it is proposed to sell
$1,O00,00 this year, the proceeds to be ap-
plied in the construction of a bridge over
the Miluissippi River at Loulalana, Mo., of
which the company will be the sole owner;
the purchase of steel. rails. construction of
double track, etc, to meetihe present de-
•nad of traic. The remainder will be
issued from time to time in the future, to
provide means for the purclase of steel
rails to take the place of iron, e the latter
are worn out, and for additional double
tracks, rolling stock, etc. The mesting was
held In compliance with an act of the last
Legislature entitled "An at to enable
railroad companiues to borrow money, and
to mortllge their property and finance
therefor.-
