Contrary to the course of business in former
years, over sixty per ce.t. of this grain in
transit has been either sold to English and
Continental buyers or actually bought for
their account, and paid for by them in the
West.

The President
says: '*My whole object in the letter to At.-
thony and Clatlin, was to restore contidence
to the public mind, and to give assurances
that the Government would give all the aid
in its power, keeping in v!ew, at the same
time, the solvency of the National Treasury.
I alluded to the fact of forty four million
reserve notes in the Treasury to show that
the means were at hand to give the relief
we romised.

asthetic, in Art or Nature, depend upon

liberal endowment and culture.
The geysers of the Upper Basin present

attractions for ail minds.
CieaIrrrT, WONDER, AWE,

Fear and joy are awakened, while a sense
of beasty and grandeur combined. pervades
the mind during the exhibition of a tirst-
clais geyser.

Here is an extract of first impressions
from my diary "Saturday, f0th Aug., 18788
Camp near Castle Ovyser-sunrise-awak.
ened by roaring and" rumbling sounds.
Somoc of the boys shouted*: Grand Geyser
is spoutine!' Rose half bewil ered by the
strange situation. Ran, after a moment's
preparation, toward the noise. guided by a
pr-dtgious column of steam aornea the river,
northwest from camp. Granville Stuart, U.
A. McCabe, and W. W. Dixon, were aherad
of me. We found dire commotion, but not
the real geyser action anticipated. All sat
down on the adjacent rock, and for several
minutes watched the frantic water hiss, and
heave, and leap in foamy spray from an
cliptical basin some 8 ft. high and 80 ft.
kng. We haul hardly noticed a smaller ori-
Ae fifteen or twenty feet distant, when,
with terrific force there burst from it a vol.
ume of steam and hot water, rising rapidly
higher and higher, until it seemed with its
steamy envelope to reach the clouds. We
sprang to our feet-we shouted and swuIag
our hats in wild enthusiasm. It was mnua
jestIc. The huge, sparkling pearls of hot
water came whirling back in radiant cas.
caues. The sun rose as we stood spell.
hound with the fascinating scene. Its rays
gleamed in prismatic splendor .againat the
massive fountain.

TatS WAS Tnl GRAND GEYSER.
In less than ten minutes its action had

ceased. The fallen water lay spread out in
a circular, shallow pool around the orifice,
and now began to run back with a gurgling
rumble. In a moment the yellow-tinted
culitifower masses of silicate lay bare and
glisening under our precipitate feet."

A DAT OF WONDERS

Was thus inaugurated. Surprise and aston-
ishment fed our high wrought appetites.
We strode recklessly through hot water and
peered with wonderinng eyes into craters
whose seething spray would frequently send
as scrambling off with false alarm.

Abcut 8 o'clock A x.. we went close up to
TH PAMOUtS OLD FAITHFUL,

Situated on the upper edge of the Basin.
nearly a mile from camp. This geyser
stantds on an easy incline about two hun
dred yards from the river. It erupts regu-
larly every hour. Duration of eruption,
four to five minutes. Its crater is twenty.
five feet high, somewhat irregular in out%
line, but coverid with symmetrical masses
of bead-like silica. hard as fiat. A succes-
sion of little pools of water in delicadterian.
mnd porcelain vases are attached like mar.
ten's nests around the turret of a castle,
forming an elegant series of terraces which
serve the tourist to ascend as steps around a
tower. Passing up we look into an ortifce
six teet in diameter.

WE HEAR TnJE MIU VLED DASHING
Of sullen waves below. The angry surge
grows louder -nearer -splash ! The lucid
spray leaps over the crater. "Time :" We
rush off pall mall. See the big silvery drops
ascend! Circling out in graceful curves
they quickly fall at our feet. The neat
impulse makes a higher sweep-higher yet
-look!

A SPLENDID PYRAMIDAL FOUNTAIN

Of snowy whiteness stands one hundred
and fifty vertical feet stkyward; while
i abIoye columnar masses of steam rise up to
kiss the fleecy clouds. The crater we stood
upon a moment since ir hid by a tear-drop-
ping mantle which the Eastern Dsy.King
paints with tile many colored dyes of his
waintlrobe. Listen to the stern music of its
rouar! Power-resistles, overwhelming
power is the solemn undertone it sings.
As you gaze in mute astonishment it drops
to a lower altitude. In another moment all
is quiet, save the myriad purling rivulets
that rush through alabaster channels to the
river.

The first day among the big geysers was
spent in excited scrmmbling within a radius
of two or three miles from camp-sometimes
wading the river-splashing through hot
water-finding here and thIere

urtqua spacrsuxs
Of silicilled wood,eomt hard and some trans.
lucent, others newly costed with calcarenus
or sillcinus incrustations. giving them the
appearance of plaster paris or pearl, agree-
Ing with the substance of the costing.
Twigs and grasses thus dressed in enamel
lay in the scalloped pools around the small
geyatrs and small springs like toys on the
shelves of a curlosity shop.

Just here let me protest against the van-
dalism that with ase and hammer despoils
the fantastic tracery which adorns the tongs
and craters of geysers already historicaL
This barbarism is the more reprehensible
on account of the abundance of detached
specimens and the equally beautiful though
less conspicuous variety found in the water
channels in the background.

CASTLa 0arssa,
Standing like a monument on a snow.elad
hill, frequently dashes out jets of spray,
fifteen to twenty feet above its crater. Once
during our stay it sent up a beautiful foun.
tain, similar to those already described,
of about ten minutes duratbie. Near it is
a mst beautitual, circular hba spring. twea
ty-s teest across. Its deep, avernous
chambers. decorated with fungiform em-
broidery. is revealed as in a mirror. Lok-
lug down full sisty feet Into its depths the
speetale is eaehantilg. The whole coa.
cave is radiant with rainbow tints mure

It would leap frantica'ly upward and then
or a few minutes rest. Peering into the

transparent water we saw huge, tlue bol.
bies rismin. like sub nlarine tallhons. frm
unknown suler•anean depths anI burst
ing at the water's surface with stormy im,
petunsity. Rising with successive spasms
the water approached the orifice. The whole
mound adjacent now shook and trembled as
if in the grasp of an earthquake, while a
jarring report like the thunder of heavy
artillery was heard for several minutes, sug-
gesting what "Our Poet" expressed, thusly:

"It make's one think of an *engineer'
With a big machine, below."

Durinr this fearful quaking. is thie waters
vaulted again over its barrier, we all rusbred
lack, much to the amusement of those who
hal kept at what they thought a safer dis-
tance. In outward show, as before, ti.s
eruption disappointed us. Presently, with
murmur and groan, the water sank back to
its Plutonian caverns, but directly rose
again with all the accompaniments above
related. About an hour was observed to be
the period front one eruption and subsidence
to the next. After dark, Mr. Chas Aspling
and myself built a fire at the orifice of
Giantess. and witnessed two more tepeti
tions of the same character. Uniformly,
the detonation commenced when the water
hid nearly reached the surface, and the
whole mound quaked at en.h report as if it
were a mere crust over a battle rent cavern.
Awful as it seemed in the ghloom of a dark
night, we had learned to regard these tccen.
acing demonstrations as a mere trick of the
old Giantess to frighten as away, so we
I stubbornly remained until after ten o'clock

Since many other tourists have been disap-
pointed with the? behavior of Giantess. its
latest obtervej action seems worthy of the
lengthy note I have here made. It is de-
serving of mention that while we were
watching by bonfire the Giamatess, what had
seemed an unpretending hot spring near it
suddenly shot upil a fountain high enough toe
rank as a second class geyser at least. The
glare of our blazing pile against the crystal
spray and pillars of steam, lent new and
magical effects to the sight.

From one to two miles below Castle, on
the same side of the river, is a remarkable
groun of geysers.

THE GIANT AND TIg GROTTO

Are most prominent. Nearly opposite on
the margin of the river are the Pan ad the
Riverside. The action of these varlout
geysers s so, similar that it would be much
lihke repetition to describe them. The Fan
is peculiar as having five vents all playing
at once in different dr.ections. 'I he Grotti,
will always excite remark on account of itl
beautiful and grotesque exterior. Its name
is appropriate and suggestive. The Giant
is notable for sus'ained action. It has
crater !2 to 15 feet high, shaped like the
stump of a broken horn. Orifice, 5 to 6 feet
diameter. About half past twelve, Sunday,
Aug. 81st, this geyser burst forth with
enormous power and continued for one houi
and forty minutes to sustain a magnificent
fountain, varying from 200 to 90 feet in al
titude- highest at first and gradually dimin-
islcmg with occasional impulses at the end
of an hour even, reaching nearly the high
eat altitude reached at first. This was truly

AN IMtPOSING PECTACLE,
And gave better satisfaction than most
others on account of its duration. More
than thirty spectators witnessed this grand
display. anmong them Miss Mary Clark,
lately from Chicago, who with her aunt,
Mrs. Birdseye of Blackfoot City, M. T., and
a military escort from Camp Baker, met us
here. We have especial reason to remember
Miss Clark for the sweet songs she sang that
Salbbath evening.

Was situated just above our camep on the
opposite side of the river. After the exbhi
bition by Giant we hlaJ gathered into camp
pretty well satisfied; lut sinre we intended
to strake camp in the morning and hie to
the Yellowstone, there lingered a regretful
thought that we had not seen the Bee Hlive
in actkion. As if willing to satitsfy us, at
half past four o'clock, it gally shot forth a
cklean, sheer column, like that from the nos.
le of a hose, three feet in diameter. Its

vertical height, as measured by others, is
two hundred and nineteen feet. Running
to the river bank, we sat down and qulutlty
