TO BE OR NOT TO BE P

Now that. the Legislature is in session
there begins to be evident a good deal of
solicitude as to what action will be had on
the questionof railroad subsidy. Preceding
the extra session of last spring the advocates
of subsidy had come out squarely in favor
of granting an indefinite amount of aid to
some company 9gxother-ith the proclaimed
object in view of thereby encouraging the
construction of a railroad from the. South
into Montana. The scheme crumbled, as it
deserved to do, from inherent rottenness;
but it is due its projectors to say they
showed their colors before they opened their
guns and gave the opposition an opportunity
to discuss the proposition and expose its
fallacies. Preceding this regular session
there has been little said on the matter, the
press which last spring led the fight having
been comparatively silent, and the speakers
having been even more reticent. We do
not profess to fathom the purpose. We
would hope that maturer consideration of
the question has convinced all that however
desirable it is to secure a railroad at as early
a day as possible, it is not right under any
circumstances to pledge the credit ofa town,
county or territory in any way whatever for
aid to a private corporation. Many of the
States such as Illinois, Connecticut, and
Pennsylvania, and in fact we believe
every State which has recently revised
its Constitution has specifically
prohibited any such legislation or
disposition of the money of the people.
This they have done in ample experience
of the pernicious tendencies and ruinous
esudlts of tleving the question open to leg-

islation and the consequent heavy taxation
of the people for the benefit of corporations
without adequate compensation. Or, it
may be that this is a " still hunt," and that
the scheme, if there is one, has been sedu-
louslyconcealed from the people, and with-
held from their investigation and discussion
until it Mn be sprung suddenly and forced
through Jin the forty-day session. This
would , very disingenuous and unfair.
The projectors of the scheme and even the
legislators are numerically but a few of the
many, and represent but asmean portion of
the taxable property of )MoItana. The
atter were not elected upon that issue, and
htie only exprees nbyplitical coniventions,
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The government of the .nitenras has
recently attracted some Mttenti&fi  The
Governor saw proper .to suprcede Varden
Adriance, and appoited Mr. I. N. Buck in
his stead. It being our misfortune that
amicable relations have not existed between
His Excellency and the editor of this paper
for some time past, our information of the
circumstances was derived from Rev. Hugh
Duncan, a recent Director. From all we
could learn, Governor Potts offered no spe-
cific objection to the expenditures of Mr.
Adriance, save $2 expended for tooth brush-
es. It occurred to us, therefore, that the
Governor in traveling 350 miles, (occupying
a week's time and costing probably $100),
for the purpose of removing a Warden who
had only sinned in providing the prisoners
with $2 worth of facilities for keeping their
mouths clean, had carried his economies to
the point of absurdity. Than Messrs.
Granville Stuart, J. H. Robertson, and
Hugh Duncan, he could not have selected a
more competent, intelligent and reliable
Board of Directors. They are gentlemen
above reproach. They had taken oath and
given bond for the faithful performance of
their duties as required by the sufficient
and carefully drawn law governing the pen-
itentiary. Under section 3 of the act they
are required to " audit all claims against
the prison." That board had examined all
the accounts of Mr. Adriance, and those
which were approved had been forwarded
to the Governor. This fact of submitting
the accounts to him subsequent to their be-
ing audited, seems to have been wholly a
courtesy extended to him, as we find nothing
in the law requiring it. The act gives him
co-ordinate power with the Council to ap-
point the Directors and Warden. If he
does not approve theiraction he can remove
them and appoint other officers. But we
do not see that he has any authority what-
ever to exercise the power, which he has
assumed and carried to such an extreme
that Messrs. Duncan, Stuart and Robertson
have each recently felt called upon out of
proper self-respect to resign their positions,
of re-investigating, questioning, disputing
and returning accounts after the Board of
Directors have audited them. The Gover-
nor and Auditor are authorized and required
to issue and sell warrants sufficient to pay
such expenses as shall have been incurred
and approved by the Board, and there his
powers, prerogatives and authorities end,
except in removing and nominating officers.
We dislike to censure Governor Potts.
That he is thoroughly honest, and inspired
by only one motive, viz., to administer the
affairs of this Territory for the best inter-
ests of the people, we conscientiously be-
lieve. That he is the best Governor Mon-
tana ever had, we believe. That we are
not likely to have another as good, we be-
lieve. And we would rather see him retain
that position than to see it filled by any
other person, in or out of Montana. But
that, notwithstanding these things, he does
those which he had betterleave undone, we
do admit, and as conscientiously believe.
Among these is his querulous, unauthorized
and harsh interferences with the duties of
the Board of Prison Directors, and his un-
generous parading of Mr. Adriance's alleged
extravagance as Wanlen, although the Di-
rectors, whom he still retained, had approv-
ed his bills.

The article on this subject in the Montan-
ian is a fallacy. We cannot think that Mr.
Cope would purposely charge up the hire of
four 'guards, one warden, three directors,
clothing, medical attendance, etc., to the
" subsistence" account, and then state the
expense of subsisting a man there is $40 per
month, against $28 charged at the hotels,
when the official report in the hands of the
Governor shows it was less than $13 per
month. But the Montaniaun does this. Mr.
Buck says no butter, eggs or milk are fur-
nished the prisoners; hlie says further he has
questioned all the guards, andthat none has
ever been given them. Their food is as re-
quired by law. Butter and milk are fur-
nished the guards. Because they guard con-
victs, at $60 per month, there is no reason
why they should be fed on strict convictfare.
We do not think tile Legislature or people
of Montana expect that, or wish it. And
we would think the Moontanian would pot
wish to refer to its article of last summer-
one of the most ludicrously Munchausenish
articles that ever appeared in a Montana
paper, and which it had the gobd sense not
to refer to after the reply in the NEW
NoRTH-WEST until time had dimmed the

recollection of its absulrdities.

We have no interest in this matter other
than that of a citizen of Montana paying
taxes with other citizens, and desirous of
seeing tihe expenses kept as low us humani-
ty and economy dictate. We believe in
economy as opposed( both to extratvagance
and meanness. We like the general char-
acteristics of the administrattion of Governor
Potts, in its wise retrenchments, careful
economies and integrity of purpose. But
we think it his misfortune, that in the en-
joyment of a good salary of $10 per day,
light labor and some advantages of position,
he is unwilling to trust a competent Board
of Directors, who are here where they have
full knowledge of the purpose for which ar-
ticles are obtained, or to allow guards,
working at $2 per day, $13 worth of food
per month. These are our general views
on the discussion relating to Governor Potts
and penitentiary affairs: In other words,
we think the penitqntiary, like the world,
is Governed too much.

THE SENTENCE OF BAZAINE.

Closing Scene at the Great Trial in the
Trlanon.

Late foreign mails furnish us with ac-
counts of the last day's proceedings in the
trial of Marshal Bazaine. The closing scene
is thus described :

Is he
guilty of having negotiated with the enemy
before having done everything 'prescribed
by duty and honor?

Foutrhly; Is he guilty of haling surren-
dared a .fortified plac, the protection of
which hadbeen entrusted to him? Unani-
mosly, Yes.

The foregoing exhibits the debt of the
several counties up to March 1st, 1873, ex-
cept Lewis and Clarke, which is to Sept.
1st, 1873. The reports of several of the
counties do not include the accrued interest
on the debt of the counties, which will in-
crease the debt beyond the amount stated.
Deer Lodge county paid $9,361 82 of her
debt, and Beaverhead county reduced her
debt $1,054 15 during the year, with soneic
surplus revenue not applied; and with these
exceptions all of the other counties have
increased their indebtedness, but to what
extent we are unable to ascertain, for the
Commissioners of some of the counties take
as deliberate pleasure in violating the law
by refusing to make their reports, as they
do in robbing the Public School Fund of the
taxes the law requires should be levied for
school purposes.

The debt of Lewis and Clarke county has
increased during the year $22,437 67, mak-
ing her total debt $148,550 39, which is
largely in excess of the debt of the entire
Territory. This increase of the public
debt of Lewis & Clarke county and many of
the other counties, is truly alarming. The
Commissioners of the several counties assert
that the increase of the debt is beyond their
control; that their allowances are within
the requirements of the law, and that they
are powerless to devise and enforce a reIme-
dy. A large county debt already exists, up-
on which interest is being paid at a rate
that no people can pay and prosper. The
payment of the annual interest consumes a
large portion of the county revenues, and
the remainder is found insufficient to pay
current expenses under the present laws
regulating fees and salaries of District and
County officers; and hence the increase of
the debt. The Legislative Assembly is the
only authority that can provide a remedy
for the existing evil, and to you the question
is submitted

GENERAL TAXATION RECOMMENDED.

The' necessities of the present situation
will, I think, suggest the propriety of mak-
ing our laws relating to the taxation of
property almost universal; abolish all ex-
emptions, except church property, cemeter-
ies, school houses and other public build-
ings, and require the taxation of all prop-
erty that has a market value or from which
the owner derives a revenue. The true
theory of taxation, while the people are la-
boring under a heavy debt, requires that all
property be taxed at its market value in
money, which distributes the public burden
equally among all classes ot property hold-
ers. The modification of the laws oftaxa-
tion as suggested will very materially in-
crease our revenues and contribute to the
reduction of the public debt.

FURTHER REDUCTION OF FEES.

From a carefil examination of our finan-
cial condition, I cannot avoid the conclusion
that the public interests demand the further
reduction of fees and salaries of District
and County officers. The compensation of
these officers under the present law is
double what is paid officers, for like servi-
ces, in any of the States East of the Rocky
Mountains. The per diem of county Com-
missioners in MIontana is ten dollars, while
the same office is filled in counties in the
States, with a population double that of the
entire Territory of Montana, at a per diem
of three dollars. The maximum compcnsa-
tion, in this Territory, to sheriffs for sub-
sisting persons confined in jail, is three dol-
lars per day, while the maximum in the
States is fifty cents per day. Prosecuting
attorneys in counties in the States, with
more population than in the three Judicial
Districts of this Territory, donot receive an
annual compensation exceeding six hun-
dred dollars, which is more than five times
less than is paid in Montana for similar ser-
vices.

CONSOLIDATION OF OFFICES.

AMy former recommendation that the of-
fice of County Treasurer be abolished and
that the sheriff be required to collect and
disburse the county revenues, is again re-
newed, with more confidence in its wisdom
and propriety than heretofore. No reason-
able argument, I think, can be advanced
for the continuance of this office, while the
continued increase of the burden of public
debt demands its discontinuance. I have
no apprehension that the duties of the of-
fice will be less efficiently discharged by the
sheriff, than heretofore by another officer.
The bond of the sheriff can be increased,
his fees as sheriff proper and percentage as
collector of taxes can be reduced, leaving
him a fair compensation, and and save the
counties, annually, at least five thousand
dollars.

Under the present law the cost of collect-
ing taxes in Montana will quadruple that
of collecting the same amount in any of the
Western or Eastern States;and yet our peo-
ple have no more capacity or disposition to
pay high taxes than those of any other sec-
tlon of the country. I again commend this
dubject to your favorable consideration.

The Governor recommends the restora-
tion of that section of the statutes requir-
ing that jury fees shall be taxed by the
court againt the unsuccessful party in each
civil action tried by a jury. He says its
omission from the codified statutes has cost
the counties from $5,000 to $10,000.
PROHIBITION OF WHISKY ON ELECTION

DAYS.

The shameful practice of using intoxi-
cating liquors to control electors in the ex-
ercise of the elective franehise, has induced
the legislatures of many if not all the States
to enact stringent laws prohibiting the sale
or giving away of any kind of intoxicating
liquor oa eleotion days. Where this law is
in force all.good eitieans aid i -ts strit en- '
forcement) notwithstandiog there may be
a diversity of opinion amiong them, as to
the wisdomn or propriety of prohibitory or
temperance laws.

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Imge debt has been contad, miay be
largely attributed to the want of sober ac-
tion at the polls. I can think of no ques-
tion that will be presented for your consid-
eration during the present session that is of
so much import to the welfare of the
people of the Territory as this, and I ear-
nestly hope that you will be pleased to leg-
islate favorably on the same.

A law requiring the observance of the
Sabbath day is earnestly urged.

The Governor calls attention to his efforts
to prohibit the extra compensation, cites
the section of the Act of Congress prohibit-
ing it, states that it saved Montana in 1873,
$41, 350,21, and cites the gratifying fact that
warrants advanced from 80 to 90 cents
since the last regular session of the Legisla-
ture.

Reference is made at some length to the
preliminary survey made by Capt. W. A.
Jones, U. S. E., under command of Major-
General Ord, of a military road from
Point of Rocks on the U. P. H. R., to Boze-
man via Wind River Valley and Yellowstone
Lake to Fort Ellis. The. report says the
route is practicable for a railroad or wagon
road. The distance from Bryan on the U.
P. H. R. R. to Bozeman is 450 miles. The
Governor adds this will shroten the lan
travel to Eastern Montana and save 300
miles railroad transportation. The co-oper-
ation of Montana is asked in memorializing
Congress to construct a militaryr oad on the
route.

MARRIAGE LICENSES.

The law relating to marriage is very im-
perfect in its provisions, and should be
amended in many particulars. The present
law provides that the parties to a marriage
contract shall be of the age of majority,
which is fixed in this Territory at twenty-
one for the male and eighteen for females.
I recommend that marriage be authorized,
with the written consent of parents or guar-
dians, at the age of fifteen for females and
eighteen for male; and that a license in all
cases be first obtained from the Probate
Court of the county in which the female re-
sides, before any officer or minister be au-
thorized to solemnize the marriage. A
certificate of the marriage should be return-
ed to the Probate Judge that authorized
the license and be recorded by him in a
book provided for that purpose. This will
prevent illegal marriages and is a recom-
mendation that should enlist your early at-
tention.

MUNICIPAL APPEALS.

Provision should be made by law author-
izing Municipal County Commissioners and
other officers prosecuting or defending for
the Territory or counties, and Executors,
Administrators and Guardians to perfect an
appeal from an intefior Court, Board or
Tribunal to a superior Court, without being
required to give bond as in other cases.

AMENDMENT OF CRIMINAL LAWS.

Section 14(i of the criminal act attempts
to define the crime and prescribe the pun-
ishment for adultery and fornication; but
fails to make adultery a crime, unless the
parties are so related as to make marriage
between them void. The crime shoukl be
defined in the language of the common law
and such punishment prescribed as may ap-
pear adequate.

THE ATTACHMENT LAW.

Your attention is directed to the law reg-
ulating attachments in civil actions. I
submit to you whether it is just or reasonable
that an attachment should issue without
requiring the plaintiffto allege in his affidavit
that fraud has been committed by the
defendant, or that he is a non-resident. The
present statute appears to give the creditor
an undue advantage over the debtor.
DISCRETIONARY POWERS TO COMM ISSIONERS.

The large accumulations in the Poor and
some of the County Funds, will suggest to
you the propriety of authorizing the County
Commissioners to transfer accumulations in
any particular fund not needed for the pur-
poses for which they were levied, to the
fund for the payment of the debt of the
county.

The high rate of interest that is being
paid by the several counties argues strongly
against the present policy of allowing
revenue to remain for an indefinite period
in the Treasury.

The number of peremptory challenges of
jurors both in civil and criminal catses should
be reduced at least one-half the munbher now
allowed by law. This will greatly c•rtail
the expenses of trials, avoid delay and meet
out ample justice to litigants.

The report of Hion. Cornelius Hedges,
Superintendent of Public Instruction, is
herewith submitted. Almosteveryquestion
connected with our public school system is
ably and frankly discussed. The report is
a credit to that officer anl an honor to the
Territory.

The Superintendent says, "that the provis-
ions of the present school law, which requires
that the education of children of African
descent shall be provided for in separate
schools practically excludes them from all
opportunity to obtain an education;" you
should not hesitate to so amend the law, as
to afford an opportunity for each child in
the Territory, without distinction, to enjoy
all the benefits that are to be derived from
a system of free schools established and
supported by the people. Prejudice should
not be permitted to stand in the path of
justice, and I cannot believe that any con-
siderable number of our citizens are willing
that any child shall be excluded from the
privileges of an education at the public
expense on account of color. The law
makes no distinction between the citizens
as to the right to exercise the elective
franchise, or the duty to share the burden
of taxation; and, certainly no distinction
should be made in the opportunities afforded
the youth of the Territory toqualify them-
selves for the duties of citizenship.

COMPULSORY EDUCATION,

I believe it is the duty of the Territory
to place education not only within the reach
of all the people, but to compel them to
avail themselves of its benefits. Aj.aele-
mentary education should be considered as
much a legal obligation as it is a necessity,
and the Territory has the same power to
enforce it that it has to enact any other law
to promote the public welfare. All legisla-
tion designed to advance the public interests;
"contribute to the general happiness of the
people;" give vitality and stability to the
government; and promote virtue and
intelligence, are proper subjects of legisla-
tion. The States of both Europe and
America, where the law requiring compul-
sory education has been tested, crime has
decreased. pauperism diminished and mar-
riages largely augmented. The indigent
in every country, as a rule, .belng to the
illiterate class; and the same force will
apply with almost equal force to the convicts
confined in the prisons of the country.

These figures may seem to you laige, but
when we take into account that the building
and fixtures were sadly out of repair and the
sunplies of all kinda nearly or wholly
exhausted, and many of them had to be
supplied in quantities which will run far
into next year, necessarily increased our
expenses; from personal observation we are
safe in saying that the cost of repairs and
maintaining the prisoners for the next six
months, cannot exceed one dollar and sixty
cents against two dollars and three cents,
for the six months just ended."

The Directors recommend that an appli-
cation be made to Congress for an appro-
priation of ten thousand dollars, to complete
the upper row of cells in the building now
occupied, which I approve. The increasing
demand for prison accommodations, both
by the United States and the Territory, and
the comfort and security that the completion
of the cells will add to the prison, clearly
justify the recommendation.

The expenditures of the prison are in
excess of what was anticipated, and are.
in my judgment, larger than they should
have been had the late Warden practiced
strict economy. The vouchers, which I
request you will carefully examin•, will
exhibit the purchase of many unnecessary
articles, which common prudence would
dictate should not have been purchased.
The amount thus expended was not incon-
siderable anid appeared to increase each
month, although the attention of the late
Warden was frequently called to it, but
without accomplishing the desired purpose.

On the 16th, day of December last I
requested him to resign the position of
Warden, which he did, and Isaac N. Buck,
Esq. of Deer Lodge county was appointed
to till the vacancy, and he at once quahfied
and entered upon the discharge of the duties
of the office. From the character of the new
Warden I think I can safely assure you that
the affairs of the prison will be conducted
with more economy hereafter than hereto-
fore.

I have no changes to recommend in the
present law. I believe its provisions are
wise, and when strictly enforced will pro-
duce satisfactory results. The same system
has been adopted in nearly all of the States,
and years of experience have demonstrated
its wisdom. The plan heretofore adopted
by some of the States of leasing prisons and
inmates for a number of years has been
abandoned in every instance so far as my
knowledge extends. The State of Illinois
is one of the last States to abandon it.
Under the law of Congress the Montana
Penitentiary cannot be leased for a term of
years, for the building and property con-
nected therewith, belong to the United
States and have only been temporarily
transferred to the Territory, reserving to
the Attorney General of the United States
the authority to take possession of it at any
time. Good faith on the part of the Terri-
tory requires that the care and custody of
the building and property should not pass
from the control of the sworn officers of the
Territory.

THE ROAD LAW OBNOXIOUS.

Your attention is directed to the Road
Law enacted last May. It does not appear
to meet the wants of the people in any
particular, and no law on the Statute Book
appears so unpopular. Your constituents,
I have no doubt, have ,suggested to you the
defects in the law. The popular demand
for a new road law will, I trust, secure the
passage of an act that will meet the wants
of the people. Past experience clearly
shows that the improvement of our roads
is not commensurate with the amount of
money expended. The amount of road tax
that is assessed on property should, at the
option of the taxpayer, be worked out on
the roads under the direction of the Super-
visor of the district, and his receipt that so
much labor has been performed on the
roads, to the amount of the road tax assessed,
should be accepted by the County Treasurer
in lieu of the money for said tax.

NO DUPLICATION OF OFFICIES.

In further prescribing the qualifications
of members of the Legislative Assembly it
is due to your constituents as well as your-
selves, that you should prohibit members
from holding county offices, or acting as
deputies to county officers, while their leg-
islative term continues.

During almost every session some question
arises touching the compensation of county
officers, and it would be manifestly improper
to have a county officer or a deputy on the
floor of either House to pass upon questions
in which they have a personal interest. It
is due the dignity of a legislative body that
its members should be at least so far as the
law can place them, above suspicion.

Extended reference is made to the objects
sought by the recent convention held in
Denver to procure assistance for a general
system of irrigation, full account of which
was recently published in this paper. The
legislature is asked to memorialize Congress
favorably.

After commending the Indlianl policy of
the general government, the Governor adds
his belief that "Sitting Bull" and his Sioux
design remaining in a hostile attitude in
eastern Montana debarring the extension of
wagon or railroads tluhrough that country,
and says the legislature should ask the
government to remove him, the same policy
applying to the Sioux as is applied to the
Apaches of Arizona.

A recommendation is made for the ap-
propriationl of a sufficient sum of money to
enable Montana to be fairly represented in
its products at the Philadelphia Centennial.

LAW FORMS.

The Legislatures of many of the States
have prescribed by law the form of instru-
minents for the conveyance and incumbrance
of real estate, shortening and simplifying
the forms for deeds, mortgages etc. I
believe the adoption of such legislation in
Montana as will shorten the verbose forms
now in use, will meet the approval of your
eonstitimelun

THE BEMEDY FOR DULL TIMES.

The great want of our Territory is people;
and how we can best obtain them, should
command your immediate and earnest
attention. Montana should no longer re-
main a close corporation, by the Legislature
refusing to make known to the world the
untold riches she contains. We cannot
expect immigration without we invite it.
Many of the other Territories have organ-
ized Boards of Immigration, with agents in
New York and other principal cities of the
East; and their publications containing a
description of their resources, distributed
throughout the diffdrent countries of Europe.
These efforts are meeting with marked
success, and thousands of honest, industri-
ous and frugal people are finding homes in
our sister Territories, because their Legis-
latures had the wisdom to provide for the
publication and distribution of documents
describing the resources of their respective
Territories.

While Montana is not surpassed by anyin the richless of her agricultural and min-

eral resources, her great water powers, her
facilities for manufacturing and her healthy
and invigorating climate,, yet she is sitting
supinely idle, while her energetic sisters
around her are passing her in the race for
wealth and greatness. The cry is the want
of a market for the surplus products. Had
an effort been heretofore made, population
would have been obtained and a market
provided. Provide for a Board of Immi-gration with wise regulations and amplemeans and population will come and the
cry of " no market" cease.

Invoking the blessing of Divine Provi.dence uponyou and all the people within
our borders, I close this communication.with the aisiranee that you will receive my

hearty o-operatin all your efforts tolegislate for.the publiegood.

Conujax, 'January 3.-Cot Chapman,
President of the Portland, Dalles and Salt
Lake Railroad Co., has located the terminus
of the road at Corinne. The Utah, Idaho
and Montana-road, is adopted and to be
identical with the Oregon road for fifty or a
hundred miles. The leading men of Oneida
county and Corinne city agree to grade and
tie fifty miles of the road. Col. Chapman
leaves for Washington in the morning.

The above is in the associated press dis-
patches. What significance ithasis not yet
manifest. Col. Chapman was before the
Idaho Legislature last winter for moderate
assistance to the road, but we believe was
unable to procure any benefits except the
immunity of the road from taxation for a
term of years. The line of the road said to
be selected-the Utah, Idaho and Montana,
right o:' way for which was secured by Hol-
lister a couple of years since-leads up Bear
river, thence to Malad, and through Port
Neuf Canion. What means or methods Col.
C. can command for its construction is not
yet known to us. Idaho did not appear last
winter to have much confidence in the
project, and if it is not built until Corinne
and Oneida county men grade and tie fifty
miles of the road it will probably be some
time before the engine points into Snake
river valley. There was a great furore
gotten up two years ago over the rapid
construction of the U. I. & M. by General
Connor and the Reporter, but the hosts of
workmen were mythical, and the road was
never graded a half -mile. We hope the
present scheme is more substantial. The
following indicates that Col. C. has some
plans by which he expects to procure means
for the building of the road.

From the Idaho Statesman, Dec. 27.
A meeting will be had this evening in the

United States Court Room at 6 o'clock, for
the consideration of railroad matters. Col.
Chapman arrived in town night before last,
on his way to Washington, and desires to
meet the people of this city, and lay before
thema his plans and prospect for building
the Portland, Dalles and Salt Lake Railroad.
lie asks no subsidy from the Territory, but
his plans are altogether new and from
conversation with him, appear to be feasible
and within reach of the Company. Co-
operative aid on the part of the people, such
as they are able to give will be asked. A
full and satisfactory explanation, and the
manner in which the road can be built will
be made at the meeting by Col. Chapman.
We hope to see our people put in a full
appearance on this important occasion.

The fact of the dispatch from Corinne
being sublsequent to the above, indicates
that the Boise people favored the plans of
the President of the P. D. & S. L. Co. If
they are feasible to build a road from
Corinne to Portland we should think the
same plan would be competent to procure
the extension of the road to Montana, and
will look with some interest for the succeed-
ing dates of Boise and Corinne papers.

SURVEYOR GENERAL OF MONTANA. -The

nomination of Col. Andrew J. Smith, as
surveyor general of the Territory of Mon-
tana. was yesterday confirmed by the
Senate. To a committee of Montana gen-
tlemen, who lately waited on him, President
Grant is reported to have said:

" You propose to me, gentlemen, a num-
ber of names known each of them, to some
particular member of your party for this
office. If I accept either of your recommen-
dations, I please but one of you. Instead,
I have selected for this office a gentleman
of very considerable abilities, who did
honorable service during the rebellion, and
whom I know will do honor to my nomina-
tion. I know that hlie will make only friends
in the Territory."

The nomination was unanimously con-
firmed by the senate. We are certain that
the Government and the Interior Depart-
ment will be well served.- Washington Re-
publican, Dec. 19.

News Paragraphs.

A few days since we had the news of the
capture of the Benders, whose terrible deeds
startled the country not many months since.
Now the report comes that they have been
tracked into Northern Mexico, but that they
cannot be arrested, there being no extradi-
tion treaty between the United States and
Mexico. It is to be hoped this notorious
band of murderers will not be allowed to go
unpunished much longer.

It appears almost certain that the con-
struction of a tunnel under the sea from
Calias to Dover, or places in the vicinity of
one or both ports, is to be seriously under-
taken. The English Channel, which sepa-
rates France from England, is not quite 21
miles wide between the above-named ports.
Mr. John IHawkshaw, the eminent English
engineer, who first ascertained, by dleep bo-
rings and an examination of the bottom all
across, that the design was practicable,
writes: "It would be idle for any one to
claim to be the inventor of a Channel tun-
nel. When made it will be like all other
tunnels, differing only in being longer than
any yet made, and in requiring artificial
ventilation." It is not to much to expect
that, if travel between France and England
could be performed under, instead of upon
the waves, the number of travelers would
soon be doubled. The terrible sea-sickness
during that short voyage, in small and in-
cotvenient steamers, deters thousands from
the journey.

Dan Rice, the old clown, has fallen under
his evil star. After quite a successful sum-
mer tour he reached Louisville about three
weeks ago, rented the exposition building
and fitted it up at great expense. The first
week turned out badly, and for the second
time the price of admission was reduced to
fifteen and twenty-five cents; but the show
didn't draw. As a consequence the whole
concern was attached, and on Saturday last
horses, canvas and general paraphernalia
were sold at auction, the celebrated blind
trick horse bringing only $126. The per-
formers, musicians and all the employes
were minus their wages, Dan not having a
dollar left to pay them. During the sum-
mer Dan himself, with his blind horse, etc.,
was traveling with another company in
Canada at $1,000 per week, and that, too
went up, leaving him minus $26,000.

Amendment of the Bankrupt Law.
Washington, January 5.-The substitute

for the house bill repealing the bankruptcy
act reported by the Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee, provides for a ,number of amend-
ments to the present law, the most import-
ant of which are the following: That it
shall require the action of one-fourth on an
insolvent creditor, or'one-third tde amount
of the debts, to force him in to bankruptcy,
instead of a single creditor, or debts to the
amount of $250. asstw;that protested notes
may run 60 days instead of 30 -days as now;
that whenever a majority• of the creditors
agree to take the ease out of bankruptcy,
they may do so; that the courts are empow-
ered to permit any number of creditors to
make a composition of their claims in cases
of involuntary• bankrupty; that the term.

MADRID, January 3.-In the Cortes to-

day the Deputies on two votes gave a ma-
jority of twenty against President Castelar.
As soon as the result was announced, Gen-
eral Pavia sent an order to the Chamber
with a letter demanding thile dissolution of
the Cortes. Salmeron and others urged that
Castelar be continued in power, but their
prayer was refused, whereupon a company
of the municipal guard entered the palace
of the Cortes and expelled the Deputies.
General Pavia with his staff held a position
outside with cannon pointed at the build-
ing.

3MADRID, Jauary 4.-A new Ministry has
been formed, as follows: President, Serra-
no; Minister Foreign Affairs, Sagosta; War,
Savola; Justice, Figuerola; Agriculture,
Becerra; Finance, Rehagarray; Interior,
Garcia Ruez; Marine, Topete.

All strategic points to the city were oc-
cupied by the militia last night. The chief
civil and military authorities of nearly all
the provinces in communication with Mad-
rid have telegraphed to General Pavia their
approval of his conduct. No disturbance is 1
reported in any quarter. The transmission
of private telegrams has been temporarily ,
supended.

General Pavia summoned the most emi-
nent of all parties, including members of the
present government, only excepting Carlists
and the Intransigents, to form a government.
This General Pavia declared was the only
way for the salvation of the country. He
refused personally to become a member of
the government.

WASHINiGTON January 4.-The friends of
the Castelar government in Congress and
executive circles, regard the recentevents in
Spain as likely to delay the promised re-
form in the Antilles, and to prevent such
negotiations through General Cushing as
would tend to the pacification of Cuba, and
at the same time protect American interests
in Cuban waters from arrogance and out-
rage.

WASAINGTON, January 4.-Officialadvices
confirm the main features of the Madrid
dispatches. It appears that General Pavia
is to be court-martialed for rebellion, and
that his supporters have been disarmed.

John X. Biedler, the best known man in

the Northwest territories, and the most
dreaded and feared by the lawless despera-
does who drift to the far west, spent Surn-
day in this place and departed on Monday
morning. X., as he is familiarly called in
the west, has lived a charmed life in the
territories of Colorada, Utah, Montana and
Idaho, has seen more real adlventure and
has performed more hazardous deeds than
Emerson Bennett's heroes ever dreamed of.
He is a queit unassuming little man, with a
hawk's eye, a compact, muscular frame that
endures cold, heat, hunger and fatigue as
if it were made of iron, and with courage
that asserts itself without noise and bluster,
but is always equal to the most desperate
occasion. A true history of X's life, with
out gloss or exageration, would be pr--
nounced unadulterated fiction by the public,
so strange and improbable would it seem.
Many years ago, when Col. Ellinger kept
the Franklin Hotel, and Chambersburghad
not tasted the bitterness of the war, X.,
was a resident of this place, and, a rosy-
cheeked, curly- headed boy, was Ellinger's
hotel clerk. From there he went to Kansas,
when as a territory it was fighting for free-
dom under "Old John Brown,' and there
he had his first taste for wild adventure
From Kansas he drifted with the western
tide, always found where a brave heart and
strong arm was needed to surpress the law-
less and desperate, until his name is a
householdword throughout the whole N'orth•
..Vwest.

The present is his first visit to his native
State since be. first left, some fifteen or
twenty years ago.
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
