GEORGE WASHINGTON.

The " Father of His Country" Described
at the Age of Sixty-four.

A few (lays since, says a contributor to tme
New York Sun, I came across a book
entitled "Travels through the States of
North America During the Years 1795, 1796,
and 1797, by Isaac Weld, Jr.," published in
England in the year 1799. In it Mr. Weld
describes the various places through which
he passed and the objects which presented
themslves to him, in a spirited and I believe
accurate manner; but what particularly drew
my attention was the author's description
of General Washington. lie says:

" On this day General Washington termi-
nated his 64th year; but though not ai
unhealthy man, he seemed coisiderably
older. The innumerable vexations he has
met with in his different public capacities
have very sensibly impaired the vigor of his
constitution, and given him and aged
appearance.

Few persons tind themselves for the first
time in the presence of General Washington,
a man so renowned in the present day for
his wisdom and moderation, and whose
name will be transmitted with such honor to
posterity, without being impressed with a
certain degree of awe and veneration; nor do
kaice. i I.' ne oultrary, l lersn anonfle-t

portment are such as rather tend to augment
them.

IIis manner and language are manly and
expressive. At levee, his discourse with
strangers turns principally upon the subject
of America; and if they have been through
any remarkable places, his conversation is
free and particularly interesting, as lie is
intimately acquainted with every part of
the country. lie is much more open and
free in his behavior at levee than in private.

General Washington gives no public
dinners or otlher entertainments except to
those who are in diplomatic capacities and
a few families on terms of intimacy with
Mrs. Washington. Strangers with whom he
wishes to have some conversation about
agriculture or any such subject are some-
times invited to tea. This by many is
attributed to his saving disposition, but it
is more just to ascribe it to his prudence
and foresight: for as the salary of the Pres-
ident is very small. and totally inadequate
by itself to support an expensive style of
life, were hlie to give numerous and splendid
entertainments the same might possibly be
expected from subsequent Presidents, who,
if their private fortunes were not consider-
able, would be unable to live in the same
style, and might be exposed to many ill-na-
tured observations from the relinquishment
of what the people had been accustomed to.
It is most likely, also, that General Waslh-
ington has been actuated by these motives,
because in his private capacity at Mount
Vernon every stranger meets with a hospi-
table reception from him.

A Down East Tar's Victory.

In a lecture recently delivered in Boston,
Mr: John L. Hayes related as an anecdote
of the revolutionary period, the story of the
whipping which King William IV. received
from the Portsmouth sailor boy. Nathan
Lord, afterward a prominent shipmaster of
Portsmout!b was a lad on one of the priva-
teers captured by a British frigate. One
day a young midshipman came near the
prisoners, who were having an airing on
deck, and spoke sneeringly of the "rebels."
Young Lord being a lad of spirit, retorted :
" If it were not for your rank, sir, I would
make you take back that insult." "No
matter for my rank," said the gallant
though arrogant young officer, " if you can
whip me, you are welcome to do it." The
challenge was eagerly accepted, and the two
had a regular sailor's set-to. The Yankee
was victorious, and the Englishman ac-
knowledged himself beaten, and, shaking
hands with his opponent, said: " You are
a brave fellow; give me your name and I
will not forget you." At the end of the
voyage all the prisoners, with the exception
of Lord, were sent to prison. The Admiral
sent for him and informed him that the
young Duke of Clarence, son of His Majesty
George III, the young midshipman wih
whom he had fought, had requested that he
be set at large ; that he was at liberty to go
into any part of the Kingdom, and that the
Duke had placed a 5 note at his service.
