THE LINE OF THE ROAD.

We notice with some pleasure, and hope
it may be verified, the statement of Jay
Cooke, Esq., to Governor Potts that the
definite location of the line of the Northein
Pacitic Railroad will probably be made
through the settled portions of Montana
this summer. The Governor has done
wisely in urging upon the Company the
early determination of the line. ©On all the
line of the preliminary location ihe odd
sections for a width of eighty miles are re-
served for the railroad company, settle-
ment upon them is rarely made, and when
made is subject to the prices and rules the
company may hereafter establish, while the
price of lands on even sections is doubled.
In view of the anticipated carly construe-
tion of the road, and the resultant enhanee-
ment of lands, the people on the line select-
ed were gratified; but the subseqnent strong
doubt raised as 1o the road being definitely
located thercon made this withdrawal ap-
pear an evil rather than good, and this
feeling has net been lessened by the later
depressed condition of the company, If
some other route is to be selected these
1ands should be restored to the Government;
if this line is to be adhered to, and we. lmpe
it will be, the definite and final action to
that end will materially enhance values
withmn the grant and compensate in some
degree for the odd sections being with-
drawn, Mr. Cooke speaks enconragingly
a8 to its being dono this summer. It would
be still more gratifying if we could
bave knowledge that the work of actual
construction would be prosecated weetward
from the Missouri this year. Compared

picturesque mountains and embracing a
large area of fertile and cheap lands the
Bitter Root people ought, under ovdinary
circumstances, to be happy.

Delegate Maginnis has thought he could
improve npon the Clagett Act and has pro-
cured the passage of a law giving the for
tunate settlers of that valley the benefits of
the Homestead Act. This ought to be a
cause for congratulation unless it should
occasion additional trouble, e have,
however, some doubts as to whether the
great benefits heralded as the result of this
bill will be realized. The truth is thatit
was a violation with members of Congress
who have charge of Indian affairs of an
understanding which induced them to con-
sent to the Clagett Bill, and already we
hear of considerable dissatisfaction on their
part as to its passage. And if the Bitter
Rouot land guestion should become further
complicated on aceount of its passage the
peopla would be but poorly benefitted by it.
They being now the most favored on aceount
of the natural advantages of soil and climate,
and by law as to the pre-emption and entry
of their lands, the most that they and their
friends can desire is that nothing further
shall be done to eomplicate their facility
for acquiring the title to their homes, It
remains to be seen what the result will be.

Subsequent inguiry has convinced us
that we were in error as to the amount and
price of land subject to pre-emption where
a Railmad grant cxtends, Not being a
“land lawyer” however, when we want any
information upon snch snbjects we go to
those who are supposed to know of them,
If we get misinformed or misapprehend the
information imparted we do not consider
onrselves liable to acharge of a want of
veracity or an iniention to gull rome one,
and have little respeet for attempts to so
distort the case. We might, with as much
propriety, charge the Missoulian with a
want of veracity and disposition to gull
when we find it asserting, as it does, that
any portion of the Bitter Root valley was
ever an Indian veservation. This, however,
we considered ouly an inadvertant mistake,
Yet the editor of the Missoulizn has
lived in that region and . should have
known of the truth eof his assertion.
In conclusion, we believe that the
Bitter Root people are more ndebted
to Wm, H. Clagett for favorable legislation
than to any other public servant Montana
ever bad. The legislation he procured
made possible that procured by Maginnis.
There may come a time when the people of
that section and their organ may be willing
to accord to him the praise he deserves,
They do not seem to have done so yet.

NATIONAL BANK CURRENCY.

For several wecks past Congress has
occupied a large portion of its time in dis-
cussing the currency question. The issne
involved is important but the discussion has
taken a range and wordiness that has made
the reports of it a bore to the general
public. Every member secined to have his
own plan for the financial salvation of the
country, and to have made a speech setting
forth his method of redemption. The fight
is now a8 to whether the velume of National
Bank eurrency shall be inereased $44,000,-
000 or whether it shall remain unchanged.
The amount now in circulation is abouk
$354,000,000, The plea for increase or a
readjustment of the cirenlation comes from
the Bouth and West ;the North and East.
oppose it. With few exceptional instances,
where local or commercial relations are
*out of joint’* with the general sentiment,
this 18 the attitude of Congress. There is
little or no political feeling in it. The
following statement of the per capita distri-
bution of the National Bank Currency
shows how unequal is the distribution at
present.

THE NORTHERN PACIFIC R. R.
FProbably the Definite Location of the
Line Will be Made This Summer,

From the Montanian, Aprit 2.

Cooke in vegard to North Pacilic Railroad
matters, almost conclusively settles the
route of t"at road through Montana, or at
least indieates the rounte which had beon
settled upon before the failure of Jay Cooke
& Co. The Governor, writing for informa-
tion, explained to Mr. Cooke lLow unsatis-
factory and what a great disadvantage it
was to the people of Montaua to be still
kept in doubt as to the exact location of
the road through the Territory: that if it
had been determined tolocate the route to
the north of Helena, we would be
compelled to seek a connection with the
Union or Central Pacific for convenience,
as a line so far north  would not benefit the
agricultural and mining districts to any
considerable extent; that if the N, P. was
to be constructed over the line at first talk-
ed of, up the Yellowstone, through the Gal-
Iatin, Jefferson and Big Hole valleys, and
over the Deer Lodge Pass—it would not
only accommodate the people of the Terri-
tory to a greater extent, but wonld give the
company a greater area of arable lands, He
urged the company to push the constiuction
of the road from Bismarck this way as rap-
idly as possible, as long before it had
reached our eastern settlements the im-
mense shipments of beef cattle and precious
ores to the east over the line would lend a
greater mfluence toward the rapid sale of
the company’s bonds than any other item
that could be brought to bear. Mr. Cooke,
in reply agreed with the Governor that the
route last mentioned wonld be far the most
favorable, and said it was more than proba-
ble the line would be thus definitely located
some time during the coming summer. Al-

standing the financial embarrassment of the
company, Mr. Cooke takes a hopeful view
of the early eompletion of the road, and
that he has by no means lost heart in the
enterprise. There is no doubt in our minds
that the company will bend every nerve to
pushing the road as far toward settled Mon-
tana this summer as possible, as upon their
success in attracting Montana freights and
travel over their line, depends to a great
extent the profits of the road already built
and in operation. We sineerely hope that
government aid will be further extended to
complete the road te a point where it will
do gomebody some good; for as it is now it
cannot hope to divert any amount
of Montana travel or freights, orreceive the
benefits that are so surely awaiting it by
the shipment of beef and ores east. We
venture to say that were the road now fin-
ished to within 200 miles of Bozeman, and
a wagon route, protected from its terminus
to Bozeman, that there would be 50,000
head of beef cattle go over the line this
summer,

Important Mineral Decision,

rary loan certificates and for the increase off
National bank notes,” approved July 12th,
1870,

Bection. 5. That the National Banking
Association now arganized or hereafter to
be organized, shall keep and maintain as
part of its reserve yequired by law, one-
fourth part of the coin received by it as in-
terest on bonds of the United States depos-
ited as security for circulating notes or
government deposits, and that only one-
fourth of the rezerve now preseribed by law
for the National Banking Association, shall
consist of the balances due on the Associn-
tion available for the redemption of its
circulating notes from associations in cities
of redemption, and upon which bahnoes no
interest shall be paid.

Section 4.—That nothing in this act shall
be construed to authorize any increase of
the prineipal of the public debt of the Unit-
ed States. -
