Early "Gray-Laws" of Virginia.

By a statute of 1662, everybody was
obliged to have his child baptized by a
minister of the Church of England, or be
fined two thousand pounds of tobacco.
Any dissenting minister presuming to sol-
emnize the rites of matrimony was amerced
ten thousand pounds of tobacco, and every
such marriage was pronounced invalid.
All persons were forbidden to take any
journeys or do any work on the Sabbath,
except of necessity, and all persons were
ordered to attend the worship in the parish
church or chapel every Sunday, or be fined
fifty pounds of tobacco for every absence.
Quakers and other recnsants, totally ab-
senting themselves from the established
religious services of the parish, were fined
twenty pounds a month ; and, in addition,
every Quaker was fined two hundred pounds
of tobacco for each occasion he was present
at a meeting of his sect. An act of 1705
provided that every one who absented him-
self, or herself, from church for one month
(except Quakers, etc.) or failed to make
due observance of the Sabbath, should pay
for every such offence the sum of five shil-
lings, or fifty pounds of tobacco, or, failing,
from any cause, to make prompt payment,
should receive, "on the bare back, ten
lashes, well laid on." By an act of the
same year, any one who, being brought up
in the Christian religion, should deny the
existence of God or the truth of the Scrip-
tunes, for the first offence was disabled to
hold any "office or employment, ecclesias-.
tical, civil or military;" for the second
offence, he was "disabled to su in any
court or law of equity, or to be guardianl to
any child, or executor or administrator of
any person, or capable of any gift or legacy.
or to bear any office, civil or military, for-
ever within this colony, atd shall alsc
suffer, from the time of sfceh conviction,
three years' imprisonmenlt, without bait or
mainprize."-Puta m•a' Meagazine.

fense of the negro Freeman. In a trial that
grew out of a case of inheritance Madame
Corottier swore so wildly that at its close
slie was immediately held for perjury, and
her counsel proved by physicians that, be-
yorid all manner of doubt, there was such a
nervous disorder as asphasia, and that
those afflicted with it are not always and in
every instance subject to its influence.
They can't at times call things by their right
names; the disease is an obscure one, nor is
it possible to detect its presence by other
external signs than this misnaming of facts
and objects. This being proved, M. Ber-
nouilli next called a number of witnesses
who had known the prisoner for years, and
whose testimony was to the effect that it

always seemed impossible for her to tell the

truth. In questioning the prisoner during
the proees verbal, she had been detected in
numerous misstatements; she called one
physician a cew; said that a slop-bowl ex-
amined her, and addressed M. Bernouilli
under the title of "hair-brush." M. Ber-
nouilli is one of the most eloquent and sub-
tle of Parisian advocates, and, on the
grounds shown above, actually succeeded
in acquitting his client of the crime with
which she was charged. To many her case
will seem to be simply that of as eaormous
liar; but, as her swearing was gratliotus,
and she was in no way benefitted or could
have been benefitted by it, her position was
peculiar. But how many gratuitous liars
are there in the world, and if asphasia can

be used as a plea for them, what is to be-
come of morals and of criminal justice ?

The Accumulations of the National
Grange.

From the New Yt rk Sun.

Inquisitive people are beginning to in-
quire what disposition is made of the funds
of the National Grange of the Order of
"Patrons of Husbandry. This Grange is
located in the city of Washington, and, ac-
cording to all accounts, its accumulations
of cash must be large. All Granges in the
country are responsible to it ; but its officers
Jo not seem to be particularly responsible
to any one for the use they make of their
revenues, and therefore it is quite natural
that curiosity should be aroused on the sub-
ject. A Grange :Master in the West is
reported to have said that, to the best of
his belief, the officers of the National
Grange must have received at least $250,000
for granting charters to subordinate Gran-
ges during the last three years, while a
newspaper correspondent, who bases his
calculations on the report of the Grangers,
estimates the receipts of the chiefs of the
Order in Washington at a vastly greater
sum. In July last there were in existenco
22,000 Granges, with a total membership of
over 2,000,000. At $15 for each charter,
this would give the National Grange $330,-
000 for charters alone. Add to this the ten
cents annual dues received from members
in all parts of the country, amounting to
$200,000 a year, and the receipts from tihe
new Granges which are constantly organ-
izing, and the result is a grand total worth
looking after. Of coure there are expenses

to be paid out of these receipts, but tihe
complaint is that there is a want of definite
information as to the charactcr of these

expenses, and there are those who are
suspicious enough to intimate tlhat the
Washington Grangers who giant charters
to their bucolic brethren have an exceed-

ingly good thing of it. Of course this is a
matter in which Grangers are alone con2
cerned, and if they are satisfied with the
management of their contributions to the
National Grange, the outside world have
no reason to complain. Still, it would give
a shock to1iaithin human nature if it sho:ild
prove that a movement which was insti-
tuted for purposes of public reform has
been managed for tne personal cmolunrent
of any of its officials.

Somebody has figured out the interesting

fa t'that the total amount of State, county,
city and town taxes collected in the United
States in 1870 was $280;59i,000, which was
about $7 a head for the entire population.
The total amount of these taxes collected
1860 was $94,186,000, which was about $3 a a
head for the entire population. It cost,
therefore, more than twice as much to take n
care of a man in his State, county and mu-
nicipal relations in 1870 as't did ten years t
before. This does not include the Federal
taxation. The net ordinary expenditures a
of the Federal Government in 1870 were
$164,421,000, which was $4.30 a head for
the entire population. In 1860 they were a
$60,000,000, which was $1.94 a head. In
1850 they wore $37,165,000, which was $1.- t
60 a head. In 1840 they were $24,139,000, 1
which was a $1.40 a'head. It will be seen
that while there was an increase oft'M cents
in the per'capita cost of Government from
1840 to 1860, there was an increase of $2.-
36 in the rate in the last decade-the rate
being more than doubled. In this esti-
mate we do not include the annual interest
on the debt; this, added to the net ordina.
ry expenditures for 1870, would make the
per capita cost about $8.

Colored Masonry.

The Grand Lecturer of the Grand Lodge
of Free and Accepted Masons of.Massachu-
setts, J. N. Conna, in an address before
Widow's Son Lodge,No. 1, on." The Legit-
imacy of colored Masons in the United
States," January 7th, made the following
statements :

"The introduction of Masonry among
the colored men in this country was by the
initiation, passing and raising of thirteen
colored men into a traveling lodge attached
to General Gage's army, stationed at Bos-
ton, Mass., on the 6th of March, 1775. On
the 19th of Sept., 1784, Frederick Charles,
Duke of Cumberland, Acting Grand Master
of the Grand Lodge of England, granted a
warrant for the constituting of African
Lodge, No. 459. In 1792, Prince Hall, the
Master of the said Lodge, instituted Hiram
Lodge in Philadelphia. In 1797 he also m-
stituted St. John's Lodge, in Providence.
In the year 1800 Prince Hall died, and Jno.
T. Hilton was elected Master. In 1808 the
African Grand IJodge was formed in Bos-
ton with the above named lolges. In 1827
the Grand Lodge of Pennsylvania was in-
stituted, and in 1847 the National Grand
Lodge was formed. The speaker said there
are nearly 100,000 colored Masons in this
country."
