Chased by a River.

Hanging up my barometer to give ita
few minutes to settle, I occupied myself in
collecting resin from the pinion pines,which
were found in great abundance. One of
the principal objects of the climb was to
get this resin for the purpose of smearing
our boats, but I had with me no means of
carrying it down. The day was very hot
and my coat had been leftin camp, so I had
no linings to tear out, but it occurred to me
to cut off the sleeve of my shirt and tie it
up at one end, and n this little sack I col-
lected about a gallon of pitch. After tak-
ing observations for altitude, I wandered
back on the rocks for an hour or two,when,
suddenly, I noticed that astorm was com-
ing from the south. I songhta shelter in
the rocks,but when the storm burst,it came
down as a flood from the heavens—not
with gentle drops at first, slowly increasing
in quantity, but as if suddenly poured from
an immense basin., I was thoroughly
drenched and almost washed away. It last-
ed more than a half an hour, when the
clouds swept by to the north, and I was in
the sunshine again.

In the meantime, I discovered a better
way of getting down, and started for camp,
making the greatest haste possible. On
reaching the bottom of the side cafion, I
found a thousand streams rolling down the
cliffs on every side, carrying with them red
sand; and all these united in the cafion be-
low ip one stream of red mud. Traveling
as fast as T could run, I soon veached the
foot of the stream, for the rain did mot
reach the lower end of the cafion, and the
water was running down a dry bed of sand;
and, although it came-in waves several feet
high and fifteen or twenty feet in width,
the sand soaked it np and it was lost.
Wave followed wave and rolled along and
was swallowed up, and still the floods
camo from above, Ifound I could travel
faster than the stream, so I hastened on to
camp and fold the men there was a river
coming down the cafion.

The New Postal Law and Country Post-
masters.

Balti Ban's Washl Letter.

There is much complaint coming into the
Post-office Department from the small post-
offices of the country relative to the new
postal law. Under the old law the ratings
of the salaries of postmasters of these offices
is bagsed on ihe stamps cancelled there and
the postages received on newspapers, &o.
The new law rates the salaries on the num-
ber of stamps sold. Tt often happens,
these postmasters represent,.that persons
in the country buy large amounts of stamps
in the cities and use them for their letters.
Heretofore such letters have counted in
rating salaries, now they form uo part of
the rating, and will thus work a consider-
able reducti Besides this, the postag
on mewspapers have heretofore been paid
at the office of delivery, and the commis-
sions thereon had been a considerable part
of the salaries of country offices. Under
the mew law, however, these postages are
pad in the large cities where such periodi-
cals are published, and this will make a
mast important reduction in small office
salarier. Owing to this prospect, and to

Cut thia Out.

Every person should know how to treat a
flesh wound. Every one is liable to be
placed in circumstances away from surgi-
cal and veterinary aid, where he may save
his own life, the life of a friend or a beast,
simply by the exercise of a liitle common
Bense.

In the firat place, close the lips of the
wonnd within the hands and held them
firmly together to check the flow of blood
until several stitches can be taken and a
bandage applied. Then bathe the wound
for a long time in cold water. ‘‘Should it
be painful,’’ a eorrespondent says, ** take a
panful of burning coals and sprinkle upon
‘them common brown sugar and hold the
wound part in the smoke. In a minute or
two the pain will be allayed, and the re-
covery proceeds rapidly. In mycase n rusty
nail had made abad wound in my foot.
The pain and nervons irritation wero se-
vere. This wasall removed by helding it
in smoke fiftcen minutes, and I was aole to
resume my reading in comfort, We have
often.recommended 1t to others with like
result.
