TOPICS OF TEE TIMES.

Easter day is always the first Sunday af-
ter the full moon; which happens upon or
next after the 21st of March. This year
the moon fulls on the 21st of March, which
also happens to be Sunday. Therefore,
Easter falls on the following Sunday, the
28th of March. This is within six days of
the earliest period on which it can occur.
The earliest possible date for the occur-
rence of Easter is the 22d of March, and the
latest the 25th of April. These extreme
limits are, however, seldom reached. In
1761 and 1818 Easter fell on the 22d of
March, but this will not happen again, nei-
ther in this nor the following century. In
1913 it will fall on the 23d of March. The
latest Easters in this century and the fol.
lowing, will occur in 1886 and 1943 on the
25th of April.

The Opeioscope is a very simple instru-
ment for writing or picturing sound. It
consists of a tube of any metal one or two
inches in diameter and from two to twenty
inches long. Over one end is pasted a
piece of tissue paper, thin rubber, or gold
beater's skin, and in the center of this a bit
of looking-glass, perhaps an inch square.
Hold this end in the sun and the other at
the mouth, and sing or speak into it. The
ray of light reflected from the mirror
falling on a white surface in the shade
describes curves and patterns, differing
for every pitch and intensity, with the same
conditions giving uniform results.

Dipping into the future somewhat fur-
ther than the almanac will point the way,
the Springfield Republican makes this in-
teresting discovery: "As the 4th of March
in 1877 will come on a Sunday, the next
President cannot be inaugurated till Mon-
day, but President Grant's and Vice Presi-
dent Wilson's term will expire on Sunday,
and so the President pro tem. of the Sen-
ate, Mr. Ferry, of Connecticut, will become
President of the United States during the
interim, holding the office 24 hours."

contest with their Irish competitors. Major
Leech expressed a hope that the reception
of our American friends will be of a char-
acter suitable to the occasion, and we are
satisfied that he will not be disappointed.
The citizens of Dublin will, we are sure, do
their part in repaying the courtesy, atten-
tion and hospitality which were lavished
on our countrymen during their stay in
New York. On the occasion of the Inter-
national match, the "All Ireland Challenge
Shuld" hitherto open to Ireland alone, will
be opened to Americans, and to no other
nationality. Major Leech proposes that,
whoever may win the International match
in June, a return match shall be shot in
Philadelphia, in compliment to America,
during the year 1876-the centenary of the
establishment of America's Independence.
The Lord Mayor expressed his sympathy
with the Irish Rifle Association, and said it
would give him great pleasure to co-operate
with Major Leech and the other members
of the Association in giving their warm-
hearted American friends the welcome they
so richly deserved. Votes of thanks were
passed to the Civic authorities of New York
and Brooklyn, and to the members of the
American Rifle Association for their kind-
ness and attention to the Irish party dur-
ing their visit to New York.-Sublin .ete.

Toilet Articles as Viewed by the Chem-
ist.

Professor William P. Tonry delivered, on
Wednesday night, the second lecture of his
present course, and the Chem jI~l H a

utmost capacity. The subject of the lecture
was "Toilet Articles as viewed by the
Chemist," and the lecturer first reminded
his audience that the manufacturer would
view such articles through their profits, the
public through the persuasive representa-
tions of dealers, but the chemist, through
the test tube and crucible. A lady of fash-
ion, of the present day, considers her toilet
table incomplete without hair tonics, hair
washes and restoratives, depillatories, en-
amels, salves, and powders, and, continu-
ing, Professor Tonroy subjected to exami-
nation a specimen of each class. By means
of a pecuiiar arrangement of the ordinary
microscope, the root of the hair and a sec-
tion of human skin, showing the roots of
the hair, sweat-glands, &c., was thrown
upon a screen, and their construction and
functions explained. A number of the so-
called "hair tonics," "washes," and restor-
ers," were taken and their composition
shown to the audience by chemical tests,
several bottles of metallic lead being taken
from one of the so-called "hair restorers,"
and "Ayres Hair Vigor" was found to con-
tam nearly three grains of lead to the fluid
ounce; "Phalon's Vitalia," over four and
one-half grains; "Hall's Vevetable Sicilian
Hair Renewer," over six grains; and a
"hair restorer" fifteen grains to the ounce
"Maignolha Balm," "Bloonm of Youth," and
"Enamel" and "Oriental Cream" were
found to contain from 110 to 190 grains of
lead or zinc to the ounce. The methods of
bleaching the hair, and of changing dark
hair to the fashionable golden yellow were
mentioned, as well as the poisonous nature
of the chemicals used. Depillatories, bright
eyes, and embonpoint were commented
upon by the lecturer. Professor Tonry
spoke for about one and a half hours, and
his remarks were heard with marked atten-

tion, the ladies especially being eager list-
eners.-Baltimore Gasette.
