Ix Dorance AcarN,—Some two or three
years ago a young man named Whiting
was arrested Helena for burglary—
feloniously ecntering Tsane Greenhood's
house if we recollect avight,—tried, con-
vieted and sentenced to a term of 7 years in
the Montana Penitentiary. After hisin-
carceration therein, he manifested a deep
interest in his spiritual welfare, was a
devoted attendant upon the religious servi-
ces conducted for the benefit of the prison-
ers, and finally, finding his sins more
Leinous than be eould bear, had them
washed away in baptism and professed
religion. Governor Potts subsequently, in
the universality of Executive clemency,
overthrew the sentence of the eourt and
turned Whiting ont. Soon after, his songs
of rejoicing took the direction of Negro
Minstrelsy, and he became one of the
founders and fathers of that remarkably
unfortunate and impechnious organization
known as the Old Virginia Minstrels, which
threw harmony around loose in this country
for some weeks and finally struck a discord
and dissolution on the bauks of the classic
Bitter Root. Thrown upon his own re-
sources, Whiting went to work to make a
living, sometimes gambling and semstimes
laboring. Recently he bas been in the
the employ of Mr. I}, 8 Herron, sho is
building a bridge near Missoula.
