The boilers are large
and good and with the new engine the mill
can be run to full capacity. We trust the
company will not delay in perfeeting this
projeet. Tt s now doing what appears to
outsiders a most unwise thing,  As before
stated the mill is a good one and cost abont
$100,000. It is estimated by competent
and prudent men that with some small ad-
ditional machinery beside the engine ore
can be milled in it at a cost not excecding
$12 or $14 a ton. But Mr. Tilden is now
shipping to Si. Louis under instructions
100 tons of ore—graded to $UW-—thirty-
three tons of which have been shipped and
thirty more of which are about ready for
the freighters, Theoveiz now putthrongh
the mill, to preparve it for sacking, at an
expense of §7 per ton; freight on it to Cor-
inne is $35 per ton; freight from Corinne
Mto Bt, Lounis is $22.50 pertonand it willhave
to be again milled at an expense equal to
that it would cost at Philipsburg with prob-
ably no larger saving of silver per ton. The
silver will not weigh exceeding 200 ounces
per ton. Hence the company pays as a
dead tax for transportation on worthless
gangue, besides the sacking and handling,
£74.50 per ton on $200 ore—a loss of §7,-
450 on the 100 tons of ore. Iis reduction
here would give employment to a consider-
able number of men, and the mill
could make good profits on custom
wark while not employed on its own ore
and wonld afford less fortunate mine owners
the means to develop their property. We
fail to see the economy or advantages of the
present method.  The company nndonbted-
1y has good lead groperty; therve is every
indication it will have good ore to erush for
many years, and the saving over shipping
| on a month’s run would compensate for all
| the expense of machinery required to make
it a perfect silver mill.

The leads of the eompany are looking
well. The Hope has one shaft 150 feet
deep, one shaft 70 feet, and an ineline be-
tween these two shafts 113 feet deep and
there ave 500 feet of levels on it. At 70 feet
{depth a level has been yun 100 feet and
' | shows an average ore ¢ revice of four feet
| on the stope above with one pocket on the
level ten feet wide whichh yiclded 145 tons

of rich orve. Since Mr. Tilden began as
Superintendent, August 10th, 1874, he
has taken out G830 fons of ore which will
average between $40 and $350 per ton.  The
foree of eleven men on the Hope are now
principally employed in stoping out and
sorting ore to get the 100 tons for shipment
and systematic development is retarded.
There are, however, good whim and ore
houses on the well-timbered shafts and all
the appliances are in position for sinking
on and raising ore from the lead. Mr.
Win. Lowar, Foreman, is aceredited a fivst-
rite miner, and the lead, although irregular
in’ places, as limestone leads ave, shows
good, and as developed to greater depth
will, it is believed, coneentrate in a strong,
regular vein. Tt is owned prineipally by
the Hope Company and Judge W. B.
Dance, and they are well pleased with this
present showing. The Hope Company is
at present developing the Cliff lode, owned
Ly the Hope Company, W. B. Dance and
Capt. Plaisted. They have a tunnel 50 feet
on the CIff and are sinking a shaft, now
| down 50 feet, with good showhir and an
increasing value. The Tope Company
have also an interest with Granville Stuart,
Reese Anderson and W. B. Dance on the
Lady Byron lode which has a 60-feet shaft
showing a f-feel yein of $50 average rock,
and 500 feet on the Comanche in which W.
Waterbury
and others are interested. The Hope eom-
pany is now employing 22 men. Miner's
wages from April 1st to Sept. ist are #4
per day; September 1st to April 1st $3.25
per day. Helpers and laborers get less
wages. These are the established wages
by the North-West, Tope and Belmont
Companies. We are under obligations to
Mr. Tilden, the courteons Superintendent
.of the Hope Cumpauy; for favors bestowed,
but wish it distinetly nnderstood that our
growl at the policy of the Hope Company
was not suggested orcontributed to by him

or his employees,
THE BEIMONT COMPANY.

Is the latest mill building organization in
the camp. It was organized in 8t Louis
in June, 1874, the lead property having
been sold to it by Col. M. B. Cox. The
President is (. Bensberg, Bt. Louis: SBuper-
intendent, J. M. Merrill, Foreman of Mine,
J. W. Estell, Philipsburg. The lead prop-
erty of the Company consists of about 2,000
linear feet on the Eastern Comanche,
Osage, Franklin, Algonguin, and other
leads of lesser note. The property of the
Com pany is unfortunately segregated into
elaims of 100 and 200 feet each on anumber
of leads and no great development has been
made npon any. Mr. Merrill is now sink-
ing a 6x12 feet shaft on the east wall of the
Comunche Extension, a good strong lead
not however as yet showing large gquanti-
ties of high graule orve, and is down
over 40 feet, with 12 men working on eight
hour shifts. At 50 feet he will cross-cut
the vein, The lead at present is not suffi-
ciently opened to judge of its merits, bub
of one thing the camp bears testimony:
that if suceess is possible it will be under
the clear-headed and thoronghly competent
management of Doc. Merrill. He s the
right man in the right place. »

The Company is now erecting a 10-stamp
mill on the bar at the Jower end of town,
just below where the upper valley road
crosses the hill, where four acres of very
desirable ground have been taken upas a
mill site. Another mill site has beon taken
up for the Comanchie mine on Franklin
creek 200 rods southeast, and water will be
conveyed from that point to the mill in
underground pipes. Superintendent Mer-
rill was only awaiting the delivery of lnmber
to put s force of twenty men on the mall
which will be evected by Capt. Plaisted
and is to be completed by November 10th,
The stamps, engine and boiler came from
the Hervey mill at Georgetown and were fo
be on the ground this week. The settlers,
shafting, cams and other'machinery are
being manufactuved by Davis & Tatem,
o be delivered by Sept.

?ipshurg above ennmerated thers are a

number of other leads showing well.
Among them are

The Yalmeon, on Trout Hill owned by Estell
& Holland. It has a shaft 45 feet deep
and shows at the bottom 12 feet of quartz
with ore on both sides. The wall rock has
not been reached on either side, and the
ore assays to §150 on four average. This
is believed to be a very valuable property.
They have now 100 tons of ors on the
dump.

The Gem isanother fine lead about 200
feet south of the Trout. Col. W. L. Irvine,
Thos. H. Tivine, Jr, Edwin H. Irvine
the Rogers estate and John and William
Williama own the entire lead—2,200 feet.
Tt is developed on discovery to a depth of
100 feet with a 6x12 vertical shaft, showing
well defined walls and 4 feet 2 inches of
ore abthe bottom, which gives fire assays
of $50 to $300 to the ton, and it is believed
will average $200. The oreis similar to
the Trout and scarcely distinguishable
from it. Parties familiar with both say it
looks much better at 100 feet than the
Trout did and minevs rank it up as a first-
class property. There is also a 30-feet
shaft on No. 2 in which the vein shows as
well as in discovery. They have now 30
tons of ore on the dump.

The Algongnin is owned by E. B, Water-
bury, J. M. Merrill,John Ullery and Brown
Bros. The Flint Creek Tunnel Company
is running a tunnel from the Franklin
creck side to tap the vein at a vertical
depth of 70 feet. The tunnel is now in
130 feet and has only 25 or 30 feet to run.
The ore is good and similar in gquality to
the Gem and Trout ore.

The Franklin, on the opposite side of
Wranklin creek has one 4x8 prospecting
shaft down 40 feet, another 20 feet, and is
stripped on the surface 10 to 20 feet for a
distance of 150 feet. It shows aboaf four
feet of vein and yields $150 rock. John
Tllery and J. M. Merrill ate the owners.

The Litile Emmais owned by Estell &

Murry & Durfee are running a tunnel in
Trout Hill for general resuits, The mouth
is about 200 yards up the gulch from the
North-Wesc mill it is 6x5 feet and is now
in over &0 feet, Deside these are doubtless
other good leads of which we failed to
obtain information.

TROUTVILLE

(Quite a little burg, which in ignorance
of any other name we will for the present
call Troutville, is growing up around the
North-West mill,one mile from Philipsburg.
It is a cozy, mountain locked, Y shaved
townsite, well sheltered, and some twenily
or more cabins already occupied make it
quite o little town. Here live most of the
miners and mill employees and in a short
time Col. Viall and Mr, Pardee with their
families will locate there, Mr. E. P,
Thomas keeps a large and well patronized
boarding house, and Col. D. B. Jenkins
has erected a nice store house which is
probably by this time filled with a large
stock of ‘goods. No lignor is sold in the
camp. The North-West Company has
taken up the entire vicinity with mill sites
and BSuperintendent Pardee is zealons—
wisely so—in excluding liquor selling from
the vicinity of the mill. But ike town is

PHILIPEBULEG,

What a happy revivification from the
death-like trance of 'G9. Then silence and
solitude ; now live with people and busy
with industry. There are estimated to be
225 to 230 men employed in the vicinity
and 15 families are resident. Not more
than a half dozen men are unemployed.
This makes a lively camp. More people
are coming in daily—in fact more people
are arriving than the circumstances justify
and the superintendents shake their heads
ominously as they see the influx. There
is apprehension of an over rush of people,
as the development of the Trout, Hope and
Belmont mines is only sufficient to employ
a limited pumber of men and other lead
owners will not put on heavy forces until a
custom mill shall have been started and a
show given them to get returns lrom their
ore. However, cach new comer anticipates
an equal snow with others and is willing fo
take chances on alive camp. Buildings
are being rapidly occupied, old shells that
have stood vacant for years are beaming

windows, men move briskly
with business-like ways, teams

Mr. Kaiser has the largest
Lkotel, has it well fillled with well satistied
guests and is happy. Mrs. Kinnomen was
just opening a new house, and if her table
at Yambhill was a criterion for that at Phil-
ipsburg it will be unsurpassed for excel-
lence. Table board is §8 per week. Henry
Imkamp at the old establisted and splen-
didly fitted up bilver Crown, H. Milot in a
naw but popular resort, and Chris. Guth—
withbilliard table accompaniment—supply
the boys with cigars and imbibables of
the best quality. McDonald & Wallace
and A. M. Tallmadge have good meat
markets, Lytle & Duffee keep a first rate
livery stable, MecLain & Shively—John
McLain, the ever reliable and well skilled
workman—do the smithing for the town,
and Billy Manning, with a good stock,
supplies new and repairs old boots and
shoes in a manner that would delight Bt,
Crispin himself. ;

There are many mere things might be
said of the eamp, its history and prospects,
but we have already encroached on the
limits, We were pleased with Philipsburg
and its people. They are industrious,
energetic and friendly. The valley is
beautiful and the mines are rich. Wedo
not wonder now how men staid there like
hermits through all the dead night of
apathy and no work, content to bide thair
time and the inevitable revival of interest
in the rich mines surrounding. That re-
vival has come. There may be enterprises
undertaken which will fail ; there may be
mines worked that will not realize the
sanguine hopes of owners ; but the Philipa-
burg mines are now demonstrated tobe
good, each week proves them better, and
with the milling facilities it will have this
fall we sec no good reason why Phlipsburg
shall not be a permanenily prospercus and
growing eamp.
