From the Little Old Man.

Evnrron New NorTH- WesT :—
Summit city on Alder gulch seven miles
above Virginia, is 8,000 feet above the sea
level. Higher up, away nup on top of *Old
Baldy " (Bdld Mountain) the height is
estimated at 10,000 feet—something less
than Lion Hill in the Trapper precinet,
which is 2,000 feet more. Quite a little
departure from the sea towards the sky—
about half way up, I suppose,
Bachelor or Batchelder gulch, which leads
into Alder at Bummit city, has been quite
prolific this season, yielding nearly $40,000
to date. At Bummit work will be discon-
tinued in a few weeks for want of water,
while at Highland, balf way from Virginia
to Summit, miners expect to work from
two to three months,

MINING OPERATIONS.
One and a half miles below Summit eity,
towards Virginia, is the Bouthmayde flume,
then a mile below we find the Pine Grove
Co., Kenshaw, Rogers & Ce., proprietors ;
then contibuing downward we came upon
the Highland Flume Co., Herader & Co.,
proprietors—with two flumes. All and
each of the above in full and busy operation.
Next, three miles from Virginia is the
Parker flume, run by Parker & Welsh and
Very prosperously.
VIRGINTA CITY.
Quite s number of buildings public and
private have been erected thisseason. The
foundation of the Counrt House in process
of erection is Jaid. The basement is 2} feet
thick of cut stone 12 feet high, The main
building will be of brick, cut stone win-
dow caps and sills, first story 12 feet in
height and the second story 17 feet—whola
building 50x80 feet surrounded by a two
feet stome foundation with an iron fence
swrmounting it.  Altogether it will be a
fine stracture and a ervedit to Madison coun-
ty. Steele & Co., contractors.
The sehool house nearly finished, has a
stone foundation and brick superstructuer—
something more than 40x50 feet.
As to churches besides the Catholic
whose bell sounds its notes of warning and
invitation, there is the just completed
Grace Church (Methodist Episcopal) a fine
stone building in which services have
already been held. Rev, Mr. Iliff is pastor
for the coming year.
In 8t. Panl’s Church, Bishep Tnttle gave
two stirring sermons on two successive
Sabbath evenings, on the harmony between
science and religion and the dogmatism and
credulity of skepticism. Both discourses
were delivered to large audiences and the
universal opinion was expressed by those
who listened that they were the best they
had heard in Montana. I concur your
readers must pardon something of faultiness
in this communication, especially as they
can skip it. With the gout in one toe and
the ear-ache in the other, it is quite ditficult
to bring the upper extremity to its proper
bearinge.
