-The order of the Secretary of the Treas.
ury of the United States instructing the
Collectors of Customs in American seaports
to seize the schooner Gilbert C. Trufant,
should she make her appearance within
their respective jurisdictions, is the occasion
of considerable discussion as a probable
cause of future complications, which may
be of a very serious character, between this
government and that of Great Britian. It
appears that an American schooner, Tru-
fant by name, was lately sold in Liverpool
to English parties, and consequently will
now sail under that flag and come under
the protection of that Government. At the
time of sale she was indebted to her crew
for wages and for hospital dues to the Uni-
ted States, which, remaining unpaid, the
crew applied for redress to the American
Consul, and he not having power to protect
them referred the subject to the United
States Minister Schenck, who in turn wrote
the Earl of Derby, asking of him the ves-
sel be turned over to the United States to be
libeled. The Earl of Derby decided that as
all British regulations had been complied
with in the sale and delivery of the vessel,
and as he is not authorized to collect the
dues of the United States, he could not in-
interfere. Whereupon Minister Schenck
reported the whole matter to the Secretary
of the Treasury at Washington, who at
once issued the order for seizure. Should
the Trufant keep clear of American waters
all will be right with her, for over foreign
seas she can sail in peace, but should she at
any time come within the jurisdiction of
the United States and be seized, which un-
doubtedly will be the case, she may be the
cause of trouble between the two govern-
ments.

The Centennial.

CrcAGo, Sept. 9.-A Washington special

says the Republican contains an article
setting forth that the Centennial Exposition
is in danger; that as matters now stand
there is a possibility that it will either fail
altogether or be postponed. In this con-
nection it declares that General Joseph
Hawley, of Connecticut, President of the
board of directors, has grown unpopular to
an extent that seriously impairs his use-
fulness as the head of the enterprise, and
assuming that Hawley will resign states
that the friends of General F. E. Spinner
are disposed to insist that he be put at the
head of this board, if he will consent to
accept the place.

While the above may be true so far as
the unpopularity of General Hawley in con-
nection with the Presidency of the Board
of Centennial Commissioners is concerned,
we place no credence in the statement of a
possible failure, or even a postponement, of
the exhibition. The entire business has so

far progressed as to be beyond the pale of
doubt. A large sum of money, labor and
material has already been judiciously ex-
pended, and as the result the Main Build-
ing. Machinery Hall, Memorial Hall, and
Horticultural Hall, covering an area in the

aggregate of some forty-five acres, are fast
approaching completion, and the disaffec-
tion of one man, no matter as to his prom-
inence or influence, is not sufficient to con-
trol a nation's doings, for such are the Cen-
tennial preparations now being made in
Philadelphia-the work of the people of the
United States.

-naninf 1 es in Triages, negro saiur-
rections and doings of the Ku Klux, which,
when well sifted and fuller and later ac-
counts have been received, invariably turn
out to have been greatly exaggerated or a
fabrication entire without any ground for
truth whatever. In the case of the Indian
outbreak near Corinne, where the entire
population was excited and believed in their
utter destruction at the hands of the savages
aided by their Mormon allies, and although
they had grave cause to fear from a large
force of Indians in their immediate vicinity
and the well known unfriendly feeling on
the part of the Mormons toward the Gentile
population, yet the reports were undoubt-
edly enlarged upon. And so it has been in
regard to the disturbances in Southern Ne.
vada, from which place reports came of a
general Indian war and universal alarm and
consternation prevailing among the settlers
who were fleeing from their homes seeking
safety in retreat. Then came fuller and
later dispatches, which actually makes the
matter a subject for ridicule: stating that
the Indians were simply gathered together
collecting pine nuts and roasting them, as
is their custom at this season of the year;
and an officer, with a squad of twenty-five
men, who was sent to the scene of the dis-
turbance, telegraped the General command-
ing that his force was in excess of the re-
quiirements. This case fully illustrates the
disposition to exaggerate upontteslightest
opportunity that may offer by turning a
quiet and peaceful gathering of Indians
into a general outbreak and causing uni-
versal alarm. These false reports are in-

- jurious to the-growth andl development of
our western Territories by retarding imnmi.
gration, particularly that class we most
need-men with their families, who when
once in the country, become as it were a
part of he soil itself, not migrating like
young men who are ready upon the first
excitement to join a stampede to new min-
ing grounds. The prevailing opinion in
the thickly settled portions of the States
is that every man living in the west
is in danger at any time of losing the major
portion of his scalp, it depending entirely
upon the pleasure of the red skins, when
in reality there is as great or even greater
security for life and property in our western
Territories than you find in the city of New
York, where they Ifave more occasion for
fear from the nmuber of thieves, murderers
and vilhians of every stamp in their midst
than have the people of the Territories
from hostile Indians.

In the Southern States even to a greater
extent has this same disposition to exag-
gerate prevailed. The Ku Klux outrages
in Georgia, the insurrection of the negroes
in South Caroliis and the late disturbances
in Mississ.ppi, where the Governor has
eapled upon the President for trops have
All been greatly enlarged upon, for it is py,
ident that there was no more necessity for
calling upon the Federal authosities to
quell this disturbance than there is for the
Governor of Peansylvania to bring to his
aid the same power to crush a riot among
the coal miners of that State. And yet
these reports ans received from time to time
much to the injury of the South, by retaid-
ing it in every respect, keeping from itoapi-
talaud laborwhich it greatly m*es, AM
the continued hlie reports in regard to the
Indians will as a reuslt afoot disastrously
the interests of our people.

These mines were discoveredla the fall
of 1864 by John S. Pemberton, Hugh Brat-
ton and others, and early in the spring of
1865 miners flocked into the camp which
began to yield largely and has proven one
of the richest gold districts in Montana.
The diggings were usually shallow, with
coarse gold, the grassy slopes of Carpenter's
Bar and vicinity were incredibly rich, they
were only a few feet deep and paid from
the grass roots down. The yield of this
camp is estimated at $8,000,000, and for
last year $200,000. Some idea of the im-
portance of this camp may be formed from
the following list of ditches conveying
water to the various mines, and of the bed-
rock flumes used in working the same :

Ballarat ditch, from same creek to Ophir
and vicinity; three miles long, capacity
125 inches, cost $2,000.

Snow Shoe or Kelley ditch, brings water
from Upper Snow Shoe into Snow Shoe
gulch, owned by Rufus Johnson, about
seven miles long, first four and a half miles
has a capacity of 400 inches, next two-and-
a-half miles has a capacity of 100 inches,
cost about $10,000.

R. Johnson, about two-and-a-half miles
long, capacity 150 inches, cost about $1,000.

Disasten on lAkqtW fM n Burr
0 was brought to this port this afternoon by
the schooner Havana, Captain Ross, having
e been picked up after floating 31 hours on
the pilot house of the wrecked vessel Equi-

t nox. He was helmsman of that craft, and
B is supposed to be the sole survivor of the
crew. He was picked up 80 miles south-
west of Monitan Island Saturday. He

t stated substantially the following facts :
The sea was very rough all night before
the catastrophe. The vessel sprung a leak
r while he was at the wheel at 1 o'clock a.

L m. Friday morning. A tour of inspection
showed the bulwarks stove in aft. Burr
and the mate attempted to stop the leak,

I but found it impossible, and, after consul-
tation, it was decided to lower the boats.
The schooner was hailed and asked to come
alongside, but probably she did not hear,
and was, at all events, unmanageable.
Signals were given and lights lisplayed,
but without avail. A boat was lowered on
the port side, and the mate, owner, watch-
man, five deck hands, the engineer and
two firemen got in, when the ship went
down immediately. Burr swam for a long
distanee side by side with the Captain.
They finally caught spars and were sepa-
rated. Afterwards Burr caught the pilot
house, and occupied that with the second
cook. The latter, however, after nearly a
day's sailing, was unable to stand up, and
became unconscious and slipped off. Burr
was taken up by the Havana much exhaust-
ed on Saturday morning,

CUICAGO, September 13.-The propeller
Depere arrived in Milwaukee yesterday,
and her officers gave a brief account of the
foundering of the steam barge Mendota.
The Mendota, with the barge Morning
Star, was sailing along the west shore of
Lake Michigan Thursday night, and at a
point nearly opposite Point Betsey she
foundered and was soon sinking. The
crew and passengers nqwbered twenty
persons. The lifeboat was launched, and
seven persons on boawd the ill-fated steamer
got into her and the remaining thirteen
went down with the boat. The lifeboat
reached Manitowoc in safety. The propel.
ler Trueadell being at Manitowoc, took the
barge in tow and reached Milwaukee with
her last evening, No partioulars of the
disaster are given. The captain's or the
owner's name are not given, and it is not
known where she belongs. She had a cargo
of coal and was bound upwards. The son
of the owner of the boat was on board with
his wife, and he managed to get into the
lifeboat but his wife failed to do so and he
jumped back into the sinking boat and
they were both drowned.

More Trouble in Mississippi.
MEMPHIs, September 133.-Passengers by

train from Grenada, report serious trouble
in Tallahatchie county, Miss., some ten

miles west of Charleston. The whites there

had sent runners to Oakland for aid, and
the citizens there and at Grenada were

organizing and arming to go there. No

definite information of the nature of the

troubles has been received and owing to
the distance from a telegraph office, it is

impossible to obtain reliable or detailed

reports.
A gentleman who arrived frosm Charles-

ton, Miss., this evening, gives the following

account of the troubles in Tallahatchie

county : Last Thursday two negroes, who
it is claimed live in Arkansas, registered as

voters in Frearson's score, and warrants
for their arrest were issued and given to a

constable who took a posse with him. As

they approached the place where the negroes
were staying, the latter saw them and fled.

They were pursued into Cohama county,
and two of the posse,F v 9ns - m .f
We, "negroes in the vicinity of Trenton,
hearing of the affair, to the number of 15,

proceeded to Frearson's and demanded
that Evans and Bufford should be given up
to them, behaving in the meantime in a
riotous manner. The county treasurer,
Stewart, who is also deputy sheriff, assured
them that if they would return home he
would arrest Evans and Bufford, which he
did not do, and on Satur'ay it was ascer-
tained that a large body ao armed negroes
had gathered at Trenton; and the whites
living near Frearson's -sent Treasurer
Stewart and Jerry Robiwon to try and
induce them to 'disperse ;but they found
them very violent and threatening to hang
both Robinson and Stewart. They returned
in haste and notified the dtizens that the
negroes were swearing vengeance against
them. Calls were then male on Oakland,
Charleston and Grenada foi assistance and
men have gone from these moints.

Minnesota Indians Treablesome.
Sr. PAUL., September 8--A telegram

from Brainard to the Dispatsi says a com-
pany of soldiers from Fort' Ripley passed
there yesterday morning fo! Deep Lake.
The agent, Whitehead, whowent with the
troops, is determined to have the Indian
Sturgeon and his followers arsested and the
troops remain there, if necessary through
the payment of annuities, to accomplish
this object. A correspondent met yester-
day two Deep Lake Indians known as good
Indians, having adopted the habits of white
men to a certain extent, and who witnessed
the first of the out break. They say that
the movement was led by the young chief.
These Indians say that the movecnents was
approved by the head chief and nearly all
the Indians; that Strong Sky gathered a
small band of young Indians about him and
commenced depredations, determined, as
he said, to raise a disturbance that would
bring about an investigation, in which some
men at Washington could be blought to
bear their complaints. What these were,
the Indians professed not to know. They
claim that the outbreak was a reckless
affair-.without thesltiti 6t44 sdf'the In-
dians have been supplied andi their wants
promptly attended to by the agent, White,
head, who, they asserted, would be sna.
tamned in any measure taken to bring the
disturbers to punishment by the greater
body of the Indians of-the reservation.

Muth, T. R. Dana,
James Dwyer, D. H. Churchill and Wm.
Corbrite. The indictment, was read by the
District Attorney, charging Sterres with
the murder of Franz Warl, to which the
prisoner plead guilty. Joe. J. Williams
attoi ney for Sterres, arose and stated that
the prisoner wished to make a statement
to the Court.

W. i. STERRES' STATEMENT.

I had been working during the winter
in Shaffer & Brown's barber shop. To-
wards spring I bought the shop materials
from Shaffer, for which I was partly in-
debted to him. I intended going to Ben-
ton to open a barber shop then. Before
this Shaffer pointed out Warl to me, and
proposed that I should assist him in rob-
bing him, saying that lie had between
eight and ten thousand dollars. I objected
to doing so, but Shaffer was so persistent
that I did not dare to break with him,
fearing that he might stop the shipment of
the barber shop furniture to Benton. for
which I was indebted to him. About this
time I fell in with W. W. Wheatley, whom
I had known in Bismarck. Knowing that
Wheatley was broke, I judged thet he
would not be unwilling to engage in the
robbery. On my mentioning it to him he
agreed to do so, offering, too, to do the
knocking. I knew that Shaffer had neither
the physical ability nor the courage to at-
tack Warl unaided, and not wishing to
take a hand in it myself, I intended to en-
gage Wheatley in it the more easier to es-
cape having anything to do with it myself.
Shaffer told me that during the winter he
had gone in a cutter to War's cabin in the
company of a woman with the intention
of making him drunk and robbing him,
in which he had not succeded. I went to
Warl's place a number of times-more than
five times-but I never intended partici-
pating in the robbery or murder of Warl.
On the 30th of April, about 12 o'clock,
Wheatley and I started from town afoot
and went to Colorado gulch, carrying with
us a bottle of whisky and another of gin,
of which we drank freely. After reaching
the rocks overlooking Warl's coal-pit we
rested, awaiting the arrival of Shaffer. Af-
ter which he came bringing another bot-
tIe of whisky. He appeared chagrined
that we had not completed the job before
his coming. It was arranged between us
that we should approach Warl. and that I
should ask hint where a man named Baker
lived. On nearing hint I asked him the
question, and, as he turned to point the
direction of Baker's residence, Wheatley
hit in the back of his neck a heavy blow
with a pick handle. which brought him to
his knees ; another blow brought him at
full length on the giound, in which I as-
sisted by tripping him. After he was down
I took from my pocket a slung shot, with
which I struck him a light stroke in the
back of his neck. We then tied his hands
and gagged him. Shaffer went into Warl's
cabin looking for money. Coming out he
said lie had not found it, and asked me to
go in and look for it. I went in and only
turned up the head of the mattress, return-
ed and told Shaffer that I could not find
any. By this time Wheatley was a good
deal frightened, and Shaffer asked me to
quiet him, which I attempted to do by rep-
resenting to him that Warl, although hurt,
was not killed. We then returned to town
together.

Charles Lehr ,*pew. Dr. Ingersoil. .Jerry
Robinson, .Indge Itilger, Sheriff Bullock
and Mr. Grewi 11 (hi. jaitor) gave their tes-
timony, all of which. excepting that of the
last named, mn ,m- ,1h the same as was
given in the first I .ml ".1' Stermes, full re-
port of which was published at the time.
Mr. Grenell related substance or a conversa-
tion between Sterres ;od Wheatley which
lie overheard in the jail, and which occurred
after sentence had been prontounced to them,
in which Wheatley said that they were all
equally guilty. and that if it had not been
for the last heavy blows which Sterres had
dealt Warl they both would not then be
where they were, inferring that Warl's
death had been caused by these blows from
Sterres, and to which Sterres replied that
it was necessary to stop his cries.

The defense had no evidence to offer.
No argument was made by either side.
To their room 'it 1SP1ri ie hfiou
in about ten tinutes ttey returned into
Court, having fountd a verdict of murder
in the first degree on both counts as found

ith iditment. At 9 o'clock next
Thursday sentence will be pronounced.

As very much had been said about the
Igreat expense which a second trial would
entail on the county, it is but proper to
say that the time consumed in this trial
did not exceed two hours atid a half, and
that the expense will not be over one hun-
dred dollars.
