‘But in reference to the first gold mining
done in Montana, I am in possession of
gome facts apparently not known to Mr.
Stuart, and which may be equally unknown
to the great majority of your readers. DBe-
lieving that they will be interesting to all
who enjoy inguiry into the early history of
their Territory, I will communicate them
briefly for publication in vour paper.

It is probably generally known that the
American Fur Company, founded by Mr.
Astor, and subsequently controlled by
Pierre Chotean, Jr., & Co., had a trading
post at or near the site of the present town
of Fort Benton from the year 1831 to the
period of the gettlement of Montana. Maj.
Alexander Culbertson was for a number of
years in charge of that post, and wasat the
time of which I bave to speak, namely, the
year ‘1856, In the month of October a
stranger appeared at the Fort, coming by
the trail from the uoul.hwest, now the Hen-
founpd Halena stagd road. He was evi-
dently a mountaineer, and his object was |
to purchase supplies.

tory, about 25 miles east of Utah, and 18
milés northwest of Carter station on the
Union Pacifle Rallroad. It was discovered
by Mr. Crocker, of Logan, Utah, from in-
furmation he received from an old Indian,
who ghowed him a piece of fine.looking
coal which be found while hunting. He
offered to show Mr. Crocker the place if he
wonld give him $10, which offer was read-
ily accepted. The Indian then took him
about 50 miles, to a spot about five miles
from the mine, which Mr. Crocker found
by tracing the vein the Indian pointed out
to him. The mine is in a sandstone moun-
tatn, about four and a half miles long, ron-
ning north and south, facing cast, and
about three miles and a quarter across, the
mountzin dipping suddenly at each end.
There are sixteen veins of coal in sight.
The bottom one is the smallest, being five
feet; the next is the largest and most eagy
of access, and is upward of seventy feect
thick; the next above is sixty feet; another
of forty feet; another of atout thirty feet;
five of about twenty feet each, and five of
sixteen fect each. The last owve is abont
twelve feet—altogether about fonr hundred
feet of coal, four and a balf miles loog; in
fact, it may be correctly termed a mountain
of eoal. The veins lay ac an angle of 22
_degrees. with a stratum of white sandstone
intervening. The coal is very bright, is
perfectly free from slate or dirt, and is said
to be catinel coal. A small quantity of the
croppings from the T-foot vein las been
tested for coke, by an assayer of Salt Take |
City, who states that it yields coke fifty- !
two and and one-fifth per cent.,

When it is considered that very large
quantities o' coke are shipped fiom Penn-
sylvania to Utal: and Nevada, a distance of
2,000 miles, at a cost of $53 to §40 per ton,
for the purpose of smelting silver ores, it
will at once be seen of what immen:e value
| this mine is likely to prove to owners of
l]UW-j.;l‘ﬂ_l]ﬁ silver mines. But whether the.
coal will coke or not, it is an excellent
steam conl.  Oune engiveer who has nsed it
says that one bushel of it will make as
much steam as three bushels of ordinary
couly léaviug less ashes than any coal he
ever burned. Prof. Ponter, peologist to
the Union Pasific Railvoad, has made an
investigation of the mine, an repurts it as
the finest deposit of eoal in western
America.
