OUR OMAHA LETTER.

Steamer News-Travel-Black Hills-Mon-
tana Best-Business Matters.

REGULAR CORRESPONDENCE NEW NORTH-WEST.

OMxIA, April 12th.--Montana shipments
are beginning to move forward lively and
we will report to you in a few days. Steam-
er Benton passed up, with 275 tons of
freight for Montana, on the 8th of April.

Mrs. Sylvia Siebens and two children
took passage here for Benton. Steamer
Carroll, Tim. B. Burleigh master, passed
here April 10th. John Stemple, his wife,
two ladies and a child took passage from
here. E. H. Durfee will be here tomorrow,
13th inst., bound for Benton. River in
fair stage and rising. The C. K. Peck, is
the next boat due after the Durfee. The
travel over the U. P. R. R. both east and
west is simply immense. People are going
east for the Centennial and west to get
away from it. The Black Hills excite-
ment seems abating and many are return-
ing disappointed on account of going there
too soon to mine and became discouraged.
Reports are very conflicting as to the rich-
ness of the mines. I still hold that Mon-
tana offers better inducements to men who
are industrious and wish to dig gold or
raise cattle.

Business is looking up and money is
easier here. We have had a dull winter
and many failures throughout the country
of some of the best business houses. Many
more are discouraged and there is a lack of
confidence generally. The receipts and
stealings, at Washington, seem to be about
a stand off and the disease appears to be
epidemic. We do not notice any difference
in business since both sides of the great
bridge were located on the Council Bluffs'
side of the river.

OUR PIONEER LETTER.

Something of the Spring Outlook in the
Old Camp.

Fiom an Irregular Correspondent.

PIONEER CITY, May 1. 1876.
This being representing-day in the sev-

eral districts in this vicinity, the hills are
fairly crowded with men. Although mus-
cular labor is uncalled for in representing,
as per local laws, yet it requires some time
for such men as E. H. Irvine, Con Kohrs,
and George Perry to visit the scenes of their
locations which are Legion, and extend
over ani area of ten or fifteen miles.

THE MINES

that are now being worked are those of the
Pike's Peak Company, employing about

twenty men; McGurren & Co. ten men;
McAndrews & Co. eight men ; O'Neal sev-
en men; Timberlake & Hagan, on Wood's

Flat, twelve men ; McCarty, on Dry Gulch,

six men; Holland & Riley ten men ; the
Holstien Company, on lower Bratton bar,
fourteen men ; the old reliable Pioneer Co.,

with a full crew, about forty men; Pem-
berton & Gibbins, ten men; Wisner, Upper
Pioneer, ten men, land Ballard, Melling,

Tibbetts and others, on French Gulch,'will
doubtless work some forty men. There
are many Chinese companies working in this

vicinity, also. "Old Mac." as McNish is
familiarly termed, allows his boys $5 per

day, and as the Pioneer Company is the
standard, $5 per day seems to be universal.

THE TOWN

has assumed an aggressive air within the

last year or so, and is constructing a num-

ber of fire-proof stone buildings. The peo-

ple of Pioneer seem to have a mania for

permanent improvements. The hotels, two
in number, are doing a lively business, as
are also the Livery men, merchants and

saloon keepers. Although the disciples of

" Faro" are yet absent, there are many of

per, and concentrating from two to five
tons into one, so that they will be ready
for the furnace or for shipment. The cost
willbe from 5 $to $7 per ton.

FATAL ACCIDENT AT PHILIPSBURG.

John Brown illed by a Falling Hous.

Intelligence reached here on Monday
morning that John Brown had been seri-
ously injured at Philipsburg the preceding
day by a house falling on him ; the same
night a messenger arrived for Dr. Mitchell,
who departed at daylight, but Mr. Brown
had expired at three o'clock Tuesday-even
before the physician departed. The cir-
cumstances were as follows: Mr. Brown's
house is nearly opposite the Plaisted House,
Philipsburg. On the next lot south Thos.
Hines is erecting a two-story building, log
sides, and open on the street end to receive
a frame front for which the building was
ready. On Sunday last Mr. Brown was
sitting in his house and Michael Kelley was
lying on the bed. A strong gust of wind
strack the. tows; Mr. Brown heard the
adjoining building crack and stepped to
the dOor, Kelley at the same starting from
the bed. Just as Brownoreached the door,
the wind, which had swooped into the open
front, carried the adjoining building over,
and it crnshed down upon and through the
house. Mr. Brown was caught by timbers
and prostrated, one of his legs being crush-
ed from the knee to the thigh; Kdlley's
hand was caught, but having fallen on the
floor, he was otherwise uninjured. Mr.
Brown was paralyzed in limbs and some
internal organs and no reaction occurred
after the accident. It is Dr. Mitchell's

judgment the nervous shock, from which

he did not recover, although conscious
afterward, was the cause of death. He

expired about 3 o'clock Tuesday morning.
He was aged about 50 years, was an old
resident of Montana, a man of exemplary
character and esteemed by all who knew
him. He was for several years a resident

of Pioneer. His wife has been dead some

years and his daughter is now attending
the convent sehool at Leavenwouth, Kansas.
He was buried on Tuesday, and the remains
were followed to the grave by nearly the

entire population of Philipsburg, who
deeply deplore the sad calamity and the
loss of one of the most esteemed citizens.

Mr. W. A. Clark addressed the meeting
defining the purposes for which it had
assembled and moved that a General Com-
mittee of five be appointed by the Chair
whose duty it should be to make all neces-
sary arrangements for a popular recognition
and celebration in Deer Lodge of the 100th
anniversary of American Independence.

The motion prevailed, and Messrs. W. A.
Clark, W. H. Clagett, Peter Valiton,
Jas. S. McAndrews and N, Dickinson were
appointed as such committee.

On motiop the Chair appointed Messrs.
H. G. Vahton, Samuel Scott, Samuel
Thompson and John Gerber Committee on
Finance.

On motion the General Committee was
authorized to appoint such officers and
subordinate committees as it may deem
necessary to best perform the duties and
most certainly render the celebration suc-
cessful.

A retolation was orfner a•4 unwalmoUs•y
adopted that the citizens of neighboring
communities and all who may find it con-
venient to be with us on that day be
cordially and heartily invited to participate
with us in celebrating the one hundredth
4th of July.

The following resolution was unanimously
adopted.

Resolved, That we meet here to-night for
the purpose of inaugurating a proper cele-
bration of this, our centennial Fourth of
July, and, so gathering, we cannot dissolve
without urging upon our citizens a faithful
and patriotic demonstration on the anni-
versary of the day that gave to us a govern-
ment instructive in its foundation liberal
in its views, and divine in its destiny.

The meeting, which was animated, earn-
est and enlivened by spirited discussion and
patriotic fervor throughout, having put the
machjpery in motion for a celebration
worthy of the day, on motion, adjourned.

THE GIBBON EXPEDITION.

General Crook Wants Fifty Crow Scouts-Fort
Pease Occupied and Gibbon Going for the

Bull-Big Horn Party No. 2-That Earth-
quake.

From Our Special War Correspondent.
BOZEMAN, April 30, 1870.
MILITARY.

In the dearth of business and over-plus of
ennui we are all agape over the movements
of the troops. But, as the matter must
carry to all Montanians as much of interest
as it does to us here, perhaps your readers
may not tire of it.

The command left the Stillwater on the
14th-this base of supplies having been
placed in charge of Company A, 7th in-
fantry. After the news of Crook's mishap
reached here, a voluminous telegram came
for General Gibbon, and our first intima-
tion regarding its contents came from the
knowledge that Crook in it requested the
secural of fifty Crows fqr service with his
command. Agent Clapp hasbeen requested
to procure them and an officer of Crook's
command will arrive (how it is not yet
known) to enlist them.

FORT PEASE RBE-OCCUPIED.

The command, arrived at Fort Pease,
has there established its second base, and
that at Stillwater will be abandoned. A
few trappers were there and news comes
that the command will proceed to the Dry
Fork of the Missouri in search of Sitting
Bull; and may bring up at Fort Peck.

No orders had yet been issued upon Fort
Ellis for additional supplies. Large bodies
of buffalo were moving up the Yellowstone,
followed, it was supposed, by the Sioux.
We must now conclude the campaign will
be, perhaps, an all summer one.

P. McCormick will start down the Yel-
lowstone in a small boat to-morrow, intent
npon arranging for the re-occupation of
Big Horn City.

THE EXODUS.

C. L. Clark and L. J. P. Morrill started
for the Agency yesterday to join the Big
Horn Party No. 2, now concentrating there.
Others will soon follow, among whom are
Mears. Silliman, Baronett, etc. Reports
reach us that but fifteen miners will be left
at Emigrant gulch this season; and, the
worst of it is, the defeat of the N. P. bill
is the main cause with many.

Messrs. Martin & Myers will soon drive
their herd in the same direction.

THAT EARTHQUAKE.
Dr. Bunter advises me that the late

shock was of great force on the lower Yel-
lowstone. An immense mass of earth and
rock was precipitated from Sheep Moun-
tain, and that whole section of country
shakre to its bottom. The Doctor states
the effect upon his springs as something
remarkable- the sulphur fumes more than
doubling in strength during several days.

PERSONAL, ETC.

Agent Clapp, it is reported, will soon
return East, permanently.

Negotiations are pending looking toward
purchase by a Bozeman gentleman of the
old Crow Agency buildings.

Scarcity of freight may prevent the
ascent of the Yellowstone this season by
the steamer "Bozemaa." She will probably
