TED APPROPRIATION BILLS

before the thirtieth of June, or in case
they. could not agree, with the Senate to
continue the present appropriations until
the bills could be passed. This is a some-
what extraordinary prooeeding on the part
of the President and called out a long
debate on the policy of the House as
ennunclated by the Committee on Appro-
priations. Randall characterized the mes-
sage as unusual and unnecessary and
defended the action of the Committee. If
the amounts of the appropriation bills
were too small the House would be here in
December to remedy any fault which might
have been committed, and intimated that
they were going to stand fast and take the
chanoes--which is a very encouraging
thing for the Senate oonference committees
on the bills now pending. A prominent
Senator says that he sees noohance of their
getting through with these necessary bills
before August at the earliest. General
Hurlbut, of Illinois, (rep.) reminded Ran-
dall that in this seventh month of the
sesslon the committee had not yet reported
all the appropriation bills to the House.
That with the fiscal year rapidly closing no
agreement has been reached or is likely to
be reached between the House and Senate.
The action of the House, in insisting on
extravagant and unnecessary reduction,
and by insisting on an unwise and illegal
rule, had transfered the power of the House
into the hands of the Committe on Appro-
priations and had made a dead-lock be-
tween them and the Senate, and the Senate
had the law on its side. It is in no way
bound to recognize the change made in the
rules of the House unwisely and improvi-
dently, and has the right to insist that the
House shall either change existing law, by
law, or shall make appropriations in aeoor-
dance with the laws as they are. Holman,
of Indiana, said they had passed all the
great appropriation bills but two-the
army bill and the sundry civil service bill.
The former would paus in a day or two,
the latter would be reported on Tuesday
and gotothe enate by the end of next
week, so that the whole would be before t
the Senate and have eight days left for
their aetion. Thimis arl very well, but the 1

Under the constitution the President and
heads of Departments are to make nominations for
oece, the Senate is to advise and consent to appoint-
ments, and the House of Representatives is to accuse
and prosecute faithless officers. The best interests of
the public service demand that this distinction be re-
B spted, that Senators and Representative who may be
judges and accusers shouId not dictate appointments
to office. The invariable rule for appointments shoold
have reference to the honesty, fidelity and capacity of
appointees, giving to the party in power those places
where harmony and vigor of administration require
its policy to be represented, but permittingall others
to be filed by persons selected with the sole reference
to eiiency of public service, sad the rightef citizens
to share it the honor of rendering faithful service to
the couniry.S Sixth. We rejoice in the quickened conscience of

] the people concerning political affairs, and will hold
all public officers to a riid responsibility and engage
that the prosecution and punishment of all whobe
tray official trust shall be speedy, thorough and un-

Seventh. The public school system of the several
States is the bulwark of the American Republic, and
with a view to its security and permanence we recom-
mend an amendment to the Constitution of the Un
ted States forbidding the applieation of any publicfunds or property for the benefit of any school or in-
stitution under sectarian control.

Eighth. The revenue necessary for current expendi-
tures and the obligations of the public debt must belargely derived from the duties upon importations
which, so far as possible, should be adjusted to pro-
mote the interests of American labor and advance theI prosperity of the whole country.

Ninth. We reaffirm our opposition tofurther grantsof the public lands to corporations and monopolies,
and demand that the national domain be devoted to
free homes for the people.

Tenth. It is the imperative duty of the government
to modify existing treaties with European govern-
ments, that the same protection shall be afforded to
adopted American citizens that is given to native
born, and all necessary laws be passed to protect emi-
rants in theabsenceofpower in the State for that

nth. It is the immediate duty of Corgress to
fully Investigate the effect of the emigration and im-
portation of Mongolians on the moral and material
Interests of the country.

Twelfth. The Republican party recognizes with ap
proval the substantial advance recently made towards
the establishment of equal rights for women by the
many important amendments, effected by Republican
Legislatures. In the laws which concern the per-
sonal and property relations of wives, mothers and
widows, and by the appointment and election of wo-
men to the superintendence of education, charities
and other public trusts: the honest demands of this
class of citizens for additional rights and privileges
and immunities should be treated with respectful con-
sideration.
