THE MONTANA QUARTZ LAW,

Ee-Published From the Oficial Laws.

(The Quartz Law of Montana enacted
Iast winter differs materially in important
In
response to a request and as a matter of
general interest, wo herowith give the law
as it now exists. This differs so materially
from the Jaw of the Extra Bession that all
quariz-owners should carvefully study and
preserve it. Thoso interests are now be-
coming too important to imperil by failure
to comply with the statutes.—Ep, N. N.-
W.)

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly
ef the Tervitory of Montana :

Section 1. Any person or persons who
shall hereafter discover any mining claim
upos any vein or lode bearing gold, silver,
cinnithay, lead, tin, eopper, or other valua-
bla deposits, shall, within twenty days
thereafter, make and file for record in the
office of the recordor of the county in
which said discovery is made, a declaratory
statement thereof in writing, on oath, be-
fore some person authorized by law to ad-
minizter oaths, describing snch clain in the
manner provided by laws of the United
Btaties,

See. 2. That in order to eatitle any per-
son or persons to record in the county re-
corder’s office of the proper county, any
lead, lode, vr ledge, thero shall first be dis-
covered on said lead, lode orledge, a vein
or erevice of quartz, or om with at least
one well defined wall.

See. 3. Clalins on any lead, lode or ledge,
bearing gold, silver, cinmabar, lead, tin,
copper, or other valuable deposits Lercufter
discovered, shiall consist of not mmore than
{ifteen hundred linear feel along said lead,
lode or ledge, and not move than three hoo-
dred feet and not less than twenty-five feet
on each side from the center of said lead,
lode, or ledge, for working purposes, ['rs-
vided, that the provisions of this act shall
nob be so constined as to ineludo claims ro-
covded prior to the passage of said acth.
Bec. 4. Al lode claims heretofore dis-
eovered and recorded pursaant te the kaw,
and the possessory title to which shall have
been preserved according to law, shall enti-
tle the owner or owners thereof to surfaca
ground along the course of the vein thieo
hundred feet on each gide from the ceuntor
of said vein: Provided, that such widih
shall not be permitted to interfore with
any vested or possessory rights of any per-
&ON Or persons, corporation orcorporations,
whic have intervened and have been pre-
served fo the time of the taking effect of
this act, but parties desiring to avail them.
selves hereof shall so siguify by a record
