But
when! those Sonthern Companies come
wooing Montana it is neither wise nor just
for them to disparage that which thongh
loat is still loved.

We anticipate the guestion of aid to sone
railroad will come up again at the next ses-
ston of the Legislature. Montana needs
railroad communication, We should have
the Northern Pacific and its finances should
be revived by the general government re-
scinding the land ‘grant and giving in lieu
thereof a reasonable money aid. It wounld
cost less than it does mot to do it. The ex-
penses incarred in shaking a military red
flag at the Bioux this year would have half
built the road from Bismarck to the Yel-
lowstone, - Bat the era of governmeut aid
to railroads has apparently ended. The
Northern Pacific road is evidently too gi-
gantic & work for private eapital to under-
take and complete within a few years, and
Montana musc lock elsewhere,  Although
isolated Montana labors under the disad-
vantage of too many possibla avenuos of
railroad commumication tothoroughly unite
on any one.  With approaches from the
Bouth via Beaverhead or Henry’s Lake, with
the approaches zia the Yellowstone or Co-
lumbia, and snggested rail commection of
Helena with the Missouri river at Benton,
local preference of routes is divided up and
is liable to result in the defeat of all.

It is moreover the general feeling that
the mineral counties and the mineral inter-
eats will be more quickly and radically ben-
efitted by o railroad than the agricultural
counties or their interests, whereas in the
event of a Territorial subsidy being grant-
ed it would bear on all connties alike and
that the mineral interests, being generally
untaxzed, would not bear even a proportion-
ate share of the burdensof increased taxation
to meet the sabsidy ioterest. There iz u
good deal in this that should be given con-
sideration,and we believe the miners would
be satisfied to pay their proportion of bur-
dens so incarred.  There is uo bullion tax
law at presept. Taxea on bulliun are levied
nnder a cl::Enf the general law which is
held to cover the case, Butit is manifestly
too beavy a tax xad should be succeaded by
an equitable law.. Mineral lands uwutil pat-
ented are not taxable by the Tarritory as
they belong to the United States, but to
doubtless Thstragt tlieir rejrescotatives o
favor a fair tax on bailion - produci and on
ores shipped and thus much of the feeling
existing among the commercial and agri-
caltoral classes against any subsidy meas-
ore would be allaged. Further than this
any subsidy proposed shounld be as an out
and ont gift and should be given by counties
the amount to be proportioned relatively to
the population, property, resources, facili-
ties of communication and milruad proper-
ty within their limits which the pro-
posed road would give to such counties, If
& North and South road is proposed it is
unfair to tax Galatin, Chotean and Mis-
soala equally with the sential connties,and
the rule applies to other countizs when
other routes are considered.

8o far as the Corinne and Portland road
is concerned we are gzlad to hear of its
progress and trust it will be built as con-
templated. = The route to Boise comes via
Ft. Hall, on Buake River, and Montana
will, of course, b+ asked for nothing beyond
that point. - When it has been completed
to Malad we will have some esrnest of its
purpose and can consider under better light
to what extent it may enter into the econo~
mies of Montana.

“The nomination was ansougkt and nnex-~
pected by me. T am not - indifferent to the
exp of and Nﬂrﬂ its be-
ntowal implies. Thad noright to expeck
it, even asan act of courtesy, and from
what 1 have. heard of the doings of the
Convention, and the spirit which animated
it, I cabnot but think it was gomething
more, Were [ averse under ordinary cir-
eumstances to obeying the decree of the
party that Ishould carry its flag in this
campaign, the nnanimity and spontaneity
of your action would compel me to acoept
with pleasure and a sense of duty a posi-
tion toward which I was not inclined by
any spirit of self-seeking. I accept the
nomination. If elected no effort of mine
shall be wanting in energy and persistence
to achieve every abtainable good for the
whole Territory and every part of it. No
proper method shall be neglected by which
Congress can be induced to bestow upon
us the tangible and needed gifts of benefl-
cent legislation. Montana has mneeded,
needs now, and will continme to need for
some time to come, many appropriations
wisely distributed to diverse schemea for
the local and general convepiences and
necessities of our people. Mootana in her
race to her rightful position among the
Btates and Territories of the Western end
of the Republic, is handicapped by the
grievous fact of her isolation. The steps
of our Territorial growth will be slow and
hesitating until the environments of our
seclusion are broken down, and until we
shall feel the magic touch of the industiial
forces of modern civilization. We must
look for immediate and permanent good fo
the improvement of every water highway
capable of practical navigation leading info
our Territory, without addressing to our-
selves the invidious and selfish gquestion:
What county is to be the most immediate
and conspicuous recipient of resulting
good ?

The increased and rapid development of
our resources will then so stimalate the
dormant activities of the Territory as to
eall mto alert and prefitable rivalry other
means of intercommunication. Whichever
first touches near the center of trade and
population will hasten the sluggish advance
of the other.

The prosperity of the whole Territory,
and especially certain portions of it, is
retarded by the constantly threatened and
actual incursions of hostile savages. Even
the presence of those tribes of ]ud:aus
usually considered ble is a ot
menace of future tmuh]e, and the canse of
golicitnde to the peopls in the most inii-
mate contact with them. The most prac-
tical measure of general safety would be
the establishment of a safficient number of
military posts wherever there scems to be
a necessity for them. BSuch establishment
18 the best protection against possible wais
with tribes avowedly hostile, and the best
guarantee of continual peace with those
now peaceful. Instead of being an unnec-
essary and costly burden to the general
government, it Would be a matter of real
economy.

In our efforts to advance our material
prosperity, we must not forget the cause of
education,—the basis of social advancement
and democratic institations, It seems to
mo that one substant’al step in the rightful
direction toward the forwarding of our
educational interests would be the prompt
school lands, the details of which it js not
necessary to state, so that in the formative
stage of our Terriforial growth we can
have the quick resnlts of a national meas-
ure jutended for the same end, leaving the
principal uantonched for future wuse, which,
together with funds created hereafter,
when we are better able to bear taxation,
can be applied to a higher and broader
scheme of educatien.

While bound by the strongest ties of
principle to the National Republican Party,
my own yviews of the position of a Delegate
to Congress is that of an agent from this
struggling, isolated community, to repre-
sent their needs and rights to the general
government, rather than that of the repre-
sentative of any political organization. I
fully endorse the views espoused by your
Convention, especially that the Federal
ufficials for this Territory should ba select-
ed from among those who know its wants,
are bound up in its prosperity and animated
by its hopes, namely, Montanians, and no
effort of mine will be wanting to secure
this end, if elected, no matter which polit-
ical party shail triumph in the now impend-
ing national contest.

It would be a great pleasure to me to
personally make the canvass, and to form
a more intimate acguaintance with the
people of Moutana. A pioneer of the
earliest days of our beantiful Territory,
thoroughly indentified with her interests
and aspirations, with a future of expected
citizenshp here, I am no$ unmindful of her
prosperity and happinese. I regret to say
that before the close of the canvass, private
business of very urgent necessity will call
me to the States fora few weeks. I wus
abont to siart when the news of my nomi.
nation was received by me, but at the
urgent solicitation of my persomal a.d
political friends I have concluded fo delay
my departure until the details of the cam-

TERRIELE EXPLOSION,

A Pittaburg Nail 31l Blows &p and Slaughters
a Large Number of Workmen.

PirTaBURE, Pa., Oct. 12.—This morviug
a horrible explosion occurred at Zug &
Company’s mill, cormer 13th und Etna
streets, which was attended with great luss
of life. The boilersin the nail mill explo-
ded that building and more than half of
the rolling mill. A large number of em-
ployes were at work, and it is impossible
to tell how many are buried in the ruins.
The greatest excitement prevails, and the
fire has not been extinguished. So far
ten dead bodies have been taken from the
ruing.

At the time of the expinsion, there were
employed in the rolling department 150
men and boys, The explosion literally
tore the building to pieces. The roof was
raised, and in falling, it fortunately fell in
the rail machine, enabling most of the
workmen to crawl outand escape before
the fires from the furnaces eanght the mass
of the wreck, Owing to the excitement
and confusion, it is impossible to give the
exact list of those killed and wonnded
The following is as near as can bo obtain-
ed:—

head was blown off.

—Reitgel, arm broken; M. Eb-
erhart, badly scalded; Barney Kelley, head
and arms injoured; Marcillus Syoder, boy,
head crushed serious; John Synder, leg
and back severely injured; Elmer McGood,
badly cat about the head; James Ray,
arms fractured; Otto Crook, arms fractured;
Fred Richer, John Bresey, John Morton,
William Kirth, seriously cut about the
head; Bimon Boland, arms and legs broken;
Thomas Dormelly, badly eut about the
head and body; Bowen, badly cut about
the liead and face; Windell Tubethar, T.
Mackey, Joho Smith, Michael Bullivan,
both legs fractured; Frank MecCafferty,
fatally injured; Kindrick, eyes blown out,
