The Vote in October, 1868, was for Gov-
ernor, and Hendricks was then a candidate
as he was again in 1872, and was defeated
by less than 1,000 votes; yet one month
later the State gave a majority of 8,568 for a
'Republican candidate for President. In
1872, Hendrick's majority for (overnor was
1,148, whereas in November, with a much
smaller aggregate vote, Grant had, for
President, 22,515.

It will thus be seen the-precedents are in
favor of a Democratic victory in Indianain
October. If this should not be secured and
by a majority greater than that received by
Hendricks for governor in 1872, it will pre-
sage a defeat for Tilden in November more
disastrous than that which overwhelmed
the Liberal-Democratic candidate four
yeaes ago.
