OUR BOZEXAN LETTER.
~sasters to Doane's Surveying Expeditio--

A Story of Suffering-Bandall Joins Crook
in Safety.

Special Correspondence Net North-West.
SNAKE RIVER SURVEY.

I am at last enabled to give reliable de-
tails regarding the Doane survey, such
data having been received from Iowa Bar,
Idaho, as assures the safety of the party,
and places me in possession of some of the
details of the trip to that point.

THE LATE START.

It will be remembered that Lieut. Doane
left Fort Ellis on the 11th of October last
with six men, under orders from General
Sheridan, issued at the instance of Gen's
Brisbin and Terry, and instructed to sur-
vey the Snake River basin from the Yellow-
stone Lake to' Wella Walla.

While it is true that Gen. Brisbin did
not approve the gttempt to begin- the
survey at so late a time of the year, and
while it must be admitted the unavoidable
disasters attepding it have precluded map.
ping, etc. the section passed through, yet
Lieutenant Donne should not suffer in
consequence. Not many would have at-
tempted so arduous a trip through an
almost wholly and: practically unknown
region at this season of the year, and his
determined enthusiasm shows he has the
stuff in him of which explorers are made.
It now seams probable that the survey
will be abandoned until next spring, when
Doane will again, and with better prospect,
renew the enterprise upon which his heart
has been set for so long a time.

Nothing daunted, however, he desires to
proceed now, and may possibly effect that
purpose.

The mishaps of the trip (the first chap-
ter of which was given in my letter to the
1tEW NORTH-WEST of November 16th.)
appear to have been manifold.

EATING THEIR HORSES.

Rations were exhausted on the 30th of
of November, when recourse was had upon
the animals 'with the party-two horses

,having been eaten-three saved and ten
lost.

Before reaching Iowa Bar the party was
without food of any kind during three days
and nights, during which time two of the
escort were insane from hunger and
fatigue.

DIS~kTERS BY FLOOD AND FIELD.

Mlt. Washburne was crossed, at an
elevation of 9,500 feet during a terrific
snow storm, Lake Bessie having been left
on the 6th oif November.

The boat of two tons capacity was wreek-
ed once on Yellowstone Lake, and was
hauled over the mountains and the rocky
beds of shallow parts of the Snake river
with mules. So hard was the trip and so
treacherous a pait of the river, that re-
building became necessary fouer different
times, while re-caulking was the occasion
of six stoppages.

SWAMPED IN THE GRAND CANYON.

The Grand Cation of the Snake was

passed through in the boat to within six
miles of its end, but it unfortunately
swamped upon the Grand Rapids, when all
the horse meat, instruments and equipage
of every kind were lost beyond recovery.
Then the race for life really began, the
saffering party being sbliged~to start out
afoot upon a venture for" Iowa Bar. This

point was reached by an exhausted lot of
nen on the 18th nlt., and the telegrams of

which I wrote you last week were sent
here via Fort Hall.

AWAITING ORDERS.

It is probable Doane is now at that Post

wherb he will recuperate and await further
orders. I am, of course, unable as yet to

give you full details of the trip, but hope
at an early day to place you in possession
of a complete journal of what must have

been an exciting and interesting adven-
tore.

If Doane be now ordered to delay until

srtdng, the order will be issued (and prob-
ably approved by General Brisbin) in the

TROOPS PO', JOCKO AGENCY.

Reported Plot to Oust the Agent.

BOZEsAN, M. T.. Dec. ~2, 1876.
The agent of the Flathead Indians has applied to

General Gibbon for troops to protect himself and the
government property at the agency. The agent states
that ever since the breaking out of the Sioux war the
Flatheads have been Insolent and disposed to make
trouble. A plot has been discovered to resort to vio-
lent measures, at an early day, to drive out the agent
and seize the agency and prqperty. General Gibbon
telegraphed to the Post Comrmander at Fort Ellis to
send troops at once to the aid of the ag enl, and a

.force of cavalry started this morning for the Flathead

agency.-Telegram in N. Y. lHerald. Dec. 283.

This is probably the first intimation Mon-
tanians have had of the trouble above
referred to. The deatchment alluded to,
consisting of 20 cavalrymen under com-
mand of Lieut. Fuller, 2d U. S. Cavalry,
passed through here on Friday of last week
en route to the agency, and are probably
there by this time. That there has been
discontent among the Flatheads we have
been advised. We have endeavored to as-
certain in how far they had good grounds
for dissatisfaction and have not been whol-
ly successful. Chief Arlee and Duncan
McDonald appearad before the United
States Grand Jury recently sittiag here and
we have reason to believe made serious
charges against Agent Medary which were
incorporated in a report and transmitted to
Washington. On a portion of the evidence
two trivial indictments were presented by
District Attorney Page and were not sus-
tained, the jury acquitting Agent Medarv
without leaving the box. The other char-
ges, it appears, could not be sustained by
evidence admissible in court or the District
Attorney would certainly have prosecuted
them.

Among principal complaints made by the
Indians is the failure to establish a school
at the agency as provided in the treaty
with them, the money appropriated there-
for being given to the St. Ignatius Mission
school, some distance from the agency.
Agent Medary says this has been done
heretofore, that the Indian boys at the
Agency would not go to school if they had
one, and that the Department is cognizant
ot the disposition of the funds. This does
not seem to us to relieve the case. It is a
violation of a promise to the Indians on
which they particularly insist, appearing to
desire a school most earnestly. The appro-
priation is made for it, and it would be well
enough to defer assertation that the In-
dians will not attend until after a trial has
been made. Whether it is the agent's
fault or the Department's makes little dif-
ference if the wrong exists. Another com-
plaint made by them is that in the Stevens
treaty there was provided that there should
be two farmers, two millers, one black-
smith, one tinner, one"gunsmith, one car-
penter, and one wagon and plow-maker,
for whom salaries aggregating $7,400 were
appropriated by the41874-5 session of ('on-
gress, ̀ and $500 for keeping the shops in
repair. We do not suppose one-half of
these artisans were ever employed about
the agency, but the Indians are advised of
the appropriations and no doubt believe
they have a serious grievance when no such
mechanics are employed. The appropria-
tion bill of March 3, 1875, classed the ap-
propriations for 

t
•js purpose as the . p16th

of 20 installments," yet in the appropria-
tion bill August 15, 1876, we find these
mechanics cut down to ',one sawyer, one
miller and one superintendent of farming
operations," who, including physician and
school teacher, are allowed $5,100.

We do not believe in making Indian
treaties, but being made the government
shouldokeepthem sacredly as long as the
Indians do, and in the instances above cited
this appears not to have been the case.
Our inquiries have not satisfied us where
the blame rests, and we regret Agent Me-
dary, who possesses all the facts, does not
seem to copsider it of sufficient importance
to secure the good opinion of the people of
Montana by stating them through the
press, if he is blameless.

The Plathead. evidently believe they
have grievances. They came properly be-
fore aUnited States Grand Jury and en-
deavored to seere redres'. As a result a
squiad of cavary is quartered ambng them
and whatever grievances may have existed
befre continue still. They musta" tersati
a poor opiilon of the white mans's method
of doing justice. We hardly thks they

oatemplated any vileace. 'Bai Bll,..
