LOCAL NEWS.

THE CENTENNIAL ADDRESS,-Mr. MC-
adow last week introduced a bill to print a
considerable edition-25,000 we believe-

of the Centennial Address on Montana
delivered at Philadelphia, October 11th, by
W. A. Clark, Esq. The bill was amended
requiring the Governor to have prefixed a
table of distances to railroad and river
communication and to print and have dis-
tributed the pamphlet for $200. Our
legislators have probably noticed the dis-
cussion in the Helena papers in relation to
the pamphlets of Marks and Brands and
they can form an idea therefrom that it
costs something to have pamphlets printed
to say nothing of distributing them by
mail. Estimating, however, that this $200
reuld pay for 8,000 copies printed and
distributed the number would be too lim-
ited to be of much benefit, and the Legis-
lature has not yet arrived at the proper
accompanying matter to go with the ad-
dress. Having published that address in
the NEW NORTH-WEST, we know some-
thing of its contents and the high commen-
dations it has received for reliability and
its intelligent exhibit of the Territory.
We believe its distribution in large numbers
would be tenfold compensated to the
Territory. But as an exhibit of Montana
for immigration purposes it is not complete,
wasu not written with that purpose in view
and would not be, with the table of dis-
tances proposed, such a pamphlet as should
go forth under the auspices of the Terri-
tory. As the leading and general article
the Address has not been equalled by any-
thing on Montana and should be retained
as the body of the work. But in addition
to the table of distances there should be
added much other uaght . Witha l ti (g
into details it should show the routes,
methods and cost of reaching Montana;
the average yield of products, the markets
and values ; the cost of lands, and cultiva-
tion; the character of mines of all kinds
and thear products; the cost of stock rais-
ing and sheep growing and the returns,
the facilities of schools and churches; the
average market rateg•of products and com-
nercial articles ; the facilities for obtaining

lands; the rates of taxation; the expenses
of building, for living, and for clothing;
wages in all avocations ; climatic records,
sanitary conditions etc. etc. In short,
anticipate the questions men would natir-
ally ask who desired information of Mon-
tana with a view of emigrating here or
investing mn Montana and answer them
concisely and truly. This additional mat-
ter should be verified by Territorial ofocers.
By careful collation it could be made com-
plete and put in as much additional space
as the Address would occupy. If this
thing is worth doing at all it is worth
doing well and our impression is the Ter-
ritory would be amply compensated by
putting $1,000 in the work. If, however,
the appropriation is to be out down to P200
we concur sith our corispondent that the
bill had better be defeated. Individual
enterprise can beat that.

THE RAILROAD SILLS.

Our Delegates Want an lxpression Poan
Their Constituents.

Editor New North-West :-
Dr. Mitchell has introduced in the Coun-

cil a railroad bill for the North and South
road. Jay Gould and others have made a
proposition to build a road, the terms of
which you have seen. The Mitchell bill is
somewhat at variance with the proposition
made, and is more favorable to the Terri-
tory. I have drawn and will to-morrow in-
troduce a bill directly meeting Gould &
Co.'s propositlon,••espt as to the anetl
ern terminus, which is xed the moth
of Fish Creek instead of ' at a point as far
north as the mouth of the Big Hole."
Now, the question is, had we better

dicker with them for the terms of the
Mitchell bill, and take the chances of its
acceptance, and in the latter case do noth-
ing for two years, or flatly and unqualified-
ly accept their proposition, with only the
variation suggested as to termihnus, which I
am advised they will agree to, and thus be
pretty certain of doing something? This is
the question; that is if we want either.
One or the other I will support. And on
this question there seems to he a universal
feeling on the part of our delegation to
consult the wishes of our people, A zx-
pression of feeling in Deer Lodge coanty
will be gladly ieceived by her represent.-
tives. Dr. Mitchell has not introduced his"
bill for the reason that he prefers it partic-
alarly, but we have agreed to andhave pre-
paredboth hat thsey mayr go before the
people for their choice. We had intended
to seqd for this week's issue of your paper
both bills, but could not get them prepared
in time. They will be printed and forward-
ed in a few days. Please placste thematter
before the people as fully as you can.

STKn SIOUX SITUATION "
I am in receipt of reliable informeteon

from Tongue River which enables me to
give you the appended data :

The suggestive fact results that the
Sioux camps are, with one xoeption, looa-
ted precisely as Iast sason, and as Sitting
Bull fs with the seals body; .ad the scamps
being evidently situated with strategic
ideas in view, it.is reasonable to fear the
non-abandonment by him of the eampaign
agitnst White ocupation of the country.
We have aet any rate, hs assurance to that
effect. When lately retreating 'before
Mileafrdm the Dry J'ork, he did so, not
per force, but beeause of.his fear that' his
"defeat of Miles Would .iult in the ever-
"running of his country by soldiers arly in
"tb spring." It is reporte that he added
the remark, "I do sot wish to be.eaght
"se early by large force."

A desistant jsat General,4. Departsent
I Dakota, ,. Paul, Minnesota:--
Bra--I have to report the eoc~urenae of

Ian important affair at this place yesterday.
Airfive Minneouoion chiefs were coming ina
bearing two white flags, followed by 20 or
80 other Indians, and were passing the
Crow Indian camp, the five .in advance
were surrounded by twelve Crow Indians
and instantly killed. The act was an un-
provoked, cowardly murder. The Crows
approached them in a friendly manner;
Ssaid "How ;" shook hands with them,

and when they were within their power,
and partly behind a large wood-pile, killed
1 them in a most brutal manner. Upon
' hearing the first shot both ofllfcers and men
rushed out and tried to save the Minne-
oonjous, but could not reach them in time.n The Crows were aware of the enormity of

their crime, as they saw that the Minne-
conjous had a flag of truce, and they were
tod to come back. They were wtrned the
day before against committing any act of
r violenqe against messengers or othes parties

coming in fqr friendly pgrposes. T'hey
tried to hide the captured fag of truce,
and taking advantage of the momentary
excitement, while efforts were being made
to open communication and bring back the
others who were following and who became
alarmed and fled to the iss, the guilty
Crows jumped upon their" I•mies and fled
to their Agency in Montana.

The only thing that can be said in de-
fense of the Crows is that a false report
was made by one of the Crow women, that
the Sioux had fired upon her, and that

•

within the last few months some of their
numbers had lost relations killed by the
Sioux in the vicinity of the Rosebud.
These Indians have claimed to be the.
friends of the white men for years, have
Sbeen frequently in the government employ,
and were brought down to fight such out-
laws as Sitting Bull and Crazy Horse.

The killed were believed to be Ball
Eagle, Tall Bull, Red -, Red Cloth,
and one other prominent chief of the Sioux
nation. I am unable to state the object of
Ball Eagles' coming, but am satisfed he
came with the best of motives. I can only
judge from the following: When he sur-
rendered on the Yellowstone, after the
engagement on Cedar creek, he was the
first to respond to my demands, and I
believe was largely instrumental in bring-
ing his people to accept the terms of the
government. When I had received Ase of
their principal chiefs as hostagee, and was
about parting with him, I told him it he
had any trouble in going in, or his people
hesitated or doubted that the govrament
would deal fairly and justly with thes to
come back to me, and I would tell ima
what to do. That if he would come to my
command I would be glad to see him, ast
so long as he complied with the orders oc
the government he could be amered of the
friendship of its oMoe-s.
I coulnd but regard him with respet, as

be appeared in every se•e a ekhc, and
seemed to be doing everything in his power
for the good of his people, and endeeveripg
to bring them to a more peaceful bondittes.
He appeared to have great confidence in
what told him. I gave. I five •a se
obtain meat, :(fnig the m tme 1b
this. favorite ponies, which were broht
to this place. During my abselea he came
in bringing five ponies that hbad strayed
or been stolen from some citisas in the
vicinity and requested his own. He also
enquised if he 'could sad tip the Big Horn
country for the remalnder of his people,
and take them in on the peas I hal• givenl
him. He. was informed by the commed-
ing ofer, Gen. Whitleri (whom he behad
known years before) that be eould, and
was told to md for them. Whether he
had met with some trouble in taktng his
people into their agency, and bed eturned,
as I had told him, for diretims, or had
complied with the instractiems of General
W. and had gathered up his people adm in
passing had come in to apprimse me of tihe
fact, I know not, but there is every reason
to believe that the above mentioned cir-
cumatance gave rise to his motives snd
prompted his actions. Be that as it may,
the murder was most nunfortunate, as it
complie•tes important matters is conaee-
tion with this Idian war that wee po-
greming toward a very satisfactoerl Com-
pletion.

In addition to the five chiefs non in our
hands, and who were sent in as hostages,
.were these five chiefs and the 20 or 20 who
were following them withina few hundred
yards of the parade ground, where they
were dbliberately placing themselves in the
heads of the government,, and within the
camp of 400 government troops. This, in
addition to. the others, woueald have gives
us the heads of the Miuneeotjous, Sena-Ars
and .probably the Opllall. tribes, repre-
sentiing fully 600 lodges, and at least 1,000
warriors of the hostile Siax nation, sad
eompelled and aes•edeyoed pdearadvsaum
the fruits of our e)rts. It weould hee
broken and reduced the ianfuesce nd
pbwer of Sitting .B• l, Orasy faYse and
others who are not st dispoesd to •ewpt
the terms of the goveLnmeont.

* The Crowse were immediately disarmed,
twelve of their pei•ti taken ftrem them;
and with other coaiidersti•es, together
with a letter explaining thq whole aeair,
were sent to the people and friends of those
killed, as i; assuranfie that no -whie man
hid any part in the affair, -and that we
hbve no heart for suhob bruta and dowardly
acts. It illustrates clearly the feroelom,
savage instincts of the best of these wild
tribes, and the impossibility of their eon-
trblllag their desire for revenge when
aroused by the sight of their worst eeemies
who have whipped them for years and
diivea them out of their eount. .

Such- acts are expected and considered
dustisable among thse, two tribes of In-

diana andit: is to be hoped that the •loux

will understand that they fell into a camp
of their ancient enemies, and did not reaed

the camop of this comnuand.

I remained a week and
the largest prospect I got was five cents to
the pan in the gravel which I think would
pay ten or twelve dollars a day per man if
they lad water, but they have not nor
never will have-a few scattering pools
be•ig cil there is until the plains are
reached and there they have a good sluice
head but I don't think their prospects near
as gooed as those further up.

THE LOCATION OF BATTLE CREEK.
It lies due east of Spring creek and can

be reached in seven or eight miles. It
rises at the eastern base of Harney's Peak,
thus having having Spring creek on the
west and French creek on the east. Its
general course is east by north, draining a
large tract of country and when or how its
waters disappear I cannot Imagine. Old
beaver dams can be seen everywhere, not
over thirty years old and at the foot hills
beaver are yet numerous, showing that as
the waters disappeared he moved down in
qaest of his native element. Times here
are very dull; hundreds broke and petty
theft in the ascendency.

in February 1875, an addreis was issued to
the people of Montana, requeesting cotri-
butiose of speeimene from the mines, the
wonders of the Yellowstone, the cereals
and the resources of the Territory generally,
and ens or more suitable persons were
esleeted in each oeanty to receive and for-
wrd them.

The collection was made and forwarded
to Philadelphia as early as circumstances
would permit, though unfortunately a
large proportion of the Yellowstone collec-
tioe did not reach there in season tg be
placed on exhibition, from having been
"mowed in" at Pleasant Valley Station,
Idaho, doring the winter of 1875-'76.

The collection, consisting of 401 speci-
mens of gold, silver mand copper ores, from
200 mines from every section of `the Terii-
tory, varying in size from a few ounces to
1,350 pounds in weight ; also iron ore, coal,
eeoe, granite, marble, limestone, fire and.
potters' clay, fire brick, stream tin, fossils,
and a large and varied assortment of el-
lowstoes specimens, etc., was exhibited in
the Government Building as pe. official
catalogue, volume 2, part 3, page 82. The
display was made in an upright show case,
about 18 feet long, 4 feet wide and 10 feet
high, eovering a shelving of about 216

SUICIDE OF A XIJTAmIAN1.

Jesse A. Cook, ora~sry of Banaek,
Suaides at Couneil Blu•fs.

From Council Blma papers, January 4th and 5th.

J. A. Cook, who last June came from
Lincoln, Neb., to this city and stopped with
Geo, A. Haines,an old ftend of his while
in Bannack oity,Montana,bas been missing
since Snday dvening, and the circumstan-
cersunder which he left leave a suspicion
that there has been foul play; either by his
own hands or the handsof others. He was
last seen at the Bryant House, where he
boarded, late on Sunday evening, having
taking his supper as usual. He slept in
the grocery store of Mr. Hamines, kept all
his effets there, and was very studlous and

of collecting todo fBr Jt. iLh ipe. Be-
fore going to supper on Banday evening, he
concluded be would commence clerking for
Mr. Haines the following Monday, and the
agreement was entered into. Since that
time he has been missing, Mr. Haines find-
ing the key to his store door, which Cook
carried, lying on the stoop. In his desk
Mr. H. also found Cook's pocket book,con-
taining money,a pair of fine sleeve buttons,
and the keys to his trunkl He unlocked
the trunk and found everything in proper
shape, excepting the fact that Cook had
taken a pistol, and for this reason Mr.
Haines fears Cook has committed suicide,
as his mental faculties have been question-
ed before coming here. His description is
about as follows: About six feet high,
weight about 160 pounds, complexion
sandy, unshaven, eyes blue, and he was
dressed in a grey overcoat, brown under-
coat, grey pants, and wore a black silk cap
with ear tabs. His age was between 45
and 48 years. Hs habits were good, and
Mr. Haines says he was very honorable in
his dealings Any one knowing anything
of his whereabouts will please consult with
Geo. Haines, this city, who will be happy
to receive say informaUon that may concern
him.

The body of J. A. Cook,mention of whom
was made in these columns on yesterday,
was found this afternoon by some children
in Plum Hollow, near the Test place, in a
thicket of plum bushes, with his pistol in
hand snd a pistol shot in the side of his
head: Nothing else was found about him
to indicate any violence, and it is therefore
aeclear case of suicide. He has probably
been dead since Monday morning last, as
that was the last time he was seen ahve.
Mr. Henry Paul, the Coroner, now
has charge of the body, who will see that i
receives proper burial. The lateness of the
hour preeludes further particulars.
