-The Walla Walla and Columbia River
Railroad Company held its annual meeting
January 8th. Its tonnage last year was
19,300 tons, against 14,000 tons estimated.
The president stated his opinion that the
road would not be a paying investment
for the stockholders for the next five years.

-We publish on the outside a letter in
the Colorado Mining Review, relating to
Butte. While in the main a good letter
we think the writer is mistaken in some of
his statements, and particularly in regard
to the cost of reducing ores. Mr. Davis
believes he can profitably work $15 or $20
ores.

-Dunn & Co.'s circular shows 9,009 fail-
ures in the United States for the year 1876;
gross liabilities $25,000,500. This is 1,850
more failures than in 1875, but the aggre-
gate losses are much smaller. The per-
centage of failures was : Pacific States, 1 in
every 60 business houses ; in the Western
States, 1 in 72; New England States, 1 in
59; Middle States, 1 in 57; Southern States
1 in 64. In Canada the failures were 1 in
32.

-While the recent low price of gold-
hovering between 1.06 and 1 07-seemed to
indicate that the capital of the country had
no apprehension of national trouble from
the situation of Presidential matteis, the
quotations since show that the political sit-
uation was sustaining the gold premium to
some extent. The call of bonds for re-
demption did not materially effect the price,
but since the passage and signing of the
compromise measure gold has dropped to
1.05*. Specie resumption is not far distant.

-We notice the Legislature has under
consideration a new school law, to which
Mr. bmith takes some exceptions in this
issue. We are not sufficiently advised of
the changes contemplated to discuss the
bill, but these facts must impress all : We
have a good school law and school system
at present, and established law and system
in school management should not be
materially disturbed or changed except for
good cause and after careful consideration
convinces the Legislature that the changes
will be of material benefit. There is no
more critical work than tampering with
school laws.

-Pursuant to notice a meeting of citi-
zens was held at Loeber's Hall on Wed-
nesday evening last for the purpose of
dicussing the merits and demerits of the
Utah Northern Extension Railroad propo-
titiod. There were several addresses made
in all of which the proposition was favor-
ably bommented upon, and the unanimous
sentiment of all assembled was strongly in
favor of having the proposition accepted as
soon as the individuals making the offer
gave the'proper guarantees that the con-
traqt would be fulfilled. It was also re-
sclved to petition the Legislature asking
that they have this question submitted to
a vote of the people of the Territory.-
Butte Miner.

-The Missoulian is: opposed to the N.
& 8. R. R. proposition and expresses its
views as follows:-" And now comes Jay
Gpuld & Co. with their little disinterested
proposition, all for the good of the people
of Montana. They will build a road which
will cost them $8,000 per mile if the people
of Montana will put up $5,000 per mile of
that ambunt. They want eight per cent.
interest on the bonds, and three years in
which to build the road. Well, under such
an arrangement, the Territory will imme-
diately become liable for $120,000 interest
per annum., The proportion Missoula
county will have to bear of this amount
will be $7,500 per annum.

COUNTIIG TU .V E . f

The measure devised by the Conftance
Committee to count the electoral vote is
now a law and the Commission with w.h om`
rests the determination of the Presidential
contest has been organized. The plan is
given in full in this issue and our readers
have it contemporaneous with the proceed-
ings under it. The joint convention of the
House and Senate was to assemble yester-
day and under the rules adopted it Is
possible the count will be completed by
this evening or to-morrow. It relieves the
country from a dread suspense, because
whether Tilden or Hayes is declared
elected there will be acquiesence. Had
the Senate insisted on its presiding officer
counting the vote and the House insisted
on being a party to the ctunt, it is not
improbable there would have been serious
trouble. The Conference Committee had
the difficult task of devising some plan
that would be constitutional, that would
command the respect of the country, that
would not predetermine the result by the
very constitution of the determining power,
and yet one that would not make the result
merely a matter of chance. In all these
things we now believe they have succeeded.
The only question is the constitutionality
of the measure, and that is held by good
authority to be covered by the decisions of
the committee of fifteen being referred
back to the Joint Assemblage for its final
determination, it requiring, however, a
concurrence of the two Houses to reverse
the decision of the Committee. That will
not occur. This is on the theory that the
House and Senate, and not the President
of the Senate, count the vote, a view which
many Republicans rejected and which ac-
counts for the oppos:tion manifested. The
calling in of the five members of the
Supreme Court, as law experts as it were,
is stated to have abundant precedents.
That it is a most respectable tribunal, and
that it eliminates the question of chance,
is clear. And who can say what will be its
verdict? It does seem that patriotism,
integrity and intelligence will govern the
tribunal and that it will wisely and honestly
seek to place in the Presidential chair the
candidate who has been fairly elected.
What more can a good citizen ask? It is
certainly not the desire of any such that
the candidate who has not been fairly
elected should attain to the place, and it
does not appear possible a plan could have
been devised that will more certainly de-
cide justly the great question. And as the
Grand Council deliberates a nation stands
with eager, intensified solicitude awaiting
the supreme verdict.

COUNTING THE ELECTORAL VOTE.

Locking Horns on the Vote of Florida.

Voluminous telegrams .last evening gave
the details of the assembly of Congress and
counting the votes. We necessarily con-
dense to merest outline.

The count began with Alabamb; vote
counted and proclaimed without ob-
jection. The same formality occurred un-
til Florida was reached as follows :

Tilden and Hendricks: Alabama, Arkan-
sas, Connecticut, Delaware.

Hayes and Wheeler : Colorado.
When Florida was reached the Clerk

oponed the first certificate which was for
Hayes and Wheeler; the second for Tilden
and Hendricks, the former being authenti-
cated by Stearns, the latter by Cocke, and
a third for Tilden and Hendricks, was pre-
sented, received January 30, authenticated
by Drew.

On the Presidentasking if there were any
objections to counting the vote of Florida,
Field, Cooper, Jones, Jenks, Springer and
others sent up a written objection to the
first certificate. Their objections were re-
ferred to the Electoral Committee and the
Senate returned to its chamber.

ABOUT TUE ELEC.TORAL COUNT.

Bill Passed and Signed and Justices Se-
lected.

WAsmHIGTow, January 26.-The Elec-
toral Compromise Bill passed the House
without amendment, at 5:30 this p. m., by
a vote of 191 yeas to 86 nays. The Speaker
voted aye.

WAsmHINTON, Jan. 27.-The Republican
caucus has chosen Garfield and Hoar as
representatives of the party on the House
branch of the tripartite Electoral Commis-
sion. McCrary declined the nomination.
Hoar had 42 votes to 40 for Hale. Garfield
was the unanmmous choice.

NEW YORK, Jan. 28.-The Times' Wash-
ington special says:-The Republicans have
secured the services of Evarts and Stanley
Matthews, and will probably have another
as counsel before the Electoral Commission.
The Democrats will have Jerry Black,
Carpenter, of Wisconsion, and Richard T.
Merrick, of Washington.

WASHrNGTON, January. 30.-Associate
Jgstices Clifford, Strong, Miller and Field,
designated by the Electoral Bill as four
members of the judicial branch of the
Commission were in secret conference two
or three hours to-day, but adjourned witji-
out arriving at any determination ks to
which one of their associates should be
selected fifth member.

iCmcAeoO January 30.-The• Tribune's
Washington special says :-"Judge Davis'
friends intiimate he was the choice of the
Justices' to-day, but declined.

RAILROADS BY COMPRESSED AIR-INSANE
AND GAME LAWS PASS THE HOUSE-SE-
CURING EGRESS FROM PUBLIC BUILDINGS
-THE SCHOOL BILL-MEMORIAL TO CON-
GRESS REGARDING TERRITORIAL OFFI-
CERS.
The House has been playing making rail-

roada After getting the road to Helena
for a million dollars subsidy, they
have set it back, and now the northern
terminus is at the town of Boulder. In
this shape the bill has been ordered engross-
ed for printing. I hope they will get the
road but they will not, as no company will
accept the terms. Whether they might not
better dispense with the question, and de-
vote their time to other needed legislation,
may be seen in the dim but not distant fu-
ture. -

Among other notices of bills to be intro-
duced, is one by Witter, of Beaverhead, for
a grant of land in favor of public schools.

Mr. Speaker gave notice that he had
signed C. J. R. No. 1, C. B. No. 4 and C.
B. No. 7.

Inconsidering Robinson's railroad bill,
No. 81, Sanders, of Lewis and Clarke,
wished to introduce an amendment to
change the amount of subsidy from one
million dollars to the original amount, $1,-
500,000, and the author of the bill object-
ing was obliged to modify his motion to
$1,499,999. The motion was lost. Amend-
ments were proposed to reduce to $500,000,
and one to less. Sanders, of Lewis and
Clarke, said that if the Legislature wished
to meet the desires of the people by passing
some reasonable bill such as the Territory
could afford and such as would be likely to
be accepted by some company, they ought
to do it or drop the subject. I concur.

The bill to amend the Helena incorpora-
tion act was referred to Sanders, Davis,
Kessler and Chadwick.

Council passed unanimously to-day bill
regarding minors being allowed to gamble
and forbidding same in public places.

Council also passed the bill for the bene-
fit of the insane-H. B. 2.

Also the game law, C. B. 28, which sim-
ply changes the present law in time of pro-
hibition from March 1st to August 1st, lay-
ing a fine of $50 to $250 each to kill grouse,
prairie chickens, pheasants, fool hens, par-
tridges or quail within the prescribed time
nor at any time to kill any of above on
speculation or for purposes of sale under
penalty of from $50 to $100. Law to have
effect from passage.

Also passed the bill regarding fire acci-
dents, C. B. 30, to compel the owners of
public buildings to be erected to have the
doors open outwardly, and all buildings
now constructed shall within 90 days after
the passage of this act be so altered as to
comply with its provisions. Penalty for
non-compliance, $100 to $500 fine and the
buildings to be closed by the court until
the doors thereof shall be made to comply
with the provisions of this act. To take
effect from passage.

Council in executive session confirmed
thel nominations as notaries public of Mas-
sena Bullard and Ed. B. Bonnell, of Lewis
and Clarke County, and Joseph Fenlon, of
Big Horn county.

The bill to support common schools re-
quires that the districts are to be the same
as Judicial districts, making three instead
of nine as now, and the money from the
general fund appropriated for each district
shall be apportioned to the proportion of
such. Number of months of holding
schools left with the authorities having
charge. The Council has been in commit-
tee of the whole all the forenoon on this
bill and have got more to do.

Council J. M. No. 3, asking for the priv-
ilege of electing Territorial officers, urges
that while it was necessary to afford pro-
tection half a .entury ago to a few hun-
dred citizens that the system now fails to
meet the wants of the large masses of in-
telligent people who are developing the
great resources of the country and is at vari-
ance with the principles of self-govern-
ment; that the present system is of monar-
chial and not republican character; also that
rules are sent from distant lands; that the
delegate in Congress is simply a beggar
asking favors, and finally petition for an
equality of political privileges granted citi.
zens in the States. The foregoing is about
the amount of a long document. Ordered
printed.

The House has been the entire afternoon
on the bill for building a hospital, and it is
no use to trouble you with amendments
lost and passed, as the morrow may wipe
them out.

Up to thisevening three unimportant bills
have reached the Governor, ie., to allow
county commissioners to reject all bids, C.
J. R 1, and one referring to commissioners
of deeds.

TERRITORIAL LIBRARY - MEMORIALIZING
THAT THE ASSAY OFFICE BE MADE A
MINT-LIQUORS NOT TO BE SOLD TO MI-
NORS.
The bill to provide for the Territorial Li-

brary simply changes the status in making
the Governor one of the committee instead
of Secretary, and requires the clerk of the
Supreme Court to act as Librarian at $400
per year.

House J. M. No. 2 praying that the As-
say office may be converted into a branch
mint for the coinage of gold and silver, rep
resents thlat.Montana stands next in rank
to the State of Nevada in the yajue of her
yields, and that enough is. now known of
the silver belt of Montana to show that it is
the most valuable in the world, while com-
merce with commercial centres is debarred
by our remoteness,and discourages our citi-
zens from investing; that the gold and sil-
ver yield of the Territory of Montana for
the past twelve years amounts to $14,422,-
000; that the value of her mines is lessened
by exhaustive rates of transportation
which precludes from foreign markets her

Resolved, That, hi commemoration of the
dauntless courage, the disciplined valor and
the heroic death of Col. George A. Cus-
ter and his men, of the Seventh Regiment
of the United States Cavalry, who fell with
him in the battle with the Sioux Indians on
the Little Big Horn River, in the Territory
of Montana, on the 25th day of June A.
D. 1876, the name of said Little Big Horn
shall be changed to Custer's River, and the
same shall forever hereafter be known as
Custer's River.

The itchen Railroad Bll.

As the above bill, U. B. 18, will probably
be materially amended, we give below only
a synopsis of its general provisions.

Sec. 1. Aid'ii bonds to amount of $4~000
per mile to a railroad from Franklin or any
point of connection with the U. P. or C. P.
roads between the mouth of Echo Cation
and Promontory Point, to a point in Mon-
tana: Entire amount not to exceed $1,-
500,000.

Sec. 2. Torun over the nearest and most
practicable route, via= mouth of Big Hole
to mouth of White Tail Deer creek ; to- be
well built, equipped, and trains to pass
between the termini within three years
from the date of contract.

Sec. 3. Ten-twenty bonds, 7 per cent.
interest, payable annually in New York;
to date from issuance and delivery.

Sec. 4. Auditor to procure $1,000 bonds.
Sec. 5 Three Railroad Commissioners, to

be appointed by Governor and confirmed
by Council; to be bona fide citizens of
personal integrity and business capacity
and one to be learned in the law : subject
to suspension for crookedness.

Sec. 6. Members of Board under oath
and penalty to have no part in any subsidy
or contracts for said road.

Sec. 7. Commissioners to contract for
the construction of the road; a majority to
rule.

Sec. 8. Commissioners to have $8 per
day and actual expenses for time sworn to
while actually engaged in their duties;
$5,000 appropriated to pay them.

Sec. 9. Company to be paid by twenty
mile sections when constructed, equipped
and accepted.

Sec. 10. Territory to take first mortgage
bonds back in equal amount, as forfeiture
it contract is violated.

Sec. 11. Provides for method of issuin
bonds.

Sec. 12 Reserves the right to tax the
property of the company, devotes the taxes
to paying the interest, etc., and provides
for special levy of tax to pay principal and
interest.

Sec. 13 Declares the right of the Legis.
lature to regulate fares and freights.

Montana.

As a gold producing country Montana
stands next in order to California, and
although the production has fallen off of
late years on account of mines being
worked out, new discoveries are being
made and new ground is opened. Some of
its mountainous country is yet imperfectly
prospected, such as the southeastern por-
tions on the tributaries of the Big Horn,
Powder and Tongue rivers. In all there
are said to be about five hundred gold.
bearing gulches in Montana, varying from
half a mile to twenty miles in letigth, and
in nearly all of them gold mining is carried
on during six or seven months in the year.
The length of ditches bringing water to
the mines will aggregate six hundred miles.
There are twenty mills in Lewis & Clark
county. - At Silver Star, Summit, Meadow
Creek and Sterling, in Madison county,
Radersburg and Crow Creek, in Jefferson,
and several others mills are at work on
quartz with variable results. It is only of
late that much attention has been turned
to silver mining in Montana, but now
several mills ana furnaces are at work on
otl. There is a rich belt of argentiferous
lodesin Ten Mile, Prickly Pear and Boulder
C~eek. This same belt has an outcrop at
at Butte, Deer Lodge county, and still
further at Vipoud and Bryant districts, in
Beaverhead county. There are several
mills at Butte, and the lixiviation process
has also been recently introduced. The
Territory is inadequately supplied with
reduction works and large quantities of
ore are shipped away. A large amount of
copper is also mined and the ore shipped
-to Baltimore. Our correspondent, who is
now traveling in the Territory, has in late
numbers given a series of intervctitqg letters
on Mo•tatan' mining matters which give
more details than we are able to refer to
here. The great need of the Territory is
capital, for they have plenty of good mines
scattered over a large area, They need
men of means to start them up, however,
whioh cannot be done by mere working
miners.--Miing and Bs'fiw i Press, Jan.

Question is to be Decided.

stbstance of the Act as Passed and Approved.

A bill to provide for and regulate the count-
ing of votes for President and Vice-Presi-
dent and decisions of questions artsing
thereon, for the term commencing March 4,
1877.
- Be it enacted, eto.-That the Senate and
House of Representatives shall meet in the
Hall of the House of Representatives at the
hour of 1 o'clock, post meridian, on the
first Thursday in February, 1877, and the
President of the Senate shall preside.

Two tellers shall be previously appointed
on the part of the Senate and two on the
part of the House of Representatives, to
whom shall be handed as they are opened
by the President of the Senate, all certifi-
cates and papers purporting to l'e certifi-
cates of the electoral vote, whicu certifi-
cates and papers shall be opened and acted
upon in alphabetical order of the States,
beginning with A, and the said tellers hav-
ing then read the same in the presence and
hearing of the two Houses shall make a
list of the votes as they shall appear from
said certificates, and the votes having been
ascertained and counted, as in this act
provided, the result of the same shall be
delivered to the President of the Senate,
who shall thereupon announce the state of
the vote and the names of the persons, if
any elected, which announcement shall be
deemed a sufficient declaration of the per-
sons elected President and Vice-President
of the United States, and together with a
list of the votes, be entered on the journals
of the two houses.

Upon such reading of any such certificate
or paper, when there shall be only one re-
turn from a State, the President of the
Senate shall call for objections if any.
Every objection shall be made in writing,
and shall state clearly and concisely and
without argument the ground thereof, and
shall be signed by at least one Senator and
one member of the House of Representa-
tives before the same shall be received.
When all objections so made to any vote or
paper from a State shall have been received
and read, the Senate shall thereupon with-
draw, and such objections shall be submit-
ted to the Senate, and the Speaker of the
House of Representatives shall in like
manner submit such objections to the
House of Representatives for its decision.
And no electoral vote or votes from any
State from which but one return has been
received shall be objected to except by the
affirmative vote-of the two Houses. When
the two Houses have voted they shall im-
mediately again meet, and the presiding
officers shall then announce the decision of
the question submitted.

That if more than one return or paper
purporting to be a return from a State shall
have been received by the President of the
Senate purporting to be certificates of the
electoral votes given at the last preceding
election for President and Vice-President
in such State, unless they shall be dupli-
cates of the same return, all such returns
and papers shall be opened by him in the
presence of the two Houses.

When met as aforesaid and read by the
tellers, all such returns and papers shall
thereupon be submitted to the judgment and
decision as to which is the true and lawful
electoral vote of such State of aeommission
constituted as follows:

During the session of such House on the
Tuesday next preceding the first Thursday
in February, 1877, each House shall, by viva
vbce vote, appoint five of its members, who,
with five Associate Justices of the Supreme
Court of the United States, to be ascertain-
ed as hereinafter provided, shall constitute
a commission for the decision of all ques-
tions upon or in respect of such double
returns named in this section, on the Tues-
day preceding the first Thursday in Febru-
ary, or as soon thereafter as may be.
The Associate Justices of the Supreme
Court of the United States now assigned to
the First, Third, Eighth and Ninth Cir-
cuits, shall select in such manner as a ma-
jority of them may deem fit, another Asso-
ciate Justice of said court, which five
persons shall be members of said commis-
sion, and the person longest in commission
of said five Justices shall be President of
said commission. The members of such
commission shall respectively take and
subscribe the following oath:

"I, - , do solemnly swear, (or affirm,
as the case may be,) that I will impartially
examine and consider all questions submit-
ted to the commission of which I am a
member, and a true judgment give thereon
agreeable to the constitution and the laws,
So help me God."

Which oath shall be filed with the Secre-
tary of the Senate. When the commission
shall have been thus organized, it shall
not be in the power of either House to dis-
solve the same or to withdraw any of its
members, but if any such Senator member
shall die, or become physically unable to
perform the duties required by this act,
the fact shall be by said commission, be-
fore it shall proceed further, communicated
to the Senate or House of Re resentatives,
as the case may be, which body shall im-
mediately and without debate, proceed by
viva voce vote to fill the place so vacated,and
the person so appointed shall take and sub-
scribe the oath heinbefore prescribed and
become a member of said commission. And
in like manner if any One of the Justices
of the Supreme Court shall die or become
physically incapable of performing the du-
ties required by this act the other of said
Justices, members of said commission,
shall immediately appoint another Justice of
said court a me•pber of said commission,
and in such appointment regard shall be
had to the impartiality and freedom from
bias sought by the original appointments
to said commission, who shall thereupon
immediately take and subscribe the oath
hereinbefore prescribed, and become a mem-
ber of said commission to fill the vacancy
so occasioned.

All certificates and papers purporting to
be certificates of the electoral votes of each
States shall be opened in the alphabetical
order of the States as provided in section
one of this act, and when there shall be
more than one certificate or paper as the
certifiates and papers from such State, it
shall be opened, excepting duplicates of the
same return. They shall be read by tellers
and thereupon the President of the Senato
shall call for objections, if any. Every ob-
jection shall be made in writing, and shall
state clearly and concisely, and without ar.
gument the ground thereof, and shall be
signed by at least one Senator and one
mnember of the House of Representatives
before the rame shall be received. When
all objections so made to any vote, or cer-
tificate, or paper from a State shall have
been received and read, the vote, certificate
paper so objected to, and all papers accom-
panying the same, together with such
objections,- shall be submitted to such com.

dission, which shall proceed to consider
the same, with the same powers,if any, now
possessed by the two Houses, acting sepa-
rately or together, and by a majority of the
votes decide whether any and what votes
from such State are provided for by the
constitution of the United States, and how
many.and what persons were duly appoint-
ed electors in such, and 'may therein take
into view such petitions, depositions, and
other papers, if any, as shall by the consti-
tution and now existing law be competent/
and pertinent in such consideration, which
decision shall be made in writing, stating
briefly thegroand thereof, and signed by
the inemhbers of said commission agreeing
thereto, whereupon the Houses shall again
meet, and such decision shall be read and
entered.into the journals of each House,
and the counting of the vote shall proceed
in conformity therewithI •nless, upon ob-jection made thereto ii writing by at least

five fenatora ad are members of the
uowi• of elepres ntatites, then the two
Houses shall seprately concur in ordering
otherwise, in which case such conctrrent
order shall govern.

President of the Senate,the Speaker's chair
forSpeaker immediately upon his left, the
Senators in the body of the hall on the
right of their presiding officer, for the

That nothing in this act shall be held to
impair or effect any right now existing un-
der the constitution and laws to question
by proceedings in the jpdicial courts of the
United States the right or title of the per-
son who shall be declared elected, or who
shall claim to be the President or Vice-
President of the United States, if any such
right exists.

That said commission shall make its own
itles, keep a record of its proceedings, and
shall have power to employ such persons as
may be necessary for the transaction of its
business and the execution of its powers.

Objections to the McAdow School Bill.

It abolishes the offices of Territorial and
and County Superintendents, and estab-
lishes three district superintendencies, the
triumvirate to be styled a Board of Educa-
tion, but with vaguely defined duties. It
contains no provision concerning text
books, not even stipulating against frequent
and arbitrary changes; it does not provide
for Territorial certificates, and it fails to
specify the per cent. of grades. The only
report required of the Board is of their
proceedings in biennial session without
reference to what proceedings shall be had.
It graciously provides that said Board may
require teachers to hold institutes at their
own expense, a privilege enjoyed by the
teachers of this county for several years
without legislation. It abolishes the offices
of County Superintendents, just filled by
th people, and empowers the Governor to
appoint their successors for the next two
years. The District Superintendents are
to receive $800 per annum, with no allow-
ance for traveling expenses, office rent,
postag-, expressage, etc. Presuming that
a District Superintendent should possess
qualifications that would enable him to
teach any school in his district, it is not
probable that a teacher capable of earning
from $900 to $1,500 as a teacher, would be
willing to accept the salary of $800 with
traveling and other expenses to be deduct-
ed, particularly when prohibited from
engaging in any other official employment.

The bill abolihshes the per capita appor-
tionment of county funds and turns over
all school tax collected to the district in
which the tax was collected. The only
available common fund is from fines-last
year this fund amounted to $548 28. A
prodigious sum to be apportioned by nine
county treasurers among a hundred dis-
tricts. The States of Illinois, Iowa, Mary-
land, Missouri, Nebraska, Nevada, New
York. Ohio, and in fact every State that
has efficient school system, apportion State
funds and taxes to the aistricts in propor-
tion to the number of children. They also
provide for special district taxes to cover
deficiencies. So far our present law is
similar in its provisions. But many States
do ,more than this. Massachusetts and
Connecticut duplicate from the State funds
certain district contributions to educational
purposes, whether raised by tax or con-
tributed. California distributes per capita
and guarantees to small districts, contain-
ing as few as fifteen children, the sum of
$500 annually, when the apportionment
falls below this sum.

It must be couceded that this bill con-
templates a retrograde movement. The
next step will probably be to abolish the
district tax aud require those having chil,-
dren and desiring their education to pay
for the same from their private fdnds,
since there are so many persons no• re-
quired to pay a tax to support free schools,
who have no children of their own' to
educate.

The wealthy districts have been bene
fitted thus far by the per rapita plan.
Many heavy tax-paying sections, without
children or school districts have for years
paid to swell the general fund, without any
local advantages. Now that some of these
outlying settlements ask for district organ.
ization, does it not'ook a little picayunish
in the large towns to attempt to deprive
the weak districts of benefits similar to
those enjoyed for years by the former at
the expense of the latter.

I may add that the loss to the wealthy
districts is insignificant, and scarcely per-
ceptible in districts provided with good
school houses, good teachers, and suitable
apparatus for teaching, as these draw
families and children from the sparsely
settled sections and help to swell the per

_api*a fund. It also stimulates to gener-
ous rivalry in efforts to promote efficienoy
in the county schools.

This rule, however, does not hold good
in large districts with rickety school houses,
second or third class teachers, and a school
apparatus completely represented in a 3x7
black-board-and I am glad it does not.

The bill appropriates the old law almostbodily, but fails to modify many standing
provisions to conform to changes proposed.
It bears unmistakable evidences, of inex.

perienced maternity, and should not be-
come a law. Our present system Is work-

ing satisfactorily, and should be maintained
until, to say the least, it can be iinproved.

-evelopment of the agricultural and min-

eral resources of the Territory, and the
Na~herr aeflto Itailroad never had a
nmor disinteveat4d sad hearty supporter
anywhere,
