In alate Emglish article on eutting and
| engraring glnss, the following illustrations

Senter, watchmakers, 60 Exchange strest,
Portland.

The
most powerful wagnifying glass reveals
only a few apparent scratches, but with a
microscope of great power the inseription
can be plainly read. The body of an ordi-
nary pin, placed betweecn the inscription
and the microscope, completely covered
the ipscription, the circle in which it is
contained being smaller than the head of &
pin. But even this has been surpassed,
the whole of the Lord’s Prayer having been
éxecuted within the same minute compass,
and this in such a manner as not only to
be plainly readable, but to exhibit the
artistic skill characterizing its accomplish-
ment.

Now that a train full of passengers have
been burned up in Obie through the use of
red-hot stoves in the cars it is discovered
that the statutes of that Btate require rail-
road companies to heat their cars with
apparatus so coustructed that the fires in
tiem ‘“will be immediately extinguished
whenever the cars are thrown from the
track and overturned.” Nosuch apparatus
has yet been invented, it seems, and uo
attempt has been made to enforce the law.

It was really a littls more than
this last year—1,049,797,507—but a few
thousand more or less makes small differ-
ence. The thousand million give work

#ad the postal cards cancel themselves, in
Sense. No one cen use them twice. The
#amps mobody has yet been able to
eance]l fairly and completely, and within
ths past month the department closed two
years of experiment no wiser than it began,
{ Mo one has got past the pad, the stamp and
‘printer's ink with which the department
hegam thirty years ago and which it uses

bailding there is a room full of some 400 or
5060 fruitless inventions, A new ink isgen-
erally the stronghold of canceling genijus,
and to the fat inks—printer's—and metallic
mks—writing fluid — the three principal
seids, canstio potash and e drug shop of
other chemicals have been added by genius
at work on a letter stamp. There is a sul-
vhuric acid there from Cincinnati, warrant-
ed to cancel a stamp, and which eats a hole
through the envelope into the bargain,
There is one of caustic potash, backed by a
distinguished chemist, which blisters a
man's fingers at touch and has its effects
on the glass bottle which holds it. Nitric
acid is at the bottom of another ink, and
fills the sir with fumes familiar to labo-
ratories, All these inks do toolmuch. Most
of them do too little. Your average inven-
tor never tests his invention, A shelf-ful
of inks—warranted to stand acide—have
been washed clean and dry from ecancelled
stampse with ordinary soap at the wash-
stand in the corner. One such ink a man
brought a precious bottle of from St. Louis.
Was doubtfnl about trusting the bottle out
of sight, for fear of losing hiz “ secret.”
saw some stamnps cancelled with it in his
sight by Mr. Hazen, in charge, and saw
the stamps washed clean ten minutes after
with soap und water. Of the whole bottled
array of inks not one has stood the acids
sud the alkalis of the Pateot Office chem-
ist. Last on the list is bis ink; & Swith-
sonian chemist settled him, and the depart-
ment still uses printers’ ink of the best
quality. No ope improves on that,

There are other ways to cancel stamps

by gennine cancellm. They have all been
invented—a good many separate times.
People in small offices have invented hooks
to harrow the surface of the stamp. That
takes too miuch time. In a large office a
single motion from pad to letter must dis-
pose of stamp and post-mark, Men with a
vague idea of this bave put together an
elastic stamp, which jabs a stamp full of
holes. A littla steam and a flat-iron
smooths that. And there is one ingenious
contrivance which brings a disk down with
a half turn at the stamping—a slanting slot
does the work and rips half the features off
4. W, or Franklin. Somewhere along the
ten-thousandth letter this dylls and takes a
biew ljke g gledge-hammer to do its work.
The New York office cancels 200,000,000
stamps & year and the New York clerk
takes more kindly to the firm, light tap of
a wooden stamp,- No invention has dis-
placed that any more than the ink,
Bo the department has given over the at-
tempt to cancel. Getthree cents for a good
many stamps, and carries six or nine cents
mail under the stamp. It is not a profita-
ble operation. ¢ Do they have this bother
in Englaud 2" 1 asked. “Oh, no; they
black . their stamps up so thoroughly."
