JUDGE M:ELROY'S SPEECE.
A Strong Plea &r m:s.lm of . Wages.

McElroy calledupg. B, No. 46, an act
to exempt the wages of laborers from
attachment, which was considered engross-
ed and put upon its final passage.

Mr. McElroy said :

AMr. Speaker:—Before final action on this
billis bad permit me to say a few words
in its fuvor. Almost fourteen years of
experience In this Territory have convinced
me more and more of the necessity of this
law. It isa well known and indisputable
fact, that upon tho labor and toil of the
working men depend the prosperity and
tutare well being of this Territory. Re-
move this class from the Territory and the
motives of prosperity will cease to animate
the main-spring of all action, Remove
them from among us and the streets of
our towns and cities will grow green and
silent. Let the sound of the pick and
shovel cease to bo heard and enterprise will
stop, and the cheerful work of prosperity
will come to astandstill and our mines
will becoms as valueless as the dust of the
graveyard. This isthe class of men who
in days that are passed braved all dangers,
encountered every difficulty, trod the dan-
gerous paths of the mountains, scaled the
dizzy cliffs and nobly developed and
brought to light the great mineral wealth
and resoarces of this Territory. Why pot
pass a law that shall encourage and protect
them as other classes have been protected?
Many other bills of far less importance
have found favor after carefnl considera-
tion. The very names of some of the
rivers that were disagreeable to the ear
have been changed, and their stagnant
waters have become ruby bright. Even
the brute creation have had a bill enacted
for their protection and pted them
from bondage, and they range and ramble
where they will. Strange to say that
whenever any attempt is made to introduce
any bill that tends to protect the laboring
classes or ameliorate their sufferings, it is

‘overlooked and neglected. This bill was

referred to the Judiciary Commitlee, com-
posed of pgentlemen possessed of almost
tho greater portion of the talent, learning
and intellect of this Tervitory. Gentlemen
that ordinary minds may be said to dnnk
wisdom from, reported this bill ndvarsely.
It iz uot my proyioee to ask the rause that
prompted this committee to report against
the passage of this bill. With what feel-
ings of disapprobation will the announce-
ment of the rejection of this bill be received
in the cabins, hamlets and humble abodes
of the working class when they reflect that
the wants and wishes of every other class
are carefully provided for and their own
overlooked and disregardza. This is a
small request, but a small ray of light very
often penetrates the darkness and dispels
the heaviest gloom. It is asmall malter
to change the tenor ofa whole lifetime,
and straws, as ik wers, become levers in
forming the great bulk of man’s future
happiness or misery. This is a law that is
in force elsewhere, even in Minnesota,
whers the great part of the people are
agriculturists, and is the more pertinent
here, where the people mostly are miners.
And I ask in the name of this hardy yeo-
manry, that the wages of the employee
may not be attached for any debt less than
fifty dollars, and upon that I eall for the
yoas and nays,
