A Queer nPhse of Gold and Silver Work.

On the closing up of the Smith & Roger
silver plating concern in New Haven, a
few days ago, preparatory to removal to
Meriden, the floor of the plating room was
taken up, burned, and the ashes analyzed,
with the result of procuring pure silver to
the amount of $981.. This result is not so
strange as it appear at first sight. The
precious metals are capable of extreme
volatiization under heat, becoming mere

vapors, which.may be condensed, resulting
in the production of the metal in a pure
form. But, even without heat, the. parti-
cles of gold and silver are made so exceed-
ingly fine, in the process of the manufac-
ture of gold and silver goods, whether solid
or plated, that no device for saving the ma-

terial, abraided or thrown off in the various
manipuiations, are entirely effeAtual. Even

in the government assay offices the soot

deposited in the chimneys from the melt-

ing of the crude materials is valuable; and
in most manufactories of articles of gold
and silver the proprietors do not allow the
workmen to retain their work clothes when

worn out, but pay them a price generally
sufficient to procure new garments-an old

tattered vest belonging to a bench work-
man being valued by his employers, even

when worn to rags, at $20.-Hartford
(Conn.) Times.

NEEICAN SOILZERS WIVES.

Xarching with Their Husbands to the
Battlefeld.

From "Cnlhnhunan Adventures," in the New Or-
leans Times.

About 9 o'clock that evening, under the
glare of a full moon, the Mexican sol-
diers started. First and foremost went a
dozen pack mules, laden with the necessi-
ties of the trip, with the baggage of the
officers, a quantity of ammunition, arms,
and some spare saddles with accoutre-
ments. Next came the troops, about one
hundred in number, dressed in white with
red stripes, cuffs and collars, and with the
high cap, long since gone out of use with
us. Behind them came the women folks-
wives of the saldiers-though they had
been forbidden to come, and every soldier
had been ordered not to alight to let his
wife ride, as an attack might be expected
at any moment. When this order was
given, there was weeping and wailing and
gnashing of teeth, for the Mexican soldiers
wife follows him even to the battlefield and
has often been known to pick up the dead
husband's rifle and fight. Many petitions
have been sent to the commandants to re-
voke this order, but they have steadily re-
fused to do so, and the consequence was
that the women determined to follow,
though it should be on foot, and follow
they did, carrying their children in their
arms. Not only did they keep up with,
but often reached the place of destination
or of camping, before the troops, and had
fires built in readiness for their coming.
Some of these journeys were forty, fifty and
fifty-five miles.
I think a further description of the

Mexican soldiers wives, her character, etc.,
will be interesting. Wives, I said, but I
am sorry to say they more often occupy
that position without the sanction of the
padre than with it, but to the last they are
faithful and true, and undergo all manner
of toil and hardship for those whom they
claim as husbands. For instance, when
on our journey westward, by them it was
clearly understood that they should have
to walk the entire distance, but started out
with the firm resolve to do or
die. I well recollect that first night, how
my heart ached for these women, one, in
particular, who not only carried her child,
a boy about three years old, slung to her
back, and a big gourd of water by her side,
but was barefooted. I made a special re-
quest to Don Jesus that she might be per-
mitted to ride a snort distance on her hus-
band's horse. lie laughingly replied :
." She, with her load will tire the rest and
out-travel the horses"' which I found to be
true.

And still another moved my pity. She
was young and beautiful. The older ones
gazed on her with a smile, and as they no-
ticed my look of sympathy, would signifi-
cantly say " Her first, campaign!" bhe was t
wife of the Primero, a position equivalent i
to our sergeant-major. At every camping
place where there was running water, the
women washed their own and husband's
clothing, and when the pack train under
escort went ahead, they kept with it and

often upon our arrival the frugal meal

would be prepared. t

Ann Elisa Suys a Lcomotive.

After lecturing at Erie, Mrs. Ann Eliza
started for Connersville, Indiana, where

she was announced to speak on the " Polit-
ical Aspects of the Utah Theocracy;" but

somewhere near Cleveland her trunk apos-
tatized from the anti-Mormon faith and

went off on a lark, taking A. E.'s clothing
and speech along. On reaching Muncie the

railroad connection gave wayv,and the afore-

said A. E. found herself at a strange depot,
trunk lost and no train going in the direc-
tion of her hungry audience down at Con-
nersville.

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AN ABMY VCANDAL
A Court Martial on Major enaC.

CHICAGO, March 15.-There is quite ae commotion in army circles at St. Paul,

Minn., headquarters of the Department of
is Dakota. The cause is kept striotly within
the circumference of the aristocratic circles.
A leak to the well confined matter has been
sprung at the military headquarters of
General Sheridan, in this city. A lively
army scandal is in consequence revealed.
At present the court martial is in session at
s St. Paul, with closed doors, trying Major

Marcus A. Reno, Seventh U. S. Cavalry,I for conduct unbecoming an officer and gen-

tlemen, &c., and if the charge be sustained
his commission in the army will be the for-
feit. The unbecoming conduct is said to
consist in amorous proposals by the Major
to the wife of another oificer-Captain Bell
of the same regiment. The first advances
were made in November last,as report goes,
at Ft. Buford. The lady resented and in-
formed her husband of the insult. Bell at
once bruited the matter about and threat-
ened to raise Reno's hair. Reno thereupon
reported it about that Bell's wife was no
fit person for other army ladies to associate
with. The whole affair was officially re-
ported and both the officers were placed
under arrest, so they could not do Bach
Ot•.any bod•tt Injury. `re• pet, (om-
mander rep~rtea tlh matter to Washington
and a strictly private investigation was or-
dered from General Sheridan's headquar-
ters. The investigation resulted in the
convocation of a general court martial by
order from the Secretary of War, J. D.
Cameron.

Brevet Major General Hazen, colonel of
the Sixth U. S. Infantry was appointed
President, and Captain P. P. Hughes, of
the Third U. S. Infantry, Judge Advocate
of the court.

The court convened on the 8th inst., and
proceeded with its star chamber examina
tion so that the scandal would not reach
the outer world. The affair becomes of
greater interest when it is remembered
that Major Reno, the chief actor in this dis-
reputable army episode, figured conspicu-
ously in the newspaperannals of the Custer
massacre. Captain Bell, the other party so
closely connected with the affair, was at
this time a Lieutenant on recruiting service
and received his promotion to a captaincy
by the death of his comrades on the fron-
tier. Major Reno's wife, whom he married
at Harrisburg, Pa., recently died. Mrs.
Bell was married about three years ago.

CHICAGo, March 28.-The Tribune's St.
Paul special says in the military tribunal
to-day, Judge Advocate Barr summed up
the evidence against Major Reno ; the spec-
ifications are:

1st-That Reno being commander of Ft.
Abercrombie, enlled at the quarters of Mrs.
Bell while her husband was absent in New
York, at the bedside of a sick father, and
took impr per inDertes, attempting to draw
her to his person.

2d-Being repelled he stepped outside,
but remained inside the storm door, and
when Mrs. Bell was passing out sometime
afterward, caught her hand and renewed
his attempts. This outrage she reported to
his wife.

3d-Reno afterward threatened to make
it hot for her because she did not invite
him to a social gathering at her quarters,
and to drive her entirely out of the regi-
ment.

4th-That he cast reflections oin her
character in speaking to the chaplain of the
garrison, and had insisted on his not stop-
ping at her place or holding religious ser-
vices thers.

The fifth and sixth specifications cover
the same ground.

7th-Reno said to Lieutenant Wallace,
Mrs. Bell had better cease fighting him,her
character was vulnerable and he could easi-
ly blast it.

8th-Afterwards he publicly humiliated
Mirs. Bell by giving orders that she should
not play the organ at divine service and I
threatening to stop the service if she was I
allowed to play.

The prosecution introduced the evidence I
of Mrs. Bell, Chaplain Wainwright, Capt.
Berton, Lieut. Wallace, and others, and
clearly established each specification, The
defense had little evidence, the accused not
being allowed to testify, nor to produce
witnesses against Mrs. Bell's character.witnesses against Mrs. Bell's character.

Ex-Governor Davis summed up the case
for IL no, and was answered by Mr. Barr,
after which, the case was taken under ad-
visement and the verdict will be forwarded
to the army headquarters. The general
opinion is that' Reno will be found guilty
and dismissed from the service.

"FAST MAIL WAGONS."

The Postaee Department falding Out
Against the P. W. I. 8.L

WAsmNGroTN, March I6.-The Postoflfice
Department has issued orders for the es-
tablishment of a " fast wagon service " to
carry mail between Philadelphia and Lam-
okin Junction, destined for or coming from
points on the Baltimore Central Railroad
between Lamokin, Pa., and Port Deposit,
Md. This extraordinary conveyance of
mails by express wagons over a distance of
fourteen miles, alongside of a jailroad, is
ordlered by Second Assistant Postmaster
General Brady in preference to yielding to

THE A EANSbAS HOT SPRINGS.

Their Precise Status, as Regulated at the Last
Session of C: aress.

From the Cincinnati Commercial.
A reporter for the Commercial had a

conversation with Mr. Walsh, of Hot
Springs, who was here on his way back
from Washington, where he went to assist
in getting through the law to redeem the
Springs. Mr. Walsh, who has been a
prominent citizen of "the Springs" for
many years, was formerly of this city.
During the administration of Mayor Hatch
le was on the pJlice force. He is now
practicing law, and is also in the real es.
tatc business. In the course of his talk
about the Springs yesterday he said:

The original adventurous three who, in
1832, settled there and laid squatter-claim
to the lands were Hale, Gaines and Rector.
These men took in the lands immediately
adjoining the Springs, and held possession.
Anybody coming after them, and propos-
ing to settle there, had to pay them tribute
at the muzzl3 of the shot-gun. You've
beard a great deal about the troubles and
complications, and legislation and attempts
at legislation in Congress and out of Con-
gress, and in the Supreme Court of the
United States, about the Hot Springs res-
ervation, that have kept back progress
there.

The act of 1871 seemed to arrive atsome-
thing definite in the way of the collection
of rents by the United States. But this
new act, which became a law by President
Grant's signature, in his last day in office,
settles everything on a definite and endur-
ing basis. There are 2,640 acres in the
Hot Springs reservation. This includes
the village, which has a population now of
four thousand persons. There is to be an
appraisement of the property embraced in
this 2,640 amres, and every occupant must
pay his price, as appraised, to the general
government, and thus become absoelte
owner. But the Springs are to be reserved
for the use of all, subject to the manage-

The Cardinals
may step outside of Italy, and if they do
not prefer an Eunglishman, and if an Eng-
lishmau then a hereditary Cathohc belong-
ingto one of the few English families
which are recognized on the Continent as-reat."

A Liberal Offer.

Messrs. Mackey & Fair have come for-
ward and offered to relieve Storey county
of financial embarrassment. They proposed
at once to advance to the Commissioners
$80,000, and to pay in quarterly a like
amount. Eight-elevenths of this money to
go to the general fund and three-elevenths
to the school fund. They will charge no
interest. If the Con. Virginia and Cali-
fornia companies win the suits the money
so advanced is to be a gift to the county.

Mrs. President Hayas.

Mrs. Lucy Webb Hayes, the new ihis-
tress of the White ..House, was born in
Chillicothe, O., and is now about 45 years
cf age. She is a daughter of Dr. James
Webb, and granddaughter of Lieut-Col.
Cook, of the revolutionary army. In 1850
while young Hayes was :isiting his mother
at his birthplace, Delaware, O., he met
Miss Webb, who was then attending the
Ohio Wesleyan University, a Methodist in-
scitution used extensively as a female col-
lege. At that time she was particularly
noticeable for her long, flowing black hair,
dark eyebrows, pearly white teeth, and
beautiful eyes. An introduction was given
and "love at first sight" resulted in an en-
gagement of marriage. Rutherford had.
graduated at the Law School of Harvard
University, and settled in Cincinnati in
1849, after having practiced awhile in Fre-
mo~t. He was considered an admirable
"catch," as it was understood that hle was
to be the sole heir of. his bachelor uncle,
Sardis Iirchard, a well-known banker and
merchant. The marriage ceremony was
performed in 1852.

During the new President's long service
in the field, rising from the rank of a-pri-
vate soldier to that of major-general, his
wife made frequnent.trips to the scenes of
carnage, and in the camp and field and hos-
pital displayed the full measure of heroism.
When her husband received his most dan-
gerous wound, and was taken ton a house at
Middletown, Md., for the purpose of secur-
ing a skilled surgeon to amputate his arm,
Mrs. Hayes hastened to the town, and
nursed Inm so succeessfully that the shat-
tered member was saved. lHer presence
among the soldiers was a source of great
pleasure to them, and a volume could be
readily compiled of amusing, pathetic and
distressing scenes of arwmy life in which she
stood, or kneeled, or wept,.the eentral fig-

tre. Like her huaband,whoee physical en-durannce, moral courage and strong human-

ity hadbeen .fully tsted, ashe was ever a
WMaiutd with all who came in contact

for her to return to he owWr
that, besides the man of hear firt lose, she
bore away the .eRotions of thousands of
his e pimpa.aids in rs,
