Sut, the Minersaw proper to criticise the
performance mildly and conscientiously,
and, if wmot too echaritable, justly. It
is @« professional entertainment and a
legitimate theme for criticism. Whether
there was any necessily for criticism or not
was for the editor of the Miner to deter-
mine, and if be eriticised unjustly, there
are pleaty of other papers inthe Territory
to set bim right. But Mr. Taylor, who has

Tlis is baosiness for the showman, and he
knows it well. It does seem & little un-
gracious, therefure, that he should be ridi-
euled to audiences as a ‘‘dead beat” and
bummer, taken in as an act of charity, and
his motives for any mention he may make
measnred by the number of free tickets he
receives. It was our pleasure to mewnfion
Mr. Taylor's entertainments favorably ; it
is our pleasura to speak plainly now. In
neither instance have our expressions been
materially effected by the number of com-
plimentary tickets we received on both oe-
onsions of their playiug here. It is rarely
in several years we have accepted these
paste-board courtesies, and we have done
8o for the last time. Probably Mr. Taylor
bad oo intention of saying anything farther
than as related to the Miner, butin that re.
spect one editor is all editors, and he has
converted the New Norri-WEsT to thor-
onghly business prineiples as relates to pro-
fessional entertai ts. The press can
certainly afford it if the showman can, and
we do not care to have the motive attribut-
ed 1o any mention we may make of a per-
formance, as it was attributed to the Miner
editor Wedunesday evening. Editors have
some self-respect and if their expressions
are measured by the number of complimen-
tary tickets they receive, the best thing
they can do is Lo reject them entirely.

The Edifice Nearly Completed.

das

The Episcopal Church building on the |
corner of First and I streets is now prac- |
tically completed. It is a substantial and |
bandsome stune edifice, an ornament to the
town and a grateful savctuary to the pm-
ishioners who have had only temporary and |
insufficient refuge for years, The present
is an opportune time to give some facts re-
lating toat,

On the 19th of March, 1871, Reverend
Morrell Fowler, his wife and two children,
while en route to assume work in Balt Lake
City under Bishop Tuttle, were burned to
death in the well remembered railroad dis-
aster at New Hamburg, Rev. Fowler had
been in charge of St, Peter’s Charch, Hel-
ena, for some nine months previously,.acd
preceding that was for many years Reotor |
of 5t. James' Church, Batavia, New York. |
Shortly after his sad death his parishioners
at Batavia subscribed and paid $1,000,
which was placed in the hands of Bishop
Tuttle, to constitute part of a building fund
for a Memorial Church to Rev. Fowler at
whatever place the Bishop might in lns
wisdom select. At that time Reverend
Stoy, who had established the church here,
was making energetio and snccessful efforts
looking to the building of an Episcopal
Church in Deer Lodge, apd the Bishop ap-
propriated the money to this church build-
10y, makiog it Reverend Fowler's Memorial
Cliurch. This $1,000, with interest, and
some $300 collected by Mr, Stoy, amounted
to a fund of $1,500— but the building' pro-
Jject at that time fell through,

On the 1st of Ogctober, 18/5, Rev. M, N.
Gilbert took charge of this Parish and bas
since been its Rector. The membership
under his charge has increased from 6 to
80, Bervices were first held in the Coart
Room, then in the City Hotel, latterly in
the log building formerly occupied by the
touthern Methodists, Last spring it was
determined to undertake the erection of the
church, and on June 19th the corner-stone
was laid by Bishop Tuitle and other cler-
gymen, The building is of stone, Gothic
style, the exterior size Leing 28x58 and af-
fording convenient sitting room for 173
people. The chancel is 12x12, flanked on
either side by vestry and sexton rooms
6x12, The hight from floor 1o ceiling is
26 feer. A square stone tower rises from
the south-east cormer, surmounted by a
belfry, steeple and cross, the extreme hight
of which is 56 feet. Al the openings, cor-
pers and water table are of cut stons,
The inside wood-work will be groined black
walnut, The building is well proportioned
and very handsome. Assomething new in
Montana, all the windows are of stained
glass, and were maunufactured by Dooth,
Riester & Co,, Buffalo, New York., The
lancet and front windows are very fine and
a *dim, religious light,” many hued and
pleasing, comes through them. The finest,
bowever, is the chancel window. It is a
memorial window, triple,6x10 feet, contain-
ing as the centre-piece the words:

' Ix MewmORIAM.

Rev. MorginL. FOWLER.

Opur, MarcH 19, 1871,
It contains also several symbalical figures
of elegant design and workmaunship. This
window was a present from a lady of Deer
Lodge. Reverend Giibert has also been
tendered a church bell and marble baptis.
mal fount by the relatives of Henry S.
