Until within a few years back the sepa-
rate arms were drilled to tactics so dissimi-

lar ¢hat an infantry‘officer could hardly be-

expected to manage a squadron and & cav-
alryman would have found himself unac-
qnainted with the details of an infantry
battalion movement, while the artilleryman
was not at home in either of the other
arms. The introdaction of General Up-
ton's new tactics is doing much toward
bréaling ‘down ¥hé 61d barriers whith, iu a
tactical sense, separated the different
branches from each other, Omne of the
greatest impmyamaum that came into use
with his-8rst text book was the new meth-
od of changing front to rear by the wheel
of fours about, disregarding the inversion
caused by this movement, without refer-
ence to the original right or left of line,
and saving the old complicated way of
doing it by the countermarch of companies,
&c. The adoption of the column of fours,
although it was only a modification of the
calomn of threes that was used by the
British before the death of the Duke of
‘Wellington, has done much, in the hands
of General Upton, to simplify the evolu-
tion of tactical units. He mow proposes,
. and his gystem is on trial in the army. to
make the same word of command and the
same method of executing the tactical ma-
naeuvres serve ahke for infantry, cavalry
ard artillery. In this plan the battalion is
considered the basis for the tactical unit;
two equadrons of cavalry are counted as a
battalion of this arm, and a maximum bat-
tery of artillery (eight pieces) is suscepti-
ble of being worked in harmony with this
system, which 18 deservedly growing popu-
lar, Itis an acknowledged fast that sim-
plicity in tactics is as much a necessity as
it is to possess & uniform calibre for small
arms, and as few calibres as possible of
great guns.  Under this unified system of
tactios the cadets are mow being drilled.
In the forenoon to-day the first and second
classes, to the number of some sixty sa-
bres, drilled mounted as a cavalry battal-
ion, and in the afternoon the four com-
pinies, representing all the classas, about
two hundred bayonets, turned out on dress
psrade as a battalion ef infantry. The
cavalry drill demonstrated a considerable
knowledge of equitation and command over
their horses by the young soldiers, who
have had about two months of this sort of
exercise during the present season. The
horses, however, are anything but good;
they are of several colors and sizes; some-
times employed t0 move the material of a
battery of field artillery and sometimes
mounted by one cadet and sometimes by
another. Theresnlt of all this naturally is
that as cavalry horses the amimals are good
for nothing. They are disobedient, hard-
mouthed, self-willed, and don't know their
place. They do not look as if the stable
cable call ever brought them much of 2
grooming, and this peglect is perhaps one
reason for their defective temper. The
irons of the bits, bridles and saddles, as
well as the sabre scabbards of the riders,
were dirty and rosty to an extreme that
might astonish the beholder. As the horses
are thus put to double duty they cannot be
looked upon as fit for cavalrymen, and
therefore it wonld be unjust too :everely
criticise either the riding or manner of ex-
ecnting the batitalion movements which
were performed. The force was divided
into four companies of twelve men front
and went through skeletor drill in this
form. General SBherman, who was aecom-
panied by the military commandaut and
Colonel Aundenried, watched the walk and
trot past, the ployments, deployments and
changes of front with much interest.

& Voyage With s Ship Load of Menkeys.

An American consular officer, now in

Washington on leave of absence, relatesa
very funny occurfence which came. under
his observation during Ins official residence
in Liverpool. A successful and wealthy
shipowner, having devoted more time to
the business of money making than to the
cultivation of any of the unnecessary em-
bellishments of the intellect, was consider-
ed by his business associatés a little * off
in his orthography. He sent an order to
Bombay, and, among other things, wrote
for two monkeyg, which he wanted to pre-
sent to some friends; but departing from
the usual mode of spelling the word {we,
he put it too. Perhaps the handwnting
+was not very legible, as is often the case
with other than illiterate shipowners. At
aoy rate the master of the ship read it 100,
a8 did also the agents at Bombay. There
wpe much astonishment at so strange an
order, but the master was bound to obey it.
Accordingly the services of a number of
natives were secured, the country round
about was scoured, and in a few daysa
hundred monkeys of &ll colors and previ-
ons conditions were secared. ' There were
little black moneys, with eyes like beads,
bigger monkeys with whiskers,and baboons
whose grave expression of countenance pre-
sented » ridiculous contrast to their undig-
nifled anties..

Desp Mining Shafts In Eurepe,

Twenty years ago the deepest mining
shafts in the world reached only about 2,
feet below the surface, ‘The very deepest,
we believe, was a metalliferous mine in
Hanover, which has been carried down to a
depth of 2,200 feet. The deepest perpen-
dicular shaft to-day iz the Adelbert shaft in
a silver lead mine in Prizibram, in Bobe-
mia, which has reached a depth of 3,280
feet. The attainment of that depth was
made the oceasion of a three days’ festival,
and sti)l further poticed by striking offa
large number of comemorative silver med-
als of the value of a florin each. There is
no record of the beginning of work on this
mine,although its written history goes back
to 1527,  Quite recently an elegant com-
memorative volume has been written and
printed, which is the most interesting te
those who have a taste for erther the actu-
alities or antiquities of mining industry.
There are two other localities, however,
where a greater depth has been reached
than at the Adelbert ghaft, but notin a
perpendicular line, These are: 1. The
Rocksalt bore hole, near Sperenberg, not
far from Berlin, which,a few years ago,had
been bored to a depth of 4,175 feet. 2.
The coal mine of Viviers Remus, in Belgi-
um, where the miners, by shaft-sinking,
together with boring, have reached a total
depth of 3,242 feet. Turning from thess
two mines, no shaft, in unbroken perpen-
dicular line, has as yet exceeded the depth
of 3,280 feet. Taking each singly, the
deepest shaft in the world at the present
moment, group themselves according to Lthe
following order :

1. The already mentioned Adelbert shaft,
8,280 feet deep. As the top of this shaft
is 1,732 feet above the sea level, the bottom
in, of course, 1,648 feet bolow it.

2. The shafts near Gilly, in Belgium, are
sunk to the depthof 2,847 feet, At this
depth they were both connected by a hor-
rizontal drift; from there an exploriag
shaft is sunk to a further depth of 666 feet,
and from there again a trial hole, 96 fect in
depth, is put down, so that the total depth
reached is 3,542 feet. As they did not, in
the bore-hole, discover the songht-for coal
seam, they have returned tothe shaftat
the 2,847 foot level. '

8. Eimgkerts shaft of the Luguaer coal
mining company, Rhenania, Luguaer, in
the kingdom of Baxony, is 2,658 feet in
depith,

4, The Sampson sbaft of the Oberhartz
lead and silver mining works, near 8t. An-
dresberg, Hunover, has a depth of 2,437
feet, and is at present the deepest Bhaft of
Prussian mioing.

5. The winding sbaft of the Rosebridge
colliery, near Wigan, Lancashire, Ebgland,
har a depth of 2,458 feet. Coalis drawn
from the “*hanging on” at the 2,418-foot
level ; the time of the cage ranning this dis-
tance being 55 seconds; the winding rope
has, therefore, an average speed of 44 feet
per second.

6, A shaft at the coal mines of St. Luke,
near Bt. Chaumont, in the Loire depart-
ment, France, reaches 2,253 feet.

7. The shaftof Dankirk colliery, near
Dunkintield, Lancashire, is 2,060 feet deep,
but the mine is prosecated to a further
depth of 755 feet by shafts from the lower
levels, making a total depth of the mine of
2,824 feet.

8. The deepest shaft of the ecollieries,
near Ronchamp, in France, is 1,881 feet.
A gimilar depth has begn” reached by the
argentiferons mine mneéar Eonigsberg, ia
Norway. The mines belonging Lo the Ro-
ros copper works, in Norway, have worked
to the depth of from 2,640 to 8,270 feet.

9. The Amailia shaft in the mine works,
near Schemnitz, in Hungary, 1,782 feet.

10. The No, 1 Camphausen shafi, near
Fishbach, in the department of the Saar-
buck collieries, has now reached the depth
1,650 feet; and may possibly become ‘the
deepest shaft in Prussian ecoul mining.
Although the depth to which the shafts
enumerated have penetrated into the in-
terlor of the earth in the art and practice of
mining may appear mighty, and may be
an expressive witness of the great progress
made in mining pursuits, yet on the other
nand, the above results may be considered
insignificantly small when we compare
them with the extent of the earth’s ernst
and the diameter of the earth. The deep-
eat bore-hole in the world is the artesian
spring at Potsdam, Missouri, which reaches
s depth of 5,600 feet.— Landan Mm{»g
Journal, '

Ii is oI‘bu mpo:tant for those who are
not experienced judges by the eye, to have
some means of ascertaining the weight of
cattle while living besides the scales, and
by following these approved directions this
can be done with a mere trifle.

Take a string, but it around the breast;
stand sguare, just behind the slionlder
blade; measure on a foot rule the feet' and
inches the animal is in circumference; this
is called the girth; then, with the string,
measure from the bone of the tail which
plumbs the line with the hinder part of the
buttock; direct the line along the back to
the fore part of the shonlder blade; take
the dimensions on the foot rule as before,
which is the length; and work the figures |
in the following manper: Girth of the |
bullock, say six feet four inches; length five
feet three inches; which multiplied together
make 31 square superficial feet; and that
multiplied by 23 (this number of poands is
aliowed to each superficial foot of cattle
measuring less than seven and more than
five feet in girth), make 713 pounds.
Where the animal measures less than nine
aud more than seven feet in girth, 81 is
the number of ponnds to each superficial
foot. Again, sappose a pig or any small
beast should measure two feet in girth and
two along the back, which sultiplied to!
gether make four square feet; that muItL
plied by 11, the number of pounds allowed
to each sgqnare foot of cattle measuring
less than three feet girth, make 44
pounds. Again, suppose a call, a sheep,
ete., shonld measure four feet six inches in |
girth, and thres feet nine inches in length, |
which multipiied together make 154 aquare
feet; that multiplied by 16, the number of
pounds allowed to all cattle measuring less
than five feet and moro than three in girth,
makes 263 pounds. The dimensions of the
girth and length of the back of cattle,
sheep, calves or hogs may be as exacily
taken this way as it18 at all necessary for
any computation or any valuation of stock,
and will answer exactly to the four quar- |
ters, sinking the offal, a sum which every
man who can get even a bit of chalk can
oasily fgure.
