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ije recent issue byH . O. Houghton, &
Co., of Cambridge, Mass.. proprietoss of
the Atlantic Monthly magazine, of a life-
sized crayon likeness of Whittier, the best
of our lyric poets, will be welcomed in
thousands of American households where
his writings are read an appreciated. Our
readers will thank us for giving some par-
ticulars of the life and character of this
good man, just now touching his three
score years and ten.

Whittier has often been called the Burns
of America. The same simplicity of lan-
guage, the almost exclusive use of common
Anglo-Saxon words, the description of
lowly life and the humblest scenes m na-
ture, the same whole-hearted and gener-
ous appeals to whatever is best in humani-
ty, pervade the writings of both. Born m
poverty and reared at the plough-handle,
as was Burns ;without other education than
that obtained at the road-aide school house
and by an attendance of two years at an
academy, but with happier surroundings
of home and society than fell to the lot of
his Scottish prototype ; with an unyielding,
life-long adherence to temperance in all
things, sincerity, and love of his kind, this
good man, just now verging upon his three-
score years and ten, has made for himself a
place in the hearts of his countrymen, and
in those of the best of all English speak-
ing countries, like that which Burns has
held for a century past on the banks of Ayr
and in bonnie Dundee.

Whittier's father was of a tall, gigantic,
long-lived race, able to cope with bears or
Indians, both of which were not unfre-
quently encountered on the banks of the
Merrimac, where our poet was born, and
where most of his life was spent ; a non-
resistant by principle and practice, as-ex-
cept, perhaps, in the case of wild beasts-
are all Quakers ; a good, well-meaning,
useful man in his day and generation. He,
however, could not see in his boy anything
more than he himself was, or more than
were his ancestors before him-a promising
ploughman ; but the boy's mother, with
keener insight, recognized the divine

spark, and happily encouraged and admin-
istered to it, until it broke forth in a flame
which has burned with ever increasing fer-
vor, until the brow then clustering with
raven looks has been silvered with age.
.Of his mother-of French descent, with

the maiden name of Abigail Huzzey-
Whittier says : "All that the sacred word
mother means, in its broadest, fullest sig-
niflcance, our dear mother was to us; a
friend, helper, counselor, companion, ever
loving, gentle and unselfish. She was
spared to us in the seventy-eight year, and
passed away, after a sickness of about three
weeks, in the full possession of her facul-
ties, in exceeding peace, and with an un.-
shaken love in the boundless mercy of our
Lord. It was a beautiful and holy death-
bed: Perfect love had cast out all fear."

Whittier himself was very sensitive and
diffident. He sent his boyish effusions in
a sly way to the nearest village newspaper,
and blushed to his finger tips when William
Lloyd Garrison, who edited the paper, af-
ter a long and diligent search, found him
out; but the hour had come, and then and
there, in an obscure farm house in East
Haverville, Mass., these two men-then in
theirteens, now so famous and beloved-
first struck hands, and for more than half
a century have pursued, each in his own
way, through evil report and good report, z
the path of conviction and rectitude, and
yet live to reap a rich reward of apprecia-
tion and love.

In his extreme modesty Whittier con-
sidered his literary attainments rather ac-
cidental and fortuitous.

Mr. Whittier has attempted other parts
from time to time than that of poet, driven
thereto by the bane of literary men, "res

agusta domi." At eighteen he essayed
u1hbol keeping; but the rough, harum-sca-
rum boys of the district were too much for
him, and he resigned. For years thereaf-
terhe called himself an editor, but never
attained more than moderate success in
that apparently easiest of all professions;
Be has represented Haverhill and Ames-
bury occasionally in the Massachusetts Leg-
islature, but it is believed that he does not
pride himself on his record as a politela nor
legislator. He never was very poor be-
cause his wants were small, and because,
with the frugality and conscientiousness
characteristic of Quakers everywhere, his
outgoes never exceeded his income. It is
related that years age, when bp wps pot as
popular as he is dre; hA was wa lkig one
day at Cornbill when he met Muzzey, the
publisher and pill-seller.

and things, going out of himself as it were,
and becoming part and parcels of his sub-
jeot. His first draft suffers little subse-
quent alteration, and the various editions
of his works represent little or no time
spent in revision. A thought seizes : he
does not mature it by slow processes and an
infinite number of incidental thoughts and
mental finishing touches; he deliberately
seats himself at his plain little writing-ta-
ble, and at once puts it on paper. May be
it is a poem of four or five short stanzas he
will write : he does not strain after his ideas
or expressions; they tranquilly come to
him as fast as he needs them, and he writes
them down. He may scratch a half line
here and there, and begin again; he may
substitute one word for another that does
not mean enough ; but there is no struggle,
no nervous fidgeting about with the legs; no
biting the top of his pen-handle in mental
agony; no waiting for the sluggish current
of thought to bear along on its surface the
right idea.

In ststure Mr. Whittier is like his ances-
tors, tall,-measuring six feet or more,-of
slender build, but straight as an arrow; a
fino-looking, oldish man, with high fore-
head, a fine face, a quiet smile, dark, pierc-
ing eyes, and hair once black, but now
thinned and gray. He dresses in a suit of
black cut in Quaker fashion, and his speech
is characterized to a slight extent by the
peculiarities of the people whose form of
service and creed he prefers to any other;
although, it is well understood the latter is
hardly broad enough to cover all his opin-
ions and convictions. He walks about the
country in the neighborhood of his home
considerably, is pleasant and companiona-
ble with his neighbors, but never drives in
a carriage, and cannot be coaxed or eom-
pelled to attend a gathering of literateurs
or ex-antislavery people, a lyceum lecture,
or any secular assembly whatever. He oc-
casionally,-not often,-visits Boston, and
usually spends there a portion of the winter
at the house of his friend, Ex-Governor
William Claflin ; he has never been abroad,
and Washington, which he visited on one
occasion,is the extreme limit of his journey-
ing in this country.

Home-made Presents.

Imitation marble brackets are anew spe-
cies of "fancy work," which just now hap-
pens to be engaging the attention of West-
ern young ladies. A great deal of care
and pains-taking are necessary to produce
a good piece of work, but if successful they
make pretty articles of ornamentation, and
suitable Christmas gifts. Proceed as fol-
lows: Have a bracket made of smooth
seasoned pine 'or soft wood, cover every
part with pure white linen, securing it
firmly to the frame with liquid glue or with
tacks, taking care that there is no writ.kle
or unevenness. Then mi::, a little at a
time, the finest plaster of paris, in which a
little white glue has been dissolved, apply
with a brush and work thin. It "sets" so
very quickly that only rapid work w ill suc-
ceed. Continue to coat it till the surface
is clear even, marble white. This makes
a plain bracket any shape or size you may
desire, so much like marble that the closest
scrutiny can scarcely detect the difference.
If you want to ornament it with fiet-work
and stucco designs, you will find it a much
more difficult job. but may do it in this
way: Make ornaments after leaves, flow-
ers, scrolls, etc., out of paste-board, and
cover with linen and coat as before, secure
to place with the best white glue, or by
applying while the plaster sets.

A beautiful bracket may be made in this
way: Make a rough wooden frame-
work and cut paste-board to fit it. Cover
the paste-board with dry moss, litchens
and twigs, sewed on with green thread,
the different shades and varieties tastefully
combined. Then crystalize in a solution
of alum-water, till the moss is studded
with fine crystals like dew drops. When
dry, fasten to the frame with long,
slender tacks, which will be hidden by the
moss.

Mines Not Yet Found.

Under the above head, data might be col-
lected in California for a very interesting
chapter in the mining history of that State.
In almost every mining town and camp of
the Golden State the old settlers tell of the
places where streams, gulches and ravines
were-immensely rich in placer gold up to a
certain point, when they suddenly ceased
to pay. Somewhere in the neighborhood,
doubtless, lies the channel whence came
the gold found below, but no man has ever
been able to hit upon it-it is one of the
mines that have nevel been found. Some-
times, on a flat, or in a sag on the side of a
hill or mountain, the placer miner has un-
expectedly found great quantities of bright
quartz gold, or fragmenta of quartz rich in
gold. In vain he searches for the lode from
which came the gold and the quartz; it re-
mains one of the mines that have never been
found.

In places not only fragments, but also
great blocks and boulders of quartz filled
with gold are found,and for a time diligent
search is made for the place whence it came;
but. one after another, the prospectors be-
come discouraged, and finally the source of
the gold is set down among the mines that
have never been found.

We might furnish a list of not a few such
places as are spoken of above, but shall
leave a particular account of them to be
giyen by the man who shall, one of these
days, write the history of the mines that
have never been found.

Such a history would make quite a thick
pamphlet, would include many interesting
and romantic stories and would prove an in-
centive to prospecting and mining in many
now almost deserted camps, provided some
pains were taken to got at the facts in all
cases.

In California there is doubtless, to-day,
more gold in mines that have never been
found than remains in all those that are
known and worked.- Virginia, Nevada, En-
erprise.

The Washington correspondent of the
Philadelphia Inquirer has the following :

No member of the House of Representa-
tives for many years has had so many hon-
ors and favors thrust upon him as the pres-
ent House has conferred upon Hon. Alex-
ander H. Stephens, ex-Vice President of the
Southern Confederacy. When it was fist
organized the most desirable seat in the
House was reserved for him before the
drawing of seats. Then the Speaker gave
up to him the large Speaker's room imme-
diately in the rear of the hall, which has al-
ways been a kind of show room, having a
portra't gallery of the ex-Speakers, and be-
ing gorgeously titted up. Then a scat on
wheels was rigged up, so that he could be
moved around the House whenever he liked
and to-day the House voted him a clerk to
his committee on coinage, at $6 per day,al.
though there is no committee work for a
clerk, and he has nothing to do but act as
private secretary to Mr. Stephens. The
number of clerks to committees is in excess
of the number under the Republican retgitme
and their pay is raised flom $4 per day to
$6 per day,

WVOODEN AIND IRON SIii's.-Thye lnin
disaster was the h adiug theme of di.cues-
sion this afterunon at the Maritime Ex-
change, and among the shipping people
generally. The old question as to the com-
parative superiority of iron and wooden
ships is also revived. Mr. R ach, wholse
father built the Huron, expressed the con -
viction that had she been made of wood
she would not have been able to stand s o
great a strain as she did, whereas, li;r.
WVm. H. Webb, an equally experienced
shipbuilder, ventures the opinion that a
wooden ship, striking as the Huron is sup-
posed to have struck, would have held
longer together; for that matter he goes so
far as to say that iron ships, without a solid
backing of good oak timber, are not litc or
service. In further support of this theory
the case is recalled of a couple of Italian
vessels. that recently went ashore in a gale
not far from the same part of the coasi, yet
managed to work off safely.

DEEP SEA PLOUGHINuo.-During the past
summer we witnessed deep sea ploughing
in the harbor of Belfast, Maine. The bot-
tom of the bay is covered with a tenacious,
clayey deposit, into which the steam shovel
penetrates with difficulty; and to loosen it
a huge Michigan plough was set as wrk
under the water, drawn by stearn power o u
the shore. using a wire rope to form con-
nections. The water at high tide was about
20 feet deep where the plough was working.
The man that held it was encased in a di-
ver's armop, and supplied with air by a
flexible tube connecting with an air-pnump
on board of a vessel floating above. He
camne up at our request, and after rempving
his air-tight helmet and conversing a few
moments, was again put in connection with
the pump, and disappearing under the wa-
ter, went on with the ploughing. This to
us was a novel proceeding, and so far as
we can learn, it was the first experiment of
the kind ever made.-Boston Journal of
Chemistry.
