That a large peccentage of the
valuable metals in orea treated by miil pre-
cess go iato the tailings and is either lost
or unavailable at present ; 2d, That a very
laxge proportion of Montana ores are too
low grade to be worked profitably at bome
or shipped profitably abroad. A process
that will at moderate working sxpense ex-
tract the values from these tailings, and di-
vest thelow grade ores of their gangue eon-
centrating three, four or more tons into
one concentrate of valuable matals is a dis-
ideratum of incalcuable bemefit to the min-
ing interests of the Territory.

Un the uther hand, patent proocesses, es-
pecially those originating in the East, have
pot been generally suceessful, are regarded
with distrnst and require the test of practi-
cal success to commend them to favor, This
in the siern lesson of costly experience.

The principle of working is very simple,
It consists of an endless oanvass belt eov-
ered with rubbor, and having flanges om
the side. It is set witha gentle inclination
in & frame work enclosing the propelling
power. These bolts ave 274 feet longy and 4
feet wide. The movement of the top of
the belt is npward. The feed is about two-
thirds of the distance toward the bead of
the machine where tailings or ore are even-
Iy fed, with a suflicient gquantity of waler
with the vanning motion to give thew
wash. This floats the worthless matter
down faster than tha belt azcends and it is
carried to the dump. The metallic parti-
cles adhere to the smooth rabber surface.
This appears to be the tial principle
involved, As the belt passes over the head
rollsr and turns under & jet of water strikes
thie sutface, loosening and parting the metal-
ic particles from the balt, whenoe they fall
into the receiver. This is the entire cpera-
tion, save where further concentrations are
desired by a repetition of the process.

In the concentration of copper ores it is
stated in the Engineering and Mining
Journal that one of these machines, at the
Liberty mine, Maryland, concentrated raw
ore carrying only two per cent. copper to 58
per cent, copper at ene run, and the assay
of tailings showed only one-ninth of one
per cent. The foliowing extracts are frem
the same journal :

At the Bilver King mine, in Arizona,
silver ore from $100 to $300 per ton has been
worked. ‘The first vanner put in for trial
yielded in 40 days’ running, of 24 honrs,
22 tons of concentrates, assaying §1,600 per
ton, and working up to 90 per cent. of the
gésay value. 'I'bisis an exceptional fine
ore to treat, and three more vanners are now
being put o place. The ore is, in this
case, also, stamped directly on to the ma-
ch:?;‘ha black auriferous sea sands of Ore-
gon have lately been worked with marked
succes. Iun the first experiment at San
Framcisco, one ton only of the sand was

treated, assaying $8.20 per ton in gold.
The concentrations yielded $1,935.47 per
ton, the tailings showing only a trace of

M??%;he first. actual mill of vanners ever
erected, was thal at Silver Islet mine, Lake
Buperior. Here 20 machines, in deuble
row, taking the &nlp from 50 stamps,
worked reguhr’ tons per day ; while
four machi from
the lower vanners to t.naka it of equal value
with that from the first row of machines.
Bilver ore earrying only §8 per ton pays
well for running in this mill ; as, owing o
the presence of native silver, and but little
base miperal, the ocobecentrated ore rums
very high. This mill is now idie for want
of oro, the mine being very lightly worked;
bot it paid for eost of consiruction in a
few month’s running.

“In the Marmora gold district of Canada,
{ the gold bearing arsenical pyrites 1s congen-
trated by the vaouer, and the product ship-
ped to Germany;the arsemic paying the
shipping expenses.’’

The very fact of the minerals being tlnely
dizseminated, which renders it so diffieult
for 1he German machines to treat, is a mat-
ter of advantage to the vanper, and its
treatment  of sulpkaret iz most swccessful.
It is especially with base ores that the van-
ners have achieved the greatest success,
having worked with best results the low
grade tolluriom ores of Boulder county
Colorado, which it had been said were ' a8
imoossible to concentrate a8 the four winds
of heaven.”

Mr. Trent, who is hete to introduce the
machines, has visited Butte and Jefferson
City and will soon vizit Philipsburg. There
are at present the following Vabners at
work: In Colorado, 60, (every mill in
Boulder county using them) ; California,
85; Arizona, 4; Oregon, 18; Canada, 12
Idaho, 2 ; Lake SBuperior regions, 45; Mis-
sour, 2; Maryiand, 2. It was designed
to bring two up this winter and set them
o work at Batte, so as to test them early,
but transportation could net ba had. Mr.
Trent is now negotiating with A. J. Davis,
Esq., and it is probable the first Vannoers
will be erected at his mill. It18 expected
they will be in operation early in Jupne, 28
it only requires a coaple of weeks to set
them up. Mr. Trent has proposed to put
up the machines, and nnless they perform
all he claime for them the company will
retura the money. Negotiations are also
in progress looking to the ereeticn of cop-
per erushing and concentration works at
Butte which, if consummated, will soon
follow ihe working of tailings. We have
in our p B ber of tasti 2ok
from companies usiog these machines which
concede to them sll and morethan the
merits claimed for them above, but space
will not permit of their insertion. We
have endeavored to give some idea of the
raachine and what is claimed for it. If it
can produce the results here attes'ed tor it
elsewhere it will revolutionize mining
matters and the transportation of ores in
Montana, and our idea is that it will ae-
complish what is claimed forit. Mr. Trent
proposes to stay in Moutana until he proves
them by actual working test a success or g
failure.

8weeping Beport Agmimst Pagan Immigra-
tion by the House Committes.

WasmineTow, February 6.—~The report
supporting the resolution prepared by Mr.
Willis and approved by the whole Com-
mittee of Immigration and Labor, makes
the following snggestions:

1. 'I'be statistics of the Custom House
for the past 20 yearsshow that, dividing
said 20 years into periods of five years
each, the average incrense of said period is
50 per cent., estimating the present num
ber offChinese on 1be Pacific slope at 150,-
000, which is the lowest estimate from any
source. If the above rate of increass
shonld continue, by 1880 the number of
Chimese would exceed the pative voting
population, together with the immigeation
from other places, over 50,000, The gues-
tion, therefore, is not one of prospective
but of present importance, and demanding
immediate legislation if these immigrants
are objectionable.

2. The lowest class of immigrants are
from the fourth or lowest class of Chinese,
awong whom, when in China, the marriage
relation is denied, and polygamy, prostito-
tion and concubinage recognized it not le-
galized. The children and wives ars sold
into slayery ; the sanctity of oaths is disre-
garded ; infanticide, especially of females,
i# common and uurcbuked ; cleanliness is |
almost unknown, and paganism is the only
religion.

8. They are mostly brought bere uuder
contracts, by which they agree to pay cer-
tain brokers or the 8ix Chinese Companies
& large percentage upon their passage mon-
ey. When these Chinesa attempt to re-
turn home they are unable to do so unless
the Bix Compani¢s give them a permit.
The companies exercise a control over
them greater than the civil government.
The women who come bere are without
exception fmmoral, and are bought and
sold like gheep in shambles.

4, Viewing the subject from a labor
standpoint : These Chinamen live fifty in |
one room 20x80. They have no wives, no
children, and no homes, in the sense in
which the word is koown in America.
Their food is rice. Packed like sardines,
and enjoying none of the comforts of a
home, they live upon fifteen or twenty cents
a day.

5. The rcport argues that theyare auﬁrs
to become citizens of Ameriea; that they
disregard oaths, keep up pagan customs;
and tbai it is impossible to execute the:]
laws over them or to make them regard
sanitary regulations.

6. The chief objection to the Ukinese is
their ugter failure to assimilate with our
people and institotions. In this respect
they are like sl European emigrants. They
have been in the country 27 yeats, and they
are the same to-day s when they first
came—the same in dress, social hablts, Tes
lgion and political views.”

Blank Bids for Postal Contracts,
WasmiNgTON, Feb. 2.—Complaint has
béen made to the Postoffice Departmeent
that a number of postmasters in varions
patts of California bave certified bonds ac-

and that some persoas contend that such
certification vitiates the bids, even though
they ure subsequently filled up before pre-
sentation to the Department. This is a
total mistake. No bids will be rejected
for this cause, and it is very doubtful
whether a postmaster can be beld to any
serious aceount for acling ia accordance
with this very cemmon and long-established

isting law and which is justiiable by sever-
al considerations of prudence and public
beuefit.  Bonds aceompanying bids under
the present system are not based upon the
amoun®s for which the parties undertake to
perform the service, bat upon the previous
cost of the service, which is specifically sat
forth in the Department’s advertisement.
They are made conditional upon the faith-

Promotions in the Army,

below bis liveal rank, be shall thereafter be |
entitled to such promotion, and only such |
as pertains to the position thus aczepted by
him,

See. 2. That sabalterns of eavalry, arnl-
lery amd infantry promoted from second
lieatenants to first lieutenants, and from |
first lieutenants to captains, during each |
half year, shall be assigned, by the Secre- |
tary of War, ou or before the next succed- |
ing first day of January and July of -each |
year, to such vacancies as may have vecnr-
ted in the grades to which they shall hava
been promoted in their arms of the servies,
during that period, and in such manner as
shall incar least expense for transportation:
Provided, That each and every offlcer so
assigned shall retain the rank to which he
is entitled under the provisions of the irst
section of this act,

Sec. 3. That in every “Official Army
Register " herealter issned, the lineal rank
of sabalterns of the line of the Army shall |
be given soparately for the differentarms of
the servire.
