A PROSPEROUS DANE.

The First National Bank of Helana.

8 F. Bulletin, Jao. 24th.

The National Banka are now turning in
! their reports to the Comptroller of the Cur-
rency, under the call issued a eouple of
weiks ggo,  The past year has not been a
very good one for banks generally, though
there are some isclated cases of marked
prosperity.  An instance of this kind is
noted iu the case of the First National Bavk
at Helena. This is one of thelasding banks
of Moztapa Terntory. That section of the
conntry has shared the general depression
in business which has prevailed, bot the
bank in question seems to have madea good
year of 1t for all that.  The bank did not
lose a single dollar during the year through
the failure of any of its patrons, asd thera
was only $4,500 charged to profit and loss,
of which §3,100 was the result of reduced
premiums on $130,000 in T. 8. bonds. The
net profit of the Helena bank for 1877, was
$38,550. This is a pretty good showing
fur a eapital of $100,000, indieatiog a clear
profit of 384 per cent. But mueh of this is
due to the public confidence reposed in the
bank, which is seen in its large line of de-
posits, amounting to §680,000. It will thus
be noticed that every dollar of paid up eap-
ital has attracted §6.80 to its side,a portior
of which has been used in rolling up the
profits {or the year.  Very few bankers in
these parts can show a similar ratio of de-
posits o capital.  We vught also to add
that the Helena bank has a reserve of $80,-
00, equal to a premium of 86 per cent. on
the par value of its stock.

be called the Utah and Northern Railroad
Co., and electea as  directors Jay Gould,
Sidney Dillon, Joseph Richardson (Old
Joe), of New York, and John Sharp, Wm,
Jenninge, LeGrand Young, of Salt Lake,
and Moses Thatcher, of Logan. John Sharp
was elected President. A decree has baen
graoted the Union Trust Company, of
New York for the sale of the road uader a
foreclosure, which will take place as soon
as sufficient time has elapsed to allow of
advertiging, when John S8harp will purchase
the road for the new Company. lron for
track-laying is being brought to the ter-
minug at the rate of from two to ten car
loads per day, Hundreds of thousands of
sios are being cut and haunled to the road
for use in the spring, Brother Moses
Thatelier has a contract for one hundred
thousand ties ; other brethren contracts for
ten thousand and upwards. Messrs, Carr
& Curtis are running five or six mills cut-

ting ties for this or some other narrow-
gauge railroad ; Bishop John Sharp came’
up last night and brought $20,000 of Jay
Gould’s money to pay the December esti-
mates with, making our brethren bappy
again, and I want to advise the brethren
to go a Little slow and not drink too much
diluted alcohel after receiving their pay.
Our brethren have become so used to being
bilked out of their money by old Joe Hich-
ardson that when Jay G-uld comes up and
pays regularly in greenbacks. they bardly
know how to behave, and it pains me to
say that many of them indulge too much
in diluted sleohol to be nble to live up to
this religion as they should. PBrothers
Moses and George Thatcher have been on

oo a mission to New York togee Jay

FALL 0T BEAR TOOTH.
A Mountain 500 Feet High Tumbles Dowr.

Tudepesdent, Feb Tih.

Nearly every resident of Montana bis
either ssen or heard of the famopus Bear
Tooth mountain, the most prominent land
mark in Noithern Montasa. It is wisible
from different point at distances ranging
feom 40 to 60 miles, and is io full view
from Helena and the surrosnding country,
The mountain is distant thirty miles from
Helena, and stands like a grim and mighty
sentivel at the end of the cufion known as
the Gate of the mountains, throngh which
flows the Missouri river. The Hear Tooth
was fully deseribed asa wonderfal land-
mark of tho carly explorers, Lewis and
Clarks, TIn all photographs of the north-
ern ecuntry the two tusks, risiog black and
grim hundreds of feet above the mountain, |
are the prominent objects. The main tnsk
remains, l-uokmg lu,nely and wolat&d in its
grandensr,
