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The series of sermons which Canon Far-
rar preached last autumn on the subject of

the future life were delihvered in the regu-
lar conrse'of his ministrations in Westmin-
ster Abbey, and were founded upon the as-

sumption that his bearers agreed with him
in accepting the divine inspiration of the

Scriptures as the Church of England holds
that doctrine. They were not intended to

convince doubters of the truth of revela-

tion, but merely to correot,'in the minds of
men who agree with-him respecting the
premises of his argument, certain errors of
deduction, to remove from their minds cer-
tain accretions of doctrine which, as he

tried to show, are not taught in the Script-
ure or held by the Church of England, and
which, as he believes, are mischievous in
their effects. The sermons were five in
number, and had for their themes :

"What Heaven Is." "Is Life Worth

Living ?" "'Hell'-What it is Not,"
"Are There Few- That be Saved ?" and
"Earthly and Future Consequences of
Sin."

The delivery of these sermons excited an
unusual degree of comment, rather because
of the startling eloquence and earnestness
which marked them than by the novelty of
their teaching, and the oommentaries made

upon them were so unfair and misleading
that their author has been compelled, in

self-defense, to publish them in a volume,
with some additional chapters, and with a

long and-able preface setting forth the cir-
cumstances in which the book had been
written, and demanded, with entire right,
exemption for his work from the sort of

criticism to which it would be properly
subject if it had been voluntarily put for-
ward as a finished treatise. He did not
write for publication at all, but publishes
merely because, having been misrepresent-
ed, he wishes the pubhoc to know precisely
what it is that he has said.

We quote his protest against misrepre-
sentation :

"It is of course absolutely false that in

any one of the following sermons-as some

deolare that we say, and as we be slander-
ously reported-I have ever dreamt of de-
nying the great,awful,but neither unjust nor
unmerciful doctrine of future retribution.
The statements which have been so freely

circulated in England and America that I
'denied the existence of hell,' or ' denounc-
ed the doctrine of eternal punishment,' are
merely ignorant perversions of what I tried
to teahob."

We may say briefly, before offering
some extracts from the work itself,
that what Canon Farrar has taught in this:
that•the wo4t "hell," "damnation," and
"eternal" in our English version of the
Bible have come to mean something other
and more than they mean in the original

text; that the doctrine of the passage of an

immediate and irrevocable sentence to ever-
lastipg punishment and agony upon the
sinner at death, with no purpose of refor-
mation or purification, with no purpose at
all except mere snflering-a sentence to
which, in the popular belief, the great ma-
jority of mankind are to be subject--is not
taught in the Bible, and is not held as an
article of faith by the English or the Ro,
man Catholic Church; that it is an accre-
tion of doctrine; that far as it rests upon
Scripture at all it rests either upon mis-

.translation, or upon the literal interprets
tion of a few ;solated texts which are flatl y

. contradicted by other texts, if these are
construed in alike hteral manner; that the
doctrine is contrary to the whole spirit of
the,4oriptuIa teailainig, contrary to what we
know of-God's character and government,

jabdesliting to our sense of jstles, Rnd
. " atid love; that while it ii noot nedes-

krllq unmtrue that some men may so persis~t
In tJi degredation of sin a to farevter-
olude tiemselves from reformation, it is
not taught m the Scriptures and is not con-

sstent with the spirit of Scripture, that

every man dying with sin upon him is

plunged into eternal, hopeless and purpose-
less agony. Without adopting the Roman

Catholic doctrine of purgatory, Canon Far-

rar holds that there may be an intermedi-
ate state of some kind in which the soul Is

parified and repentance for sin is possible.
SHe says in his preface :

" I do not then by any means hold the
'Romish doctrine of purgatory' in the dog-
matie and corrupted form in which it i~dls

tinctly and rightly condemned by the 22d
article. But the 'Roman doctrine,' th•s

sitated, is not to be confused with the optn-

circumstance that they are absolutely con-
tradicted by other texts far more numerous
if these latter be interpreted on the same
principles; texts of which the other clause
is, in almost every instance, confessed met-
aphorical; texts finally, which, if thus un-
derstood, rob the gospel of its most precious
elements and run counter to the repeated
expressions of Scripture respecting Christ's
plenteous redemption and God's fatherly
tenderness and everlasting mercy; texts,
therefore, which we could not but hesitate
to interpret in accordance with the popular
view, even if we had not the plainest proofs
that, even if these passages were not limi-
ted by others, the popular view of them is
historically and logically inadmissible."

In the sermon on "'Hell'--What it is
Not," we have a recurrence of this part of
the subject :

" Tested by this rule, nine-tenths of the
phrases on which these views are built fall
utterly to the ground. But even were this
otherwise, yet once more in the name of
Christian light and Christian liberty-onee
more in the name of Christ's promised
spirit-once more in the name of the broad-
ened dawn, and the day-star which has
arisen in our hearts-I protest at once and
finally against this ignorant tyranny of iso-
lated texts which have ever been the curse
of Christian truth, the glory of narrow in-
tellects, and the cause of the worst errors
of the worst days of the corrupted church.
Tyranny has engraved texts upon her
sword; oppression has carved texts upon
her fetters; cruelty has tied texts ar3und

her fagots,and ignorance has set knowledge
at defiance with texts woven on her flag.
Gin-drinking has been defended out of
Timothy, and slavery has made a strong-
hold out of Philemon. The devil, as we all
know, can quote texts for his purpose.
''bey were quoted by the Pharisees, not
once or twice only, against our Lord Him-
self, and when St. Paul fought the great
battle of Christian freedom against the

curse of law, he was anathematized with a

whole Pentateuch of opposing texts."
The space at our disposal is insuffcient

for anything like an adequate presentation
for even an outline of Canon Farrar's argu-
ments in favor of his views; but what
these views are, and what they are not, is
-well shown in the following. passage, with
*which we must end our list of extracts :

" Thus then, finding nothing in Scripture
or anywhere to prove that the fate of
man is, at death, irrevocably determined,
I shake off the hideous incubus of atrocious
misconceptions-I mean these conceptions
of unimaginable horror and physioial ex-
cruciation endlessly prolonged-attached
by popular ignorance and false theology to
the doctrine of future retribution. But
neither can I dogmatize on the other side.
I see nothing to prove the distinctive belief
attached to the word "purgatory." I can-
not accept the spreading doctrine of condi-

tional immortality; I cannot preach the
certainty of Universalism. That last doc-
trine-the belief that

God shall fall
4t last, far off, at last to all-

Does, indeed, derive much support from
many passages of Scripture, it-or a view

more or less analagous to it-was held by
Origen, the greatest and noblest ; by Greg-
ory of Nyssa, the most, fearless; by Clem-
ents of Alexandria, the most learned; by

Gregory of Mazlanzus, the most eloquent;
by Justin Martyr. one of the earliest of the

fathers; it was spoken of in some places

with half approval, or with a rejection

which even when absolute was sympathetic
and respectful, by theologians like St,
Ireniens, 8t. Athanastus, St. Jerome, St.
Ambrose, and even St. Augustine himself;
in modern times, among many others, it

has been held by great and most orthodox
theologians, like Benrgel and Tholuck, and
by Saints of God like Erskine of Linlathen,
and Bishop Ewing of Argyll. And further,
whatever may have been the motives which
influenced them, the reformers struck out
of the prayer book the 42d article, which
declared that "all men shall not be saved."
On such a question as this I care but little
for individual authority; but this much at

least is proven by the many different theo-
ries of wise and holy men-that God has
given us no clear and decisive revelation
on the final condition of those who have

died in sin. It is revealed to us that "God

is love ;" and that "Him to know is life
eternal ;" and that "It is not His will that

any one should perish;" and that "As in
Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be
made alive;" but how long, even after

death, man may continue to resist His will;
how long he may continue in that spiritual
death which is alienation from God; that
isone of the secret things which God has
not revealed."

The book' is fitly entitled "Eternal
Hope."

CONCElflG LIBELS.

INOGLAND MODIFYING HER LIBEL LAWS.

DEATH IN A MINE-TAXES PAID BY THE

BONANZAS-MINING ITEMS.

V'IR GOINTA CITY, March 11.-W. R. Hun-
ter, who was shot by Geo. A. Gray yester-
day, is better to-day, and hopes are enter-
tained of his recovery.

Isaac Bennet died in the Caledonia
mine to-day from the effects of overheat-
ing.

At the Yellow Jacket mine a winze is to
be sunk from the 2200 feet level. If there
is anything in the mine this winze will
show it. So far the ore is of so low a grade
that it would hardly pay for workmne, al-
though some fair assays have been obtain-
ed.

The winze below the 2000 level of Crown
Point is attaining depth at the rate of 5,
to 6 feet per day. It is a double winze,
and very substantially timbered. A north
drift, to connect with the Yellow Jacket,
is also being run on the 2000 level. No
ore has yet been found on the 500 level.

The California and Consolidated Virginia
Mining Companies to-day paid taxes upon
their net proceeds for the quarter ending
December 31, 1877. The California paid
$87,189.79, of which $67,448.71 went to
the County and State, $19,741.08 to the
City. The Consolidated Virginia Com-
pany paid $75,436.21, of which $58,356.32
went to the County and State and $17,079.-
89 to the City.

Who Would Take the Medal?

Several years ago Mir. Leonard W.Jerome
of New York, presented to Princeton Col-
lege $5,000 in United States bonds, the
interest to be annually expended in the
purchase of a medal to be awarded to the
graduating senior, who shall be declared
by a vo!e of his classmates to be the 'first
gentleman in the class. The words of Mr.
Jerome's accompanying letter to Dr. Mc-
Lean are peculiarly apropos at this time.
"I know you are surprised, dear doctor,"
he says, "at the novelty of this request,
but you will be st:ll more so when I tell
you that you are the cause of it. I have
not forgotten the remark that you made
upon a certain occasion to my class:
' Young gentlemen, with all your getting,
I advise you to get a little manners.' I
think the most pressing necessity of Young
America just now is the article you recom-
mended. We have plenty of science, and
ara pretty well up, considering our years in
art, but our manners, I must say, are rath-
er rough. The character of a gentleman, I
consider within the capacity of all-at
least, it requires noextraordinary intellect.
A due regard for the feelings of others
is, in my judment, its foundation." On
the 19th of December, 1866, the gift was
laid before Dr. Hodge and Chancellor
Green, to arrange the particulars for
awarding the prize. It: such a prize should
be offered to the present sophomore or
freshman classes, who could decide what
member should wear i ?P--Boston Post.

Executions in China.

They have some queer customs in connec-
tion with executions in China. The cul-
prits are put out of the world by having
their heads cut off. The night before the
executioL the doomed men are brought out
from their cells and feasted until morning.
Wineand meat in unlimited quantities are
put before them, and the feasting goes on
up to the very hour of execution. Then
their shackles are put on again and they
are led out. F'rom the city gate to the exe-
cution ground the distance is two-thirds of
a mile. Midway of this distance is awine-
shop, and for two hundred years condemn-
ed criminals have stopped at this same wine-
shop and been allowed to drink all they
would, so that most of them are drunk
when their heads are cut off. These exe-
cutions take place at a stated day every
year, and this day is known as the annual
decapitation day. Squads of ten men or
thereabouts are taken out to execution to-
getheron the annual day, but of these three
or four are always reprieved at the last
moment, to be saved until the next execu-
tion day. No man knows when he starts
out on the fatal journey whether he is to be
executed or reprieved. Next year some of
the reprieved will be again saved at the
last moment for another year; and when a
man thus escapes twice, his sentence is af-
terwards commuted into banishment.

Tnz WANDERINo OBELISK.--The unfor-
tunate monument of the Pharaohs, or rath-
er the wooden dummy which is at present
its alter ego, says a London letter to the
N. Y. fHerald,seems destined to be followed
by the furies and driven restlessly from
place to place. No sooner is the dummy
taken down from its late position in Parlia-
ment square and re-erected on the newly
proposed site on the Thames embankment,
than the papers become full of letters from
its admirers, who have now discovered that
the vast roof of the Charing Cross station
-not a beautiful object in itself-will ef-
feotually hide the obelisk on the west side.
and that from the north the view will be
made ludicrous by the tall and hideous
shot tower, which rises into the murky air
from the other side of the river. It is even
suggested that Tom, Dick and 'Arry, out
sight-seeing on Saturday afternoon, will
certainly make odious comparisons between
the great brick tower and the grand mono-
lith of the plhasrahl, and- will with equal
certainty prefec, the tcetr. So it is now
proposed to more the model still further
down the river, as far as Greenwich Hospi
tal, in the outlying southeastern district of
the metropolis, where it will be out of sight
of the Londoners altogether.

NTaW THoBevU OtN- TIDAL WAtvs.-in
some observations on a new theory of tides
and waves, Professor Tay lor advecates the
view that the level of the ocean is nearly
represented by high-water mark on the
coasts where there is free access of the

tides, or in a channel without a constant
flow. lie states that he entirely disbe-

lieves in tidal action having the am sllest
ef'-ct on the rotation of the earth, and

that the assumnption of a past heap of war
er traveling; in one dire ction is a vast error.
He also sn .gests that some geologic.dl difil-
culties, such as the evidence that tides du-
ring the quarternary periods were three or
four tim-es as large as at present, may be
retllally - xplained by periodic changes

in the position of part of the interior of the
earth, rather than by supposing the occur-

rence of great changes in the distance of

the moon from the earth. It is hardly
necessary to remark that this view of the

subject, though so plausibly presented by
Dr. Taylor, is not likely to be generally ac-
cepted.
