KOW WILL TRE OAXPAIGN B3 SZT?

For some months the great political par-
ties of the land have been In winter quar-
ters. The few local elections have had no
general significance, and the country has
been contented to note somewhat disinter-
estedly the camp squabbles and envies
among the leaders while the army was
resting between campaigns. But summer
suns are near and already the squadrons
are being set for the field. Pennsylvania
will lead off on the 15th of May, and then
the guns will thunder here and there along
the line almost unremittingly till the grand
field day in November ends the fray and
and leaves the hosts to count their dead and
rejoice over the trophies. The main fight
will be on members of the House of Rep-
resentatives, the Republicans striving for
recapture of that and Senatorial legislators
while the Democrats will fight to hold that
of which they have become possessed and
hedging it with greater strength.

It is a fact, not needing confession, that
there is discord in the Republican party.
As Greeley said, " there are Republicans
enough for one party, but not enough for
two." With a united Republicam party it
can recapture the lower House; divided it
will fall on the losing side. The principal
occasion of discord is the enmity existing
between the President and prominent Con-
gressmen. The principal occasion of that
enmity is the President's policy of break-
ing up their patent right dispensation of
patronage in their respective States. Aside
from these there are auxiliary discordances
which go to make up a generally aggravated
political situation not as cheerful to Repub-
licans as we would wish, and as good a
thing as Democrats seem to desire.

But bad as this looks fora party about to
grapple again with its old foe, there is a
terrible good fight in the party yet. De-
spite the estrangement of the Executive
and a large portion of Congress, the condi-
tions are not beyond adjustment that can
bring succeus. President Hayes is out
with many Congressmen, but he is neither
a Tyler, Fillmore nor Johnson. In all that
makes a good Republican, he is the peer of
any and the superior of many who antago-
nize him. He loved the flag well enough
to tight for it, while many only talked for
it He loves the principles of his party
well enough to be steadfast to them. He
loves the Constitution and the laws well
enough to observe, protect and defend
them under all circumstances, and thinks
enough of his word of promise to the na-
tion to fulfill it. Such a President is not
going to desert his party. Evarts struck
the key-note when he said at Omaha that
the administration had some enemies
among the politicians but it had a strong
hold with the people. It has not only the
confidence of the masses of Republicans,
but the respect of the masses of Demo-
crats, and the politicians who go before the
country on a platform of hostility to Hayes
are on a platform with a trap door in it,
and a strong piece of political hemp in the
place where it will do the most good. As
successful politicians are as a class the
best students of human nature, and only
successful ones have attained a position
where their hostility to Hayes would avail
anything, it is not therefore reasonable to
suppose they will invoke a campaign of
that nature. They might tear down the
temple, but their bones would be in the
the ruins; they might arouse a feeling
against Hayes but they would only have
the satisfaction of seeing him President
with a straight Democratic Congress at the
the hither end of the avenue. Conkling
cannot carry New York nor Blaine Maine,
nor the Camerons Pennsylvania on any
such plan.

As politicians professionally understand
human nature so they are also it peculiarly
considerate class of men where their own
interests are iuvolved, and ,i a_ ..

- .. ..~ - ,...i between
the Congressmen and the President is not
an irreparable one. The principal dificul-
ty seems to be that Hayes sits on one side
of it as placid as a summei morning and
shows no disposition to extend the hand of
conciliation across the chasm. Somebody
must make the venture, and the " body "
most interested in results the coming Con-
gressman. We have noticed the oracular
predictions that the reconciliation will not
be effected; that Hayes is to be ignored or
thrown overboard and the fight made with-
out his aid, counsel or consent. It will be
a stupendous folly if it is done, a greater
than we anticipate. Animosities do exist,
and will continue, but they can be subor-
dinated to more important considerations.
It is wise to learn even of an adversary and
if there is one grand, sublime chunk of
wisdom Republicans can learn from Demo-
crats, it is to quairel all you please be-
tween times and then vote the straight
ticket solid on election days.

The time is near when the basis of the
summer's campaign must be adjusted. We
do not accept the prevalent idea that the
Republican leaders are going to invoke
defeat by a divided camp. The party has
enough of the personal squabbles and am-
bition of the leaders, and they will not
impose on it too far by imperiling its per-
petuity. It will be time enough after the
contest to renew those things.

The Timber Bill Passes the Senate.

WAsunITrox, April 18.-The Senate to.
day passed the bill authouizing all bona fide
residents of Nevada, Colorado, Utah, New
Mexico, Arizona, Wyoming, Dakota, Mon-
tana, or Idaho. and all other mineral dis-
tricts of the United States, to fell and re-
move for building, agricultural, mining, or
other domestic purposes, any timber grow-
ing on mineral lands which are not subject
t. entry except under the United States
mining laws. The bill grants this privi-
lege subject to such rules and regulations
as the Secretary of the Interior may pre-
scribe for the protection of the undergrowth,
and provides a penalty of a fine not ex-
ceeding $500, to which may be added im-
prisonment not exceeding six months for
any violation of this law or of said rules
and regulations. It is alto made the duty
of the Registers and Receivers to ascertain
and report wether any timber is being cut
or used upon such lands except for these
authorized purposes, and the expenses of
snob examination will be allowed in settle-
ment of their acts.

I learned afterward
that Dr. Lambert does not believe in "sis-
terhoods" no more than he does in the
Church of the Advent, which has taken a
number of members of his Church away,
and which supports an order of Sisters of
Charity. We found that out through a
Mr. Darling, son of the turnkey at the
State's Prison, who was very enthusiastic
on the subject, and wished his sister would
join them. He gave me the address of

ST. MARBERET' 5OME .

On Bowdoin St., near the Church of the
Advent, which is the only Episcopal order
of Sistersof Charity in Boston. The Church
of the Advent is so "high " that it would
take a pretty strong and ambitious Catholic
to see over it, but "S t. Margeret's Home "
is in an old house of very modest preten-
sions. A small door-plate bears the name.
The door was opened by a lady who may
have been "Sister Theresa." "'Mother
Louisa' was out," but we were invited to
wait. We were shown into the front room,
very plainly furnished. The floor was of
painted pine, the chairs, these hideous red
things with flag bottoms that people now
pretend to like. There was a bronze cru-
cifix on'thethantle, and a candle on each
side-a few pictures, a parlor organ, and a
piano, the latter left there by the owner of
t he house. stood in the corners. The fair-
est things in the place were two very small
creion pictures of a boy and a girl, that
stied on the table, in little gilt frames in
the shape of scallop shells. They were love-
ly children, and spoke of *warm affection

I n intpiua.t in a--.nu tilt, h.,t whpth '
the originals grew wise in this world,or the
next, or if they were yet babies was a ques-
tion. I told " Mother Louisa " when she
came In about my aspirations, and she re-
ceived me politely and kindly, told ne all
I wanted to know, and if I could have en-
dured the " Hours of Silence " and the in-
ertia, I would have gone there. I might
do so and stay two weeks as a " visitor "
and pay five dollars a week and stay three
years as a novice, and leave at the end of
that time. But, as the Mother said, "No
one stays long unless they intend to be 'sis-
ters.' " The Mother was dressed in brown
water-proof cloth, with a long cape,a black
shawl folded squarely and thrown over her
head, on which was a white little, tight lit-
tle cap, put on closely so as to conceal her
hair, and a piece of muslin, starched very
stiff and shaped like a gentleman's shirt-
front, hung from her neck, and presented
to view a long black croes. She was tall
and masculine though very quiet in her
ways. "Sister Theresa" wore a plain
black dress, with a cap that was similar,
but her face was younger and had the gen-
tle, sweet, patient look that the traditional
Sister owns. The duties were not what I
had imagined. They were to attend church
twice a day, at any other season,btt during
Lent three times a day. I don't know
where the visiting the sick comes in, but
there are several hours of silence, daily.
I he older is very limited as to numbers,
hatdly enough to get out of order if they
wanted to. They have a school on West
Springdeld St., which is conducted by two
of the S&sters, another in Lowell. There
are at present thiee "sisters " and three
novices. After a half hour's talk with the
Mother, I left in an undecided frame ,of
mind. What would I do with the hours of
silence ? Mr Henry Stumcke, one of the
l roprietors of the Crawford House, corner
of Court and Brittle sticets, aul sole pro-
prietor of the " Carleton " on Henuver, is
the brother of my friend, and the very
thought of the Crawford's cosy dinitig-room
settled the matter with me.

who were engaged in such work. Dr. Zak
and Dr. Collis.

WOMEN DOCTORS.

Dr. Zakzbrewska is not a Russian. I've
been asked that times enough. She is a
Merman lady of great distinction and has
charge of a hospital. Oh, a woman with a
hospital was a jewel to me once! Time
broadens one's views of life and alas ! flat-
tens them. Dr. Zak they call her, not for
short, but her furl name is like the "grand
square" in the Lancers-no two ever go
through it alike. Mr. Winchley wrote it
for me, and challenged me to pronounce it.
I declined. She was the first lady who re-
ceived a medical diploma from a German
University. Mr. Winchley himself would
impress anyone favorably. He has a pleas-
ing face and great breadth of shoulder, so
that I thought him a tall man till be ceased
to rise at an unexpected altitude, and I
shook hands at parting with a gentleman
hardly taller than myself. I left the place
encouraged and blessed the kind man in
my heart. Such men help more than they
know. Dr. Zak was not the rose for me
though she didn't put it in that light. She
said she didn't want anybody for nothing.

She would take my time for nothing for 16
months, and at the end of that time I would
be fitted for a nurse. Any experience I
might have had in my own family went for
nothing. She was kind to me and promised
well in respect of some addresses to divers
nurses of distinction who were at the Mas-
sachusetts General Hospital and the City
Hospital, who she said would be glad to
have me study with them for two years. I
havn't the cards now, they had no charms
for me. Dr. Zak is a woman of property.
She owns a house in Union Park, where
she has an office and rents the rest of the
house. Dr. Morton, a Plymouth lady. has
her name on the other door-plate. But the
Zak does not live there. She dwells on Ce-
dar St., way out by the Norfolk House

at the Highlands that used to be called
Roxbury. So we took a trip out there to
find her in a delightful home, but it was
not en regle. Her office hours are from two

to four in Union Park. You would be sur-
prised if you were looking ep anything in
Boston to find how many people are only
visible at those hours. It becomes a little
monotonous after awhile. Dr. Zak's hos-
pital is somewhere else. I think it is the
New England Hospital for women and
children. I asked her what she thought of
Dr. Culis' institution called

THE CONSUMPTIVES HOME,

And she said, " That is sendimental; that's
not business." Emieka! I go to Dr. Cullis.
I confess my ignorance according to the
flesh, and abase myself in the profession of
materia mfedica. I represent my stock as

very low and falling,bnt the Dr. had a taste
for just such a worm in the dust, and lo I
the lines that fall in pleasant places hooked
me in. I am now a nurse in good and reg-
ular standing in the Consumptive's Home,
Grove Hall, Boston Highlands. I shall
have much of interest to write about it and
its inmates.

HEARING BOB !NOERSOLL.

Col. Ingersoll has been lecturing to large
audiences iD Music Hall. I heard him on
"Ghosts." The Hall was packed, and the
platform was half filled. He is a stout man
with strong, full features and apoplectic
face. and such a way of bowing profoundly
at the end of every telling sentence that
people begin to clap when he begins to bow
and a stranger loses the point of the joke
sometimes in the roar.

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THE UTAH NORTHERN.

The Grand Jury Report Adversely to Ap-
propriations.

From the Salt Lake Tribune, April 16th.

Your committee find that in the matter
of the Utah Northern Railroad, the county

appropriated $1,223.66 without authority of
law. We find, further, that in the matter

of the depot grounds, by an action taken by

the City Council, Biigham Young was re-

leased from his obligations to certain par-

ties named in our report on Ogden City ;
that soon after this an effort was made to

get the county to pay one-half of the claims

thus created, but it failed, and, although
incessently importuned by the claimants

and urged by the City Council to act in the

matter, nothing was done by the county

court until January 15. 1878, when the

amount of $2,217.50 was appropriated to

the claimants. County orders were issued

for one-half the amount and the balance is

promised by November 1, 1878, when of

course the orders will issue unless some
one takes interest in the matter to prevent

it. As it appears to your committee, the
whole of this transaction is illegal, and

steps should be taken to enjoin the county

and effectually prevent the payment of this

balance. Your committee do not find that

the Utah Northern Railroad pays any taxes,
although it owns a vast amount of property

in the counties of Weber, Box Elder and

Cache, and has been a severe and unjust

drain upon the treasuries of said counties

to the detriment of the tax.payers thereof.

In regard to the appropriation to relieve

Lorin Farr, your committee find that he
was superintendent of construction of tie

Utah Northern to Biigliam junction; that

the cost of the ties for said branch was $5,-

000, which amount was appropriated by the

City Council. The people of Weber county

graded the road, the railroad company far
aished the railroad iron and the people laid

it down, and were paid in stock of the said

railroad company; that the city further ap-

propriated $1,000 and $250 to Mayor Farr,
and about two yeas s afterwards applied to
the county court for $2,829.68 to reimburse
him for money that he had expended in the
construction of that road. Your committee
cannot determine what the money was paid
for, as the ties were purchased by the City
Council, the grading done by the people,
the iron bought by the company, and the
track laid by the people.

War Notes.
LoNDoN, April 17.-The Turks still occu-

py Batoum.
It is untrue that the Russians have again

asked permission to occupy Buyukderd or
are moving nearer Constantinople.

Both from Vienna and St. Petersburg
comes a report of great uneasiness and dis-
satisfaction in the latter city about Russia's
position.

The Roumanians are alarmed about the
occupation of their country and the possi-
bility of an attempt to disarm them. They
have withdrawn their army into Little
Wallachia, where they boast they will
make another Plevna if the Russians attack
them.

ST. PETER5BURo, April 17.-There is a
vague feeling of uneasiness among well in-
formed people te-day, but no reason can be
discovered therefor except p-olonged sus-
pense.

LONDON, April 17.-The news from vari-
ous news centres is not reassuring.

A semi-official dispatch from Calcutta
says the Indian government has received
orders to send troops to Malta, and the fol-
lowing regiments are designated to leave :
9th Bengal cavalry. 1st llourbay light cav-
alry, 2d Ghoorkas, 13th and 31st Bengal
infantry, 25th Madras infantry, two regi-
ments of Bombay (native) infantry, 2d
Bombay field batteries, Eappers and miners,
and two companies of Madras sappers and
miners. The native infantry will be bri-
gaded with the British at Malta.

The assistant quartermaster and Commis-
sary Generals at Calcutta have gone to
Malta to arrange for the reception of the
troops.

LONDON, April 18.-The leading Tyne
shipping firms, whose boats are now wait-
ing for cargoes in Indian ports, :were yes-
terday invited to make tenders for the im-
mediate conveyance of troops to the Med-
iterranean.

Guerdon H. Campbell was born in Chica-
go in 1839, and his fkther always claimed
he was the first white child born in Chica-
go.
