Pease. Mr. Bosup, Post Trader and a
Wholesale merchant of 5t. Paul,will do the
mercantile business of the proposed town.

The towns on the Yellowstone so far have
been a failure. The boys had plenty of
nerve but little money. They figured large-
ly on paper but little building was done.

Frchetah was the principal distivation of
the immigration last spring and the sup-
posed bead of navigation, About the 20th
of June General Buell arriyed and his gnide
led bim to a pwint seven miles above Etche-
tah, and in less than three hours the latter
place was evacuated, except by the enter-
prising ranchmen who could scarcely be
called “ towneys.”

The vew town was called Big Horn City.
It is opposite Terry's Landing, Dars &
Johason, two old Deer Lodgers, 1an the
Ferry and had $2,700 net proceeds m the
fall.  Wm. Taylor, merchant, did a good
business. But when low water came a fine
ford was found some two miles below aund
that virtually killed Big Horn City.

Miles City is situated aboui five miles
from the new post, Fort Keogh. The Res-
ervation being cut down recently to five
miles square will canse the entire city to be
moved two and a ball miles nearer the
Post,

The winter Lere was very mild, Bnow
storms set in the 13th of March and have
been frequent since, This is disagrerahle
to traveleis but “everything” for ranch-
men, as the ground was very dry. The
storms weie warm and the snow as wet as
soow coald be,

One year ago the Yellowstone valley for
250 miles above Miles City was a wiider-
ness. Now the traveler is at no loss to find
a stopping place to rest his weary loins
every few hours’ travel, but, as it is nearly
an impossibiiity to irrigate, farming on the
Yellowstone is merely a speculative enter-

The side streams only exist when it rains;
then they are torrents, scmetimes ten feet
deep.  The grain crops are no further ad-
vanced here than in upper Montana, Veg-
etables, though, are farther advanced.
After the 10th of May the nights are warm
and there are no frosts,

April 23d.—A four days’ storm has been
raging here.  One man perished and two
others narrowly escaped. They got lost in
roing a balf mile aud Jaid out all night.
Spow drifts and high water have stop;ed
