THE NONSENSE ABOUT INt I3PEIANCE IN

MEN OF GomIUs.

We read every few days in our exchanges
that some man has died from intembperace
who wasunmsuallv capable in his particu-
lar lihe, and wouldbhave deone eaktLgtog-
markable but for his unfoiranate habit.
This sort of' sentiment is so eommon that
one might believe that lever men 'baye a
natural tendenoy to dissipation. Such an
opinion in fact bas been ptrval~et And tIs
still prevalent to a moderate extent-; but It
isapt to be erroneous. It is noulouger the
fashioz for genius to be protigat, *ldly
yuestria, Jwlesst . easiobri lnde is
ngulated Wpr wo'm ssa. .e nlse, eon-
common sense is the foundation of real
genius-understands cause and effset; is
apprehensire and takes note of all fhcts;
adapts means to ends; is, in a word, clear-
headed, many-sided, practical. The old
old notions of genius largely date from the
Byron mania. Because Byron wrote strong,
beautiful, often licentious poetry, and got
very drunk from time to time, he had
many imitators so far as drunkeness was
concerned, and the crop has not yet been
quite gatnered. The imitators did nothing
like Childe Harold or Matfred or the
Giaour, to be sure, bit they drank more
gin than their author ; therefore, in their
view, they were more than half as
gifted as he. They forgot that when he
wrote his best things he was entirely sober,
and when they did their wort things they
were, no doubt, entirely tipsy. It's all a
mistake. Really clever men seldom drink
to excess. If not restrained by moral they
were by prudential considerations. They
know that they can't afford it; that drupk-
enness is no sense indemnifying. When
you see a man habitually intoxicated, be he
mechanic, accountant, artist, journalist or
author, you can safely conclude that, sofar
from being a master of his calling, he is a
tyro, if not a bungler.. Dissipated fellows
very frequently get a name for proficiency
and skill from the mere fact of their dissi-
pation. It is the world's way of distribu-
ting justice. It is Wtilling to admit that a
man is intellectually capable, when it is
palpable that he is morally disqualifled.
Anyone may acquire reputation for capse-
ity by showing that he is chronically in a
condition not to exerosoe his capacity.
Whether reputation is worth having at that
price may be a question; but all sensible
persons will decide it in the negative.-

The cylinder
is bound lengthwise by a stout woven
band, and transversely by nine or teeaimi-
ls bands.l These bands are fastened to a
hollow braszen rod, as long as the cylinder
and hanging parallel to it, a foot or two
below. Suspended from this is a frame
work, mainly of steel and brass rods, and
somewbt resembling the skeleton ofa
boat. This is about halfas longas the
cylinder. Upon It the aironaut sits as upon
a relocipede. With his hands he turns a
double crank, which sets in revolution a
tour paddled wheel, resembling the pro-
peller of a steamship, and fixed horlion-

tally beneath the eat. When the crank
is turned forward this wheel gives upward
motion to the machine and when reversed
causes descent. Thb purpose of the cylin-
drical case of hydrogen is not to directly
eause ascent, for this is effected by the
wheel, but to give the entire machine a
specific gravity very little greater than
that of alt, so that when loosed from the
earth it will remain in a condition of almost
equipoise.

For the purpose of propelling t•e ma-
chine in still air, and shapmg its course
whenever necessary, there is a second
wheel; similar to the other. It is fxed
vertically at the forward end of the frame-
work, and has two motions-one on,its
axis for the purpose of propelling and an-
other in a horizontal arc, described by a
short rod to which it is fixed. By means
of this second movement the meronautjis
enabled to turn and guide the machine.
The wheel, in order that it may have as
much power as possible, is eight or ten
feet distant from him-nearly as far as a
point directly under the end of the cylin-
der. But he governs it easily by means
of pedals, which week like that of a sew-
ing machine. The wpigbt of the entire
macliine is 108 pounds, the cylinder weigh-
ing 55 and the remainder 48. Hydrogen
gas, although far psore costly than the
liluminating gas odlinarily used in bal-
loons, is adopted for this machine in order

A USx SIAN ETEr OLIS.
t AN AMERICAN'S IMPRESSION OF MOSCOW.

Moscow is the strangest mixture of
beauty and squalor that can be seen. Here
is a church painted bright green all over,Swith a picture of some saints above the

door. Next to it is a little, dark shop,I here incenses are sold. A little further on

is a narrow, sombre passage, running
through to the next street, with shops
opening to it where all soits of wares are
to be seen. The owner stands at the door
and recommend his goods to the passer-
by. At the end of the street is the Krem-
lin, that Wonderful remnant of barbaric
splendor. If you stand and look at it, as I
did, under a dull March sky, the sharp
listle now.akes peting you fiercely in
the tace, with molting snow under foot,
and a general nastiness and sloppiness all
about you, you will be moved to a sort of
wonder that these high white walls, these
queer colored domes and roots, and all
this strange architecture could ever be ad-
mired by any but a savage race. But go
to the same point of view on a olear day
after a snow-storm, when the ground is
white and clean, when the sun scintillates
on the delicate tracery of the crosses
which surmount the domes, when the
domes themselves take deeper and purer
shades of blue and green and gold and
gray, then you will appreciate better the
real beauty which underlies all this bar-
bain splendor.

Entering the holy gate, which is nothing
remarkable to look at, every one, except
the Czar, must unOover his head. From
the walls of the Kremlin there is a magnif-
ilent view of the city. Raised so high
above it, the squalor and dirt do not stare
one in the face, and the hundreds of mina-
rets and spires, and the crosses all brightly
colored ,and the green roofs of the houses,
with the low range of the Sparrow Hills on
one pide, acros which the French army
marched, and from which Napoleon got
his first view of Moseow, form a very
beautiful picture. .The first thing to visit
inside the Kremlin is 1the Charch.
where the Emperor was crowned. From
the first Romanoff down to the present
Alexander II. the coronation ceremony has
taken place in this same church, in the
same platform in the center of the build-
ing. The cathedral is more than rich.
It is literally glittering with gold and sil-
ver and jewels. There is not one inch in
the floor or ceiling which is unadorned.
The screen at the back of the altar is of
solid gold. The leones have neckla-
mes and tiaras of diamonds, emeralds and
pearls. The chandeliers are of silver. The
walls are covered with paintings and mo-
saio works of Siberia marble. No words
can express the riches of the church. It is
said that all the wealth of the Russians
could not buy the contents of this one-little
church.

But for the quaintness, barbarity and
beauty combined, the church of St. Basil

wna wi deM6atdAsah.
shaped domes, each painted a different
color. Under every dome is a chapel dedi-
cated to some saint. Dark, narrow passa-
ges lead from one chapel to another. Here
is displayed the same richness of orna-
mentation as in the cathedral-gold, silver
and jewels everywhere. There is a legend
attached to the church which was repeat-
ed to me no less than fi6r4 ~,.ies by as many
people. It was built by an italian archi-
tect in the reign of Ivan, the Terrible.
When it was completed the Czar called the
architect before him and inquired if it was
possible to build anything more beautiful.
The Italian replied that it was, whereupon
the Czar ordered his eyes to be put out.
This story, like many others which are
told cf John, the Terrible, lacks proof.

The Native Troops of India.

Much has already been said regarding
the native troops furnished by British India
and many doubts expressed of their ef1-
oiency as soldiers when so far from their
o wn country; but those who :have cam-

paitned with a Sikh or a Ghoorka regi-
ment cah have but one opinion of its fight-

ing power. "Give them good officers,"
says one who has had a long expenence of

them, 'and they'll go anywhere and do
anything." The only defeat suffered by
the English in India-that of Chillianwal-
lab-was inflicted by the Sikhs; and their
courage and loyalty during the dreadful or-
deal of 1857 have long since become histor-
ical. In one of the battles of the mutlny a
1ikh, seeing a blow falling from behind

upon his offeer's head, rushed forward, un-
armed as be was, caught the sword in his
open haad,and felled the assailant with the

other. This brave man is still living,
"with one sound hand," as he says, "at
the service of the Ranee of Inglistan,"

(Queen of England.) On another Occasion

three or four dozen Sikhs and a few Eng-
lish subalterns held a small house for 41
days against two whole regiments of the

Sepoys, till rescued by the advance of the

British forces. The same qualities are ex-
hibited in a still higher dergree by the
OGhoorka mountaineers of Nepaul, the es-

pecial terror of the mutinous Sepoys, who
found their bayonets utterly overmatched

by the huge curved knives and superha-
man activity of their dwarfish enemies. In-
deed, it would be difficult to find more per-
fect specimens of the "born fighter" than
these dark, sinewy, black-eyed little save-

gas, fiero and untiring as the wild beasts
of their native hills.
