NESS—HE “STRUCK IT RICH”’ AND GAVE
WIS BEXEFACTORS A FARM.

In-1858 Miss Myra Kellogg,eldest dangh-
ter of the late Simon Kellogg, and sister of
Mark H. Kellogg, who fell beside (Greneral
Custer on the Little Big Horn, was married
at La Crorse, Wis,, to Mr. Tuman J. Saf-
ford, who had represented Green oounty 1n
the Wisconsin Legislature in 1852, and
who, in the year above named had removed
to the promising village of La Crosse. The
pext spring. lLowever, the yonng couple
moved down into Juwa, and we believe

seftled on a farm, aud several years since
went into Dakota. He was an honest;bard-
working man, but never succeeded in accu-
mulating much of this world's riches.
Four years since, just after the evening
meal had been eaten,a dirty, ragged, foot-
sore trump called at his honse and begged
for something to eat, saying that be was on
his way te Californian, but bad had hard
luck, having been taken sick alter starting,
Mr. Safford made him welcome, and his
wife went to work and cooked supper for
the stranger. After partaking of the meal
prepared, they allowed the tramp to re-
main ever pight, and becoming interested
in him he was entertained for a week, dur-
ing which time he recuperated his health
and, bidding them good-bye, started on for
California, =

Two months ago the stranger, who dur-
ing his four years’ absence in California
had * struck it rich,”” came back to Dako-
ta and inguired out his old entertainers,and
fu disguise again spent the night under Mr,
Safford’s roof. The tramp was particular
to inquire inte the circumstances of Mr.
Safford, and was told by that gentleman
that he had * plenty of hard work to do
but very little money.”

The next morning the tramp departed
without making himself known, and the
conversation and incident had been forgot-
ten when Mr. and Mrs, Bafford received
through the post-office m sealed package
which contained the deed of one of the fin-
est farms in their neighborhood, having a
fine house, barn, stock, horses, wagons, ag-
ricaltural implements, and everything com-
plete, which was accompanied by an expla-
nation, stating that he wished them to ac-
cept the deed of this farm, which be had
purchased especially for those who divided
with him when in need, and treated him
kindly when foot-sore and poor, and assur-
ed them that he was the tramp they enter-
tained years before.

The Brave Southern Jeurnalists.

The South bas borne herself bravely and
nobly during the yellow fever sccurge ; no
people could have behaved better. Ome
class in particular has shown unflinching
conrage and the most generous humanity.
Its members may not have done, probably
they did not do, »nything more than many
others in the infected districts, but they
have been conspicuous from their cailing.
These, the journalists of the South, meaning
all who are occupied with getting, trans-
mitting or arranging news, have reflected
credit on themselves and the profession by
the quiet,resolute, fearless manner in which
they have discharged to the fullest their
highest duty.  Hardly an instance can be
given in which one of them has quitted his
post. In New Orleans, Vicksburg and
Memphis and smaller towns, they have re-

. fased to go away, as they mignt, and as so

many others have dome. They determined
to face the danger—a very formidable one,
sinoe very few of them had bad the fever,
and a large number were new to the South
—and to challenge death in order to render
the gervice which they knew would be
sadly needed. Scores of them have been
down with the pestilence ; many of them
have dled, but none Lave faltered or re-
treated. On some newspapers only one or
two journalists have been left, but the sur-
vivor or survivors have kept religionsly at
their work. Nor have they by any means
restricted themselves to their business;
they have distributed supplies—many be-
long to the Howards—attended to the gick
and dying, and worked incessantly 0 re-
iieve suffering, to help humanity in every
way possible. They have seen doath
steadily approaching; they have looked him
calmly in the face; they have felt they must
be yictims, But they bave not blanched,
nor abated effort while they could lift voice
or hand; and as their fatal turn came they
have shown remarkable fortitude, fighting
disense to the 1ast, and when forced to sub-
mit, yielding as dauntless men overcome,
not as men conquered. The Sonthern
journalists deserve well of the nation. They
have been fearfully tried,and their trial bas
brought out all their virtues. They have
proved themselves to be men nof less than
journalists, and very manly men. They

" may have defects neither fow npor small;

but surely lack of courage and want of hu-
manity are not among them.—New York
Times. -

The
oustom of haviog the women run these
raoes in & nude state is universal with the
Pusblos on occasions of this kind, They
have o tradition that Montezuma was be-
trayed into the bands of the Spaniards by
bis danghter, and it is thought probable
that the requiring of the females to humil-
iate themselves for the original crime com-
mitted by one of their sex against this dig-
mtary grows out of the tradition.

CLEOPATRA'S NEEDLE AT REST.—Cleo-
patra’s Needle was raised to its position on
the Thames embankment withont a hiteh.
When the signal had been given, the
monolith began slowly to move on an jron
axis, and with no apparent strain on any
point, the giant block of stona gradually
raised its head until at and angle of 10° to
159 from the perpendicular it came to rest,
suspended on its center of gravity. It was
then easily moyed into its proper place.
'Within the pedestal bad been placed an
earthenware jar containing Bibles in French
and Englisb, an Arabic Genests, a Hebrew
Pentateuch and & verse from the third
chapter of Bt. John in 215 different lan-
guages. 1t has been pointed out that ilus
enterprise is only the second instance gince
the time of the Roman Emperors of the

port of a 1 obelisk from the
shores of Africa toany other part of the
world. The first i was the or-
able enterprise of Lonis Philippe in remov-
ing the Luxor monolith of Rameses II. to
the center of the Flace dela Concorde in
Paris. 1t was set on its pedestal on Octo-
ber 25, 1836, in the presence of the King,
the royal family and an immense concourse
of people. Some sailors climbed to the top
whon it was firmly in place and placed the
tri-color there amid the shouts of the muil-
titude below. When the obelisk at Bt.
Peter's in Rome, was set up in 1586, it re-
quired the joint labor of 1,500 men and 140
horses, straining for a month at blocks,
ropes and tackles. But in contrast with
this only a dozen men were working at the
cranks in London the other day, and they
raised the obelisk in half an hour, There
are only 20 colossal obelisks now standing
on the face of the earth. Five are in
Egyot,four in Rome,and one each in Paris,
London and Constantinople. It cost about
£15,000 to remove Clepatra’s Needle to
London and set it but Louis Phillippe’s
government expendeded between £80,000
and £90,000 to secure theirs.

We see by the Jefferson county papers
that ** Washboard " died in the poorhonse
recently. He was a character. For thirty
years he lived in that vicimty on a wash-
board, as may besaid. He iaade a few
washboards, and bhe would take one under
his arm and go toa farm house and allow
the wife to useit. I[f she bought it, all
right, if not, it was all the same. He
would have half adozen washboards scat-
tered around, and he wa) always the gnest
of the houss, got his meals, moved his
washboards to another locality, and ate and
drank on the board. He always mansged
to arrive at a house about meal time, and
as he had all the news to tell he was wel-
come. If a house-wife had wood to split,
a oow to milk, or the man bad steers to
break, hogs tokill, or 8 wagon to grease,
old Hale was always ready to help. At
times when the good housewife had not
much in the house for dinner, the arrival
of Washboard Hale wonld cante a cloud to
rest upon her brow, but a cheerful word
goon dispelled 15, and we do not believe he
ever went hungry a day in hislite, He
was a tramp, ulways on the move, in sum-
mer with hiz coat over his arm, and in
winter bundled up aad always on the
march. However hard wup he might be,
he conld always manage to get zinc enough
for a washboard, and any friendly carpen-
ter would allow him to do the wcodwork
in his shop, and his stock being complete,
he was on the rcad. Inall his thirty years'
travel about Jeiferson county no one ever
heard hint use an unkind word, and he nev-
er injured a soul. Children would chaff
him uptil he got an opportunity to be of
assistance to them, after which they were
his friends. He would make them kites or
draw them miles on a sled for the asking.
He was a great character and will be sadly
missed.

He is from S8an Francisco—a Kear-
neyite—and it is stated he, with a few
other boy boodlums,lived seven years in an
old boiler, until the aperture used as an en-
trance would no longer admit them. He
claims to have robbed nine coaches, says
he killed his fizst man when only 15 years
of age, and that one time, when ¢logely pur-
sued by detectives in New Mexico, he made
a tfight and killed seven, the entire party.
He could shoot effectively with two revol-
vers simultaneously, and equally well with
either hand, He had a plan to rob the de-
pository in Tucson during business hours
by simply presenting the clerk with a sack,
and then, with cocked pistols, produce
greenbacks or death. Hisaccomplice,how-
ever, was unwilling to hold his horse at the
door. He was to rob the stage the day fol-
lowing the one on which he was killed, and
then go into Tucson, call vn Meesrs, Shi-
bell and Butuer, kill each in his own door
and then go to SBanta Fe, N. M., and rob
the banks. Those who saw him after he
was killed say he looked dangerous even in
death.

From a Washington Letter,

Up to date Washington’s contributions
to yellow fever enfferers (leaving oot of
question the contribution of physicians and
nurses), amonnts to over $31,000. This is
well fora city of the sizs, nnd can stand
unblushingly by the side of New York's
yuarter of a million, taking population as
a basis of comparison, or Philadelphia’s
$150,000, There has been mno such ount-
burst of charity since the Chicago fire.
From data kept in the larger citiesitis
computed that the sum of pecuniary char-
ity oalled out by tha great scourge amounts
to over $1,300,000, or about $200 for every
death from yoﬁqw fewer! And this when
U times ' are supposed to be partieularly
hard. No previons epidemic in this coun-
try has valled forth such munificent charity,
and [ pity an American who is not proud
that Americans thus help one another in
distress. Charity in this country seems s
matter of growth, and it grows faster than
the conntry.
New Orleans, in 1853, was about four times

more gevere than the present one ; that is, |

the death rate in proportion to gopulaticm
was four times greater than at the present
time, yet the contributions from the ont-
side were but & mite compared t0 what has
poured into Mew Orleans to relieve her dis-
trees thie year.
