A. HEAVY GUST.-On last Saturday even-
ing the wind blew stiff down the valley un-
til about half past eight when it chopped
around and blew from the North in fierce,
fitful gusts. One of these struck the town
and did considerable damage. It unroofed

Kennon & Zenor's store building in a
twinkling, toppled over the fire-wall, eight
feet high and one hundred feet long, on
Bonner & Co.'s now store, wrenched off
one of the Court House chimneys and laid
it on the roof ; took down a large extent of
the south fence around the Court House
equare, and scattered several miles of
fencing one place and another in the valley
over the surrounding country. Ocher than
destruction of fences we have not heard of
it doing any material damage outside of
town, The fierceness of the gale only lasted
a few seconds, otherwise it is believed many
other roofs would have been carried away.
It was the hardest wind storm that has been
sxperienced here, the town being a little
South of the usual storm back. Workmen
promptly took the wrecks in hand anl al-
ready nearly all traces of the blow have dis-
appeared.

DEER LObGE CoUmTT SCHOOL MATTERS.

ABSTRACT PROM REPORT OF COUNTY SU-
PERINTENDENT.

The law requires Trustees to report to
the County Superintendent in the month of
September; but ten of the seventeen dis-
tricts have failed to make any report. The
following districts have reported :

Deer Lodge No. 1, Race Track No. 2,
Pione,.r No. 7, Lincoln No. 11, Silver Bow
No. 13, New Chicago No. 14, and Rocker
No. 17. Our school law should provide a
penalty for the accommodation of delin-
quent Trustees as it does for Clerks who
fail to report as required by law. Of the
919 person over four and under twenty-one
years of age in the county, 535 attended
school during the year, with an average at-
tendance of 68 per cent.

This county contains one brick, five
frame, and ten log school houses, the total
value of which, with furniture, is $20,000.
There are seventeen districts in two of
which are graded schools.

Average paid to female teachers.. 61.00
The average cost of tuition per

month to each scholar......... 4.40
Amount of money apportioned

Pioneer No. 7, contributed by subscrip-
tion to district school fund, $125, and
Tower No. 16, $250.

A balance, unapportioned September 1,
1878, carried over of $143.79. Fines to the
amount of $304 have been collected since
thah date.

The amount of property reported as as-
sessed to date foots up $2,341,268, with a
few thousands more to be aided. This
will give $11,706.34 to the school fund.
These sums, less expense of collection will
foot up at least $1,000 more in the school
fund than we had last year and this it is
believed will ensure as large a yer capita
apportionment for the current year as we
had last year. District Clerks are required
to report the census between the 20th and
30th days of November. Should any Clerk

fail to report according to law the law
makes him liable for the whole amount
that the district would have been entitled
to, had he taken the census. Blanks for
taking census have either been handed to
the Clerks or mailed to them, and, should
any one have failed to receive the necessary
blanks, he should call the attention of the
County Superintendent to the fact and he
will promptly forward others.

WHAT A MONTANIAN HAS TO SAY OF THE

"FAR COUNTREL."

FRIEND WuruEv.-Here I am in Bohe-
mia. I stopped in New York- a week, de-
tained in my room part of the time by sick-
ness. I anticipated much benefit from the
sea voyage but was di, i ppointed,and found
on on the steamer a medley of passengers
from all nations, unacquainted and hence
dull. It was my good fortune to be made
acquainted with Mrs. Savery,sister of Wm.
Nowlan, of Helena, who resides at Des
Moines, Iowa. and is now visiting Paris.
She is a pleasant lady and a very agreeable
traveling companion, who did much to re-
lieve the tedium of an otherwise monoto-
nous trip of ten days across the Atlantic.

THE OCEAN TRIP.

We arrived at Havre in the morning and
at 6 p. m., same day, was in Paris. I took
a voiture de place to find a hotel and hunt-
ed until 9 p. m. before I could secure a bed,
and then it was only in a fourth-class hotel,
and a room not much larger than a dry
goods box, in the 7th story. It was better
than nothing; but not much. The next
day I looked about to secure good quarters

failed. I could get no rest where 1
was, the noise of the streets commencing at
5 o'clock a. m. and continuing until 1 a. m.
It was no place for an invalid. I concluded
to go East, make my visits, enjoy a couple
of weeks rest and return to Paris. So the
next day I visited the Exposition. It is a
grand affair, but there was a surging mass
of people everywhere and I could only see
the general features of the great show.

LIFE AT CARLSBAD.

The next day I went to Basle, Switzer-
land, consulted an eminent physician who
gave me very little encouragement, but ad-
vised me to come here. Here I came the
next day (17th) placed myself under the
care of a Doctor and commenced on the fol-
lowing programme:

Rise promptly at 6 a. m.; go to the Min-
eral Spring well wrapped up, for it is cold
here, and drink a cup of water, as large as
a beer mug; drink it slow and walk under
the esplanade-a marble-floored structure
supported by pillars and in which a brass
band of 30 pieces plays from 61 to 9 a. m.
-for 15 minutes; then another drink of the
water; and so on until five goblets are taken
and then a walk of one hour. After that a
cup of tea, coffee or chocolate and one-
fourth of a pound of bread for breakfast.
Next a walk of one hour, and every alter-
nate day at 11 a. m. a half hour, bath with
two hours rest in bed afterward. For din-
ner at one o'clock, we arm allowed one plate
of soup, two small dishes of meat, boiled,
broiled or roasted, few vegetables, little
seasoning or bread, no fruits nor dessert,
and one glass of claret with mineral water.
For supper at 7 p. m. we have a cup of
chocalate, two eggs and bread. At 9 p. m.
we must go to bed. Every other day the
Doctor calls and examines us. On his last
visit he guaranteed I would be cured in
four or six weeks here and then two weeks
in some other place.

When we go to the Springs mornings,
each one carries his or her own porcelain
cup suspended by a strap over the shoulder,
and a young girl fills them at the Springs.
These Springs contain sulphate of soda,
carbonate of soda, and common salt. Their
temperature ranges from 118 to 1650, and
the waters are said to be very efficacious
for liver and kidney diseases. The regimen
alone is bound to help one without the aid
of medicines- We are restricted to two
cigars daily, and prohibited from liquors,
violent exercise or mental excitement.

I have second floor rooms,_ richly fur-
nished, large and beautiful, with balcony
in front at eight florins ($4) per week.
The "extras" and weekly gifts to servants
amount to another $4. The " help " here
4gpw no salaries from the proprietors but
are dependent on wliat" t'hte 'giiit give
them. Restaurants, saloons,lodging houses
and in fact all houses of public entertain-
ment do likewise. Eating is done in the
restaurants, a la carte,-call for what you
want and pay for what ~'uget. The
chArges are moderate. Such food as I am
allowed costs $2 per day.

SOMETHING ABOUT THE CITY.
Carlsbad is 70 miles from Prague, and

takes its name from Emperor Charles IV.,
who, some five hundred years ago, came
here and was benefitted by its waters. The
resident population is about 7,000. The
number of visitors during the summer
months is estimated at 30,000. There is no
such thing here as a dwelling house. All
houses are built to accommodate visitors.
The best season is from June to September.
Although the water is the same the year
round, the wealthy classes only come dur-
ing "the season," when prices are largely
advanced. During the " off months" many
poorer people come, but the finer establish-
ments,-stores, restaurants,lodging houses,
villas, eto.,-are closed. On the 1st of Oc-
tober the bands are dismissed, and propri-
etors and artisans go to Vienna or Prague
to winter. The country surrounding is
mountainous and the town is built in a ra-
vine on a little stream called Topl, the situ-
ation repembling Cottonwood Creek above
the forks. The streets are narrow, the
houses generally four to six stories high,
close to each other, and of massive struct-
ure, while the hillsides are occupied by
chateaus and and drives. It is very pic-
turesque and attractive. The government
is of a military nature, although of a much
milder form than in Prussia. The people
are polite to the extreme and well behaved.
Business is carried on principally by wo-
men who seem to be the most industrious
sex by far, and in a great measure do the
hard work which in America is done by
men. Dogs, donkeys and cos are princi-
pally used as animals of draft. The dress
and habits of the people are peculiar and
highly interesting to an American,but Ger-
man is universally spoken and a Moutanian
here without a companion feels in a soli-
tude. Lonesomeness is a faint expression
of my feelings. If I can restore my health
my trip will be a success; otherwise a com-
plete failure.

I have reconsidered my intention to re-
main in Europe until next spring. There
is no use talking. The old saying is true,
" There is no place like home," and .one
feels the full force of it when in a strange
land and crowded city, but an atom in the
great mass of strangers. I cannot say I
have yet received any benefit from the
Springs here, was very ill two nights ago,
but the waters and treatment are world-
renowned for curative qualities, and I shall
give them a fair trial. With regards to all
friends, I am Your friend,

In fulfillment of the wish expressed by Howard
to Joseph, Jusnor, the Nez Forces Chiefs congregated
at theLapwai Agency at the time specifled. Joseph,
Jr., on reaching home had related to the Nez Peroes
what Howard had said about their removal, and they
were much alarmed. Joseph said to his people that
he had done his best to prevent their being removed,
and asked them to keep quiet, and so they went to
Lapwal. After arriving there. Monteith, the U. S.
Indian Agent, told a member of the tribe named
Reuben, " You go and see Joseph and tell him to
"come to the reservation at once. Why are they
"humbugging and holding councils ?" Reuben re-
ported to the Indians what Monteith had said, and
it seems had said still more that the Indians " must
move." Much anger was created among the Indians
at this message. Reuben on seeing Howard after-
ward told him, " If you are determined to move these
" peaceful Indians to a place where they cannot graze
"half their stock, you will have to do it with soldiers.
" We will always tell you the place is too small,"

Howard did get soldiers, and when the Indians saw
them reach Lapwal they beca'ne more angry than
ever. The next question was who the Indians would
have for a Speaker at the Council. They held a
Council among themselves to select an Indian who
was a good talker. The Nez Perces Chiefs were all
present except Looking Glass and Red Owl, who were
in the mountains hunting, and neither they nor their
people had any intimation of what Howard proposed
to do with them. The result of the Council
was the election for Speaker of an Indian named T-
whil-who-tzoot, who was supposed to be a smart, In-
telligent Indian. Joseph, Jr., was barred out, the
Council deciding that he was not smart nor bold
enough to represent them in a council with Howard.

When the day for the great Council arrived, all the
Indiana except the two Chiefs mentioned and their
people, were present, Joseph, Jr., felt aggrieved at
the action of his people In electing another instead
of himself as Speaker, withdrew from active partici-
pation and the reader twill not often see his name
mentioned during the campaign. When the Council
assembled General Howard and the Indians took
their seats. The General then arose and said : " I
want all these Indians to go to their reserve at once.
If you do not go voluntarily, I will compel you to do
so with my soldiers. I have instructions from Wash-
ington to move all Indians to their reserves, and ac-
cording to my instructions I must make you move.
If you will not move for my words, you shall go to
the reserve by the points of my soldiers' bayonets."

The elected Chief, or Speaker, T-whil-who-tzoot,
rose and said: "Howard, I understand you to say
you haye Instructions from Washington to move all
the Nez Percesnation to the reserve. You are always
talking about Washington. I would like to know
who Washington is ? Is he a Chief, or a common
man, or a house, or a place? Every time you have a
council you speak of Washington. Leave Mr. Wash-
ington, that is if he Is a man, alone. He has nu
sense. Hedoes notknow anything about our coun-
try. He never washere. And you are always talking
about your soldiers. What do we care abontyour
fighting qualties ? You are chief, Howard, and I am
elected by the Nez Perees to speak for them
and do the best I can for my people. Let us settle
theimatter between you and me."

Howard replied," I have instructions from Wash-
ington to move all Indians to the reserves and put
them under charge of Agent Monteith."

T-whil-who-tzoot said, " Howard, are you trying to
scare me ? Are you going to tell me the day on which
I shall die ? 1 knowl must die some day."

Howard then turned to White Bird and said, " Have
you anything to say ?"

White Bird answered, " We have elected T-whil-
who-tzoot to speak for all the Nez Perces. Whatever
he says or does is law with us."

T-whil-whe-tzoot was at once arrested and put in
the guard house, where he remained about a week. It
I have been rightly informed, Howard in that Coun-
cil came near being a victim at the hands of the Nez
Perces warriors.

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LETTER PROM TRAPPER DISTRICT.

THE MINES AND TOWNS OF THE DISTRICT
-- OUTPUT OF ORE-A POPULAR DEMO-
CRATIC NOMINEE, ETC., ETC.

Editor Bette Miner.-
We arrived here to-day at 12. m. Took

dinner at one of the Hecla Co's. boarding
houses where the cuisine is in charge of an
old friend, China Joe, who greeted us at
sight with his old time salutation " How,
Tom." After dinner the first thing was a
visit with Mr. H. F. Brown to his depart-
ment, the engine house. He informed us
that the water for the boilers used to cost
the company $75 a way, as it was all hauled
from the creek below at a dollar a barrel.
But yesterday 31r. Brown finished laying
the new pipes and now he has a full head.
In fact he says he has alreaday lost $200
worth of waste water, measured by the old
price. Next, a call to visit the office came
by telephone in these words, " Tell Tom to
come." We went and were kindly received
by the superintendent, Samuel A. Barbour,
with an offer of fragrant Havannas which
we had not the nerve to refuse. The Su-
perintendent's office occupies one end of
the ore house which is 18x50 feet, the office
being in direct communication by telephone
with the engine room. Our attention was
here called to the tramway which has a
stairway up to within fifty feet of the At-
lantis and is covert d by snow sheds. We
counted the steps going up and found they
numbered 394, with a rise of eight inches
each. This would make the mine 312 feet
higher than the foot of the tramway. At
the top we met our old Republican friend,
J. W. Van Brocklyn, who has charge of the
construction depot at the mines. While
viewing the elegant boiia lg machinery,
manufactured by Fraser. (halmuers & Co.,
we were invited by David liiniuheart, fore-
man of the mine to go doena and view the
land. We declined. but intt rviewed him
with the following result : Depth of mine,
625 feet; main shaft, 400 feet. Three
hundred and fifty feet from the entrance is
a level runing due north 75 feet. The next
chute is 200 feet deep, ; pitch. The steam
doing the hoisting passes from the boilers
through 800 feet of pipes to the engine
room, 1800 pounds of ore being hoisted at a
time. Number of men in Atlantis mine
20; outside, 40. True Fissure, miners 55;
Construction, 20; blacksmiths. 2. Cleve,
miners 5; cooksAmaking a total of 146 men
at work to-day. The True Fissure, Moun-
tain Sheep and Silver Quartz ore is to be
lowered down the Atlantis tramway, when
the tramway will be 800 feet in length.

The company has two diamond drills on
hand and ready to be placed in position.
One of these was invented by Mr. H. F.
Brown.

Lion City has 20 houses under roof
among which we noticed the following busi-
ness stands. Uncle Lyman Matthews in
charge of Thomas & Armstrong's store and
doing a good business, Fall & Truman,
saloon, and two boarding houses one of
which is presided over by Mrs. Josephine
Gilg, the other by Mr. Fleming.

CONCERNING CATTLE.

A HUGE IIERD OF MONTANA BEEVES EN
ROUTE FOR CHICAGO.

The latest herd of nine hundred head of
Montana cattle is exciting considerable in-
terest. They were driveu from Sun River-
Montana, in seventy-five days and from
Fort Benton in sixty days. They came
down on the north and west bank of the
river. There was not a single host.le In-
dian to molest, although there were only
ten well aimed herders in command. There
were lost on the trip seven head. Tne
money actually saved by driving was about
four thousand dollars. The experiment of
driving lylapy was a signal success.

Friday morning at 4 o'clock two special
trains of ten cars each went east over the
Northern Pacific. There was a noisy time
loading them Thursday night. They are
wild beasts still, and were as untamed as
buffalo when started from Montana. The
herders were careful to stay on horseback,
for a man on foot is in danger, but on a
pony he is as safe as a nisum up a tree.
When one of the her, lba a drop of blood
on him, all the rest are thirsty for bis gore.
He must be immediately cut out from the
herd by the herders, or die. These cattle
are natives and Texan steers.

The railroad men at St. Paul and Minne
apolis are taking a lively interest in the
route they will take from those cities to
Chicago. The Chicago and Milwaukee road
supposed they were engaged for that line,
until T. B. Woolsey, of the Minneapolis &
St. Louis road, came up and got a written
order from the owners, Geo. Hammond &
Co., of Marshall county, Iowa, for the de-
livery of the cattle by Mr. Alexander,
freight agent of the St. Paul & Pacific, to
the M. & S. road at Minneapolis. J. W.
Crippen of the Milwaukee road, and I. N.
Willoughby, of the West Wisconsin line,
came up to see about Woolsey's euchre,
and found it too true. The Minneapolis
road probably gave a "cut-throat " rate.-
